BOSTON MAN INVENTS DISC TO PROVE EARTH IS FLAT

Abizaid’s “‘Sun and Moon Dial” Illustrates Principle That Reverts to the
Idea of the Fixed Earth

Almost 400 years ago Copernicus concluded, after a life time of study, that the sun
and stars are stationary; the moon alone revolves about the earth; the earth is a planet that
revolves about the sun, and the apperent revolution of the heavens is caused by the rotation
of the earth on its exis.

To contemporary observers who had wrestled wearily with the Ptolemaic system, which
describes the earth as the fixed centre of the uinverse about which the sun and 'the stars
revolved, the Copernican theory came as sun throught fog. Astronomers were tortured in
oil, yet clung to the heliocentric theory of the universe.

SAYS EARTH IS FLAT

Prof. John G. Abizaid of Malden Street, once president of the Universal Zetetic Society,
“seekers of knowledge,” today raised his standard for the thesis that the earth is as flat as
the proverbial pancake cemented to an undetermined foundation.

To illustrate his principle, that reverts to the idea of the fixed earth, he has invented
a disc which he calls the “sun and moon dial.”

In the dead centre is a point identified as the north pole. -The smallest circle which
circumscribes this point is known as the first zone. A slightly larger circle marks the second,
or north temperate zone. The third covers the equator; the fourth, the south temperate
and the last the south circle

At the south circle the earth comes to an end, Prof. Abizaid explained.

ASKS AID OF BYRD

“Beyond this is an impassable barrier of ice which no man can cross. Admiral Byrd
attempted to find what lay bayond this obstacle but was forced to turn back on his last
expedition.

“I have written him a letter,”” the professor continued, “‘and asked him to find out
about the sun’s shadow, whether it is day all the time and if he could see the sun.

“The sun, which is 3000 miles from the earth and 30 miles in diameter, casts its
rays about 6,500 miles in each direction. For six months of the year it moves in a circle
around the temperate zone, making a complete revolution in 24 hours. The other six months
of the year the sun moves in the fourth circle. When the sun is near we have summer and
when it is farther away we have winter.

“Do we have darkness because the earth turns away from the sun? No/ it is because
the sun is too far away to reach us with its light.”

“What makes the sun move back and forth from zone to zone? Why, its is the sun
itself that does it. In the same way, it is not gravity that makes a ball fall to earth when
you throw it up.....It is the ball itself.”

CONSTANT DARKNESS

Prof. Abizaid fixes the sun's speed at 1042 miles per hour and that of the moon
at 1000 per hour. The moon and the stars also move above the surface of the earth, he
believes. The distance from the north pole to the outer rim of the earth is 15,000 miles,
he explained, which causes the farthest reaches of our earth to remain in constant darkness.

Prof. Abizaid rejects the globular conception of the earth’s shape illustrating his
point with an orange. In the same way water rolls of an orange. So it would roll off the
earth if it were round, he declared.

He feels that if people were taught his interpretation of solar motion they would soon
be convinced of its truth. His dial has been submitted to Harvard, Yzale and the Washington
observatories for testing.

It is the same if you go on land. For instance, suppose there is a long clear
road, with telegraph poles the same distance from each other. You look at the
one nearest to you and you will find it high, but the next one looks lower and the
next one still lower, and so they seem to be growing shorter and shorter until you
cannot see them at all. But it is not true that the poles are lower, as they look;
it is only the distance that makes them seem so, just like the masts of the ship on
the water. This may also apply to the sky, and the sun is the same way.

When the sun is rising and setting it looks as though it were very low. It
is not low, but high always, and it is the distance that makes it seem low. When
the sun is over our heads it looks very high because it is near us.

The sun being of a limited capacity, can throw its rays only on a certain
portion of the earth at one time.

On account of the moving of the sun from the South to the
North and return we get the four seasons. Namely Spring, Summer, Autumn and

The surface of the earth is divided into five zones. First: The North Center
which is dark for six months and is light for six months. Second: The North Tem-
perate Zone is the most desirable to live in. The most industrious and the most
powerful nations inhabit this zone. Third:  The Torrid Zone (Tropics) is hot daily
as the sun is over it always. The sun’s body does not move out of this zone to a
very great extent. Fourth: The South Temperate Zone has about the seme climate
as the North Temperate Zone. Fifth: The South Circle is dark and icy like the
North Center, but no one can ever cross this circle as it is the edge of the earth
and is dangerous to life. The South Circle is the largest of the five zones, also
the nights are longer when the sun is moving near the South Circle, but when the
sun moves near the North Center the night is about eight hours in the Nerth
Temperate Zone, and the North Center is light for six months. This is a proof
that the north is not like the south in shape, nor the south like the north.

If the earth were round, as some people imagine, the shape of the North Pole
and the South Pole would be exactly the same. Then the North Pole and also the
South Pole would have six months of darkness and six months of light. Also the
sun takes more time to move around from East to West near the South Circle. Take
a journey around the South Circle and another around the North Center and you
will find it a much shorter distance around the North Center, which proves that
the North and the South are not the same shape as people claim.

The meaning of A, B, C, D and E on the lines of the sunbeams in the illus-
tration of the position of the sun:--

The first line of the sunbeam, A, means when you first see the sun in the
morning. It seems to you the sun is rising from a low place. If you examine any
shadow, or your own shadow, you will see the shadow is long when the sun is coming
from a great distance; but when the sun comes near you, your shadow will be short.
Examine the sunbeams and your own shadow; you will soon know that the sun is
round, high and in motion, smaller than the earth and moving in a circle above it.

B means in the A. M., when the sun has come nearer to you, and is shining
more directly over you and you feel it warmer. Your shadow is shorter and is pass-
ing by you. You will see that this is correct if you will take time and watch it.
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The sun is always high and turning in a circle above the earth.

In winter the sun goes far from us, which makes the days short and cold,
but in summer when it comes back near us, it makes the days leng and warm.

You will know when the sun is near you and when it is far from you, from
its light; also you can tell which way it is turning in a circle above the earth from
its rising and trom its light, and also you know that by observation. If you examine
the sunlight you will find the sun is travelling in a circle.

Some pecple say that if they start from a certain place and go around the
earth, that they would pass under the earth and come back at the same place they
started from. They think that the earth is round like an orange; also that they have
passed under the earth.

Here is another preof to show that the water of the ocean is level:

Suppose five steamers are in a circle, each just within sight of the others,
with another steamer in the middle. If you are in the middle steamer looking out
at the others, they will look as if they were very low and in a hollow, while you seem
to be the highest. But if you were to leave your own steamer and go in turn to
all the others in the circle it would then look to you as if the steamer you were in
first was very low.

Whichever steamer you are on seems to you at the time to be the highest.
It is not true that one steamer is higher than the other, or that the water on the
ocean is round. It is level, and nearly always straight. It is the distance that
makes the other seem lower.

Here is still another proof: If these steamers are in a straight line, on the
ocean, as far apart as eye can reach, and you are in the middle one looking at the
others on either side -then they will look as if they were in a hollow, while you seem
to be the highest; but it is true that to the pecple on the other steamers it looks
as if your ship were low in the water and their own the highest.

Do you think there are hills and valleys in the ocean? No! No! This
cannot be true, because the water is liquid, and therefore must be level.

He told the people the earth was round, but did not know for sure; he
guessed at it. We do not have to believe such guess-work as long as we have eyes
to see and bodies to feel and brains to think, and we are able to know the truth.

They say the earth is round, both land and water, and that they are always
moving around the sun. But if you' ask them how the water keeps in its bed while
the earth is turning, they will tell you to take a pail of water and swing it fast and
see, for the water will not come out until the pail is slowed down.

Who has seen the earth turn around in the way that a person turns a pail?

No one. And as long as no one has ever seen or felt the earth turn, you need not
believe that it does so.

Who is turning the earth? Is it turning on its axis and what kind of an axis
is it?  No one knows. Is it iron, steel, wood or tin? You do not want to believe
such statements that the earth-is standing on an -axis, for no one has seen it. |t
is all quess-work and nothing seen by human beings. Some people say the world is
round and that God is turning the world, but very few believe it. |f they do they
should pay attention to His prophecies, and ought to believe what they say about
the movement of the sun and standing of the earth, and so forth.

If you wish to know what the earth stands on, | can say, that, and | believe
what | say, the earth rests on water just like a ship floats on the water. This is
a good proof without doubt. | know the earth is large, and being so tremendously
large, must necessarily be of tremendous weight. " As a heavy, dead body, it has no
power to move in the sky around the sun anywhere. Also it cannot lay or turn on
nothing as they think  Try something and let us see if you can make anything stand
or turn daily on nothing itself. | am sure you cannot do that. Also they have no
right proof to it as they believe. The swing of the pail is not a correct proof either,
because the man swings the pail. But the pail cannot swing itself because it has
no power. Also the earth cannot move on nothing because it has no power to move

Try and put some water on the outside of a pail, and | am sure you wilk see
the water on the ground before you begin to swing the pail. The water of the ocean
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You ought not to believe everything the professors and astronomers say,
because they do not know everything.

The man who said that the earth was proved round by the sight of a row of
ships upon the ocean made a mistake, and what he says is not true. Just because
he measured and looked at the subject in his own way, he has not proved it but
guessed at it. From his guess he thought the land and water are round, but the
water will not stay round, as he thinks.

They claim in the geographies that when the last ship is out of sight, it is
proof that the water is round, but it is a proof that the water is level. You will see
if you look and measure in a good many different ways, as is done in this book on
page No. 1.

If he was wise enugh he would measure the steamers from different points
and see that it always comes to the same thing, like the Fifteen Puzzle which will
count fifteen when added in any direction.

Also if you think more deeply and figure and measure correctly from all
sides, you will find the surface of the water level. You will also know that the earth
is flat and stationary, naturally, just gs you solve the “15 Puzzle pictured above.

I you take the five out of the centre you cannot add them fifteen every way;
try and see.

In this way, measuring the steamers from different places proves that the
earth is flat, and if you measure from many places you can prove nothing else.

It is the same way with steamers. If you don’t leave one in the centre you
will think the water of the ocean is round. But if you try this proof of the steamers
you will know the water of the ocean is level.

A person standing on the shore sees a steamer full size when it is near him,
but when it goes out farther it keeps growing smaller until it is out of sight. They
think this is good proof to show that the water of the ocean is round, but it is
not, because water is liquid and will not stay round. The distant view shows you
that. |t is the same as with a book; you cannot read it five yards away from your
face, but near your face you can read it plainly.

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CHAPTER |I.
THE WATER

Here is the first proof from the water.
You know that there is more water on the earth than dry land.

The water proves that the earth is fiat and stationary. Water is liquid. It
runs always down and seeks its own level, and never runs up unless by power. And
the water of the ocean is every way pretty nearly joined together on the earth, and
they call it liquid. It would not stay on a round earth. Take a glass of water and
pour it on a round ball and if the water stays on, then the earth must be round,
but if the water runs of then the earth must be flat.

Second proof: Take a pan and fill it with water and see if it is higher in the
center than on the sides. If it is true, then the water of the ocean might be round,
but if the water in the pan is flat and level then the water of the ocean must also
be flat and level.

The water of the ocean is level and can be nothing else, because it is liquid,
which proves that the land is flat and not round. The land is not exactly flat and
level, for there are mountains and valleys. But it makes no difference, for if ihe
mountains were in the valleys it would leave the land flat and level and higher than
the water. | have been thinking on the question for a long time.

At last | have found out for myself from the water and the sunbeams, the
sun’s rising, the sunlight, etc, that the earth cannot be round and in motion, as
books and teachers have taught. The teachers offer proofs to show that the
earth is round, but the proofs they offer-are all false. when the children go to school
the teacher tells them the world is round and, of course, they believel it, and they
do not ask how it is round. They are young and they know very little. When they
grew Lp they still believe the earth is round and in motion. and so in turn they
teach this te others, without knowing the truth.
