INTRODUCTION — 4sJall

From the earliest times and
through the successive stages of
its civilisation, Egypt is known
to have been famous for its
Iibmrios and for the pre sorvation
of
first flultcs of the human nund
This may possibly be explained
by the fact that the Egyptians
were perhaps the first to invent
an alphabot hesides being the
first to manufacture paper, and
were the pioneers of drawing,
painting and sculpture.

Under the Pharaohs, most of the
temples (1) possessed collections of
religious and scientific books (2).
The library attached to the celeb-
rated schools of Heliopolis, where
Moses (*) and Greek philosophers
are said to have made their stu-
dies (*), was pr obably the largest
and most important of these

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During the Greeco-Roman period
public libraries were among the
most important institutions of
the country. The Ptolemies col-
lected hundreds of thousands of
manuscripts on every art and
science in the Library of Alexan-
dria, famous throughout the
World. By the command of the
first Ptolemy, Manetho, an Egyp-
tian priest, wrote a history of
the Kgyptian dynasties which
had ruled the country from the
earliest times. Recent discove-
ries and scientific excavations
have confirmed the accuracy of
this history, unfortunately lost
and now known only through
quotations from it by subsequent
annalists.

Soon after Egvpt had embraced
Christianity, the Prelates of the
Uoptic Church and learned laymen
brought together some important
collections of MSS. which they
kept in monasteries, churches and
private houses. Many of these
MSS. have survived up to the
present in spite of the vicissitudes
of time. The remains of the li-
brary of a small monastery in the
Fayyiim givesus anidea of the care
our ancestors b stowed on books.
This library was discovered about
thirty years ago, and bought
by Mr. Pierpont Morgan for a
large sum. The Abbé Hyvernat
published a check list of its
contents in 1919 and a facsimile
of the MSS. in 1922. One set was
presented to the library of the
Egyptian Museum, a gift much
appreciated by scholars.

In the Islamic period, the
Caliphs and Sultans devoted no
less care and attention to libraries
than the Kings and Emperors who
were their predecessors in Egypt.
Contemporary historians and
especially al-Maqrizi  describe
in detail the Sultans’ great
collections of historical, scien-
tific, philosophical and religious
books (). Infairness to the Arab
conquerors, it must be stated that
the story related by their own wri-
ters of the burning of the Library
of Alexandria is happily revealed,
in the light of modern research,
to be without any real founda-
tion (*). On the contrary, the
Arabs preserved the best books,
and in the heyday of their empire
they translated them into Arabic
and thus greatly benefited by the
knowledge gained therefrom (3).
These Arabic translations found
their way to Europe and were in
their turn translated into several
European languages. The West
profited in its turn by these books
thus made accessible to European
and Amierican scholars.

In the course of the Middle
Ages, during the Wars of the Cru-
saders, and more especially after
the Turkish Conquest,  Hgypt
suffered many troubles, persecu-
tions, internal  disorders and
external attacks which retarded
her civilisation and almost extin-
guished the light of knowledge
with (llsxstlum results to the
libraries, both public and private.
Most of these libraries whether
attached to mosques, monasteries
and churches or kept in private
houses were either destroyed or
looted and dispersed. However, a
certain number of early MSS.
survived, and these together with
a few complete volumes on papy-
rus and parchment discovered in
recent years are carefully preserv-
ed in the libraries of Europe and
America, chiefly at the Vatican,
the Bibliothéque Nationale in
Paris, the British Museum, the
J\onromhv Bibliothek in Berlin,
and the library of Pierpont
Morgan in New York. Many of
these MSS. have been pubhshed
and translated into Latin, English,
French and German with impor-
tant notes. Catalogues of these
Manuscripts have been published
in different languages.

When the Muhammad ‘Al Ro-
yal Dynasty came to power at
the beginning of the nineteenth
century, its great founder and his
successors’ first care was to rege-
nerate the country, establish
order and security, 1mprove
agriculture, facilitate communi-
cations, extend its boundaries
and safeguard them against
foreign attack. They next began
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to found workshops, schools,
public libraries, museums, etc.
As a result of these Wldvsplm(!
reforms, the population began to
increase steadily in number and
In prosperity.

To the Khedive Isma‘il belongs
the credit of having been the first
Egyptian ruler to interest himself
directly in the preservation of
ancient monuments. With the
assistance of Mariette Pasha he
created the Antiquities Depart-
ment and founded the Bilaqg
Museum, now at Qasr an-Nil.
He also established, with the. assis-
tance of Spitta Bey and other
German scholars, the Khedivial
Library to which was sent by his
order that wonderful collection of
Manuscripts of tle Quran, the
finest of its kind in the world,
from the mosques where their very
existence was endangered by theft,
fire or destruction.

In the reign of the Khedive
Tatfiq the Comaité de Conservalion
des Monwments de U Art Arabe et
Copte was formed and the Muslim
Art Museum was founded ; and in
the reign of the Khedive “Abbas IT
the Egyptian Museum at Qasr
an-Nil was erected, and the collec-
tions of Antiquities considerably
developed.

The late King Faad I gave very

valuable gifts to the Iumptlan
Arab \1t and Graeco-Roman
Museums 1n (fairo and Alexandria.
By hisorder the Coptic Museum was
recognised as a State Institution.
During his reign some small
museums and public libraries
were also started in some of the
provinces.
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King Faad also founded a lib-
rary at the “Abdin Palace, which
contains a collection of valuable
books both new and old. The
most important of all its sections
is the one which includes a large
number of works on the history Of
modern Egypt frem the time of
Mihammad ‘Ali to the present
day. Thislibrary contairs also a
large number of historical docu-
ments and the books written by
some contemporary scholars at
his request and published at his
own expense.

Further, he founded the Egyp-
tian University and endowed its
library with about 200,000 volu-
mes, besides a certain number of
maps, medals and coins.

King Faad visited the Coptic
\Iusoum in 1920, and, on this
occasion, gave 4 mun.iﬁcent
donation in support of its funds.
In commemoration of this
auspicious visit and in com-
pliance with his orders a library
was attached to the Museum,
which now contains about four
thousand volumes, including
a large number of valuable
Coptic MSS. on papyrus and
parchment, besides the ostraca.
This library is now growing
rapidly, and we are trymg to
add to it the books that appear in
all languages on the religion,
language, literature, history and
art of the Copts.

Some members of the Royal
Family have followed the
example of His late Majesty,
notably Prince ‘Umar Tustn
and Prince Yisuf Kamal. Prince
“Umar made a gift of a collection
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of valuable antiquities to the
Greeco-Roman Museum at Alexan-
dria. Prince Yasuf Kamil and
Prince Kamal ad-Din Husain
did the same for the Arab Art
Museum in Cairo. Prince Yisuf
Kamal is the author of an impor-
tant work on the geography of
Africa from the earliest times (1).
Of this work 13 large folio volumes
have already appeared including
many maps. Prince ‘Umar Tusan
has published several works on the
history, geography and finances
of Egypt, as well as an Atlas of
the Delta in the XIVth century.

His Royal Highness Prince Mu-
hammad ‘Ali presented a valuable
collection of arms to the Arab
Art Museum and published some
interesting books on his travels
in different parts of th world.

After the death of Prince
Ibrahim Hilmi and Prince Kamal
ad-Din Husain, their libraries were
bequeathed by will to the Egyptian
University. The antiquities be-
longing to the latter were given
to the Arab Art Museum, and
form a most important part of the
collections of this institution.

H.M. King Fartig I has inhe-
rited his illustrious father’s love
for art and historical monuments.
He began his public life by
visiting the museums of Egypt,
including the Coptic Museum
which H.M. honoured by a visit
on June 10, 1935, accompanied by

Coptic Libraries

Coptic libraries are of two kinds:
libraries belonging to notables and
those belonging to monasteries and
churches.

1.—NoTABLES' LIBRARIES

Coptic notables and learned
Jlaymen vied with each other In
acquiring fine MSS.  Their homes
contained collections of fine MISS.
besides those which they pre-
cented to churches. They em-
ployed the most skilful copyists
and calligraphists in the produc-
tion of books and in their em-
bellishment with miniatures and
claborate illuminaticns in gcld
and rich colours. :

Unfortunately, only a few rem-
nants of these private collections
arc to be found in the libraries
of the Patriarchate, the Coptic
Museum, and in private hands.
For instance, the following may
be mentioned :—

Anthony, frcm a MS. of al-As‘ad
A b1 1%.1«- Hibatallah ibn Abi
'I-Fadl ibn Abi Ishaq Ibrahim
ibn Ab1 ’s-Sahl Girgis ibn Abi
'l-Bishr Yidhanna the Egyptian
writer, known asibn al-‘Assal, who
added thereto an appendix con-
taining a detailed history of the
Arabic version of the four Gospels.
The copyist stated that 1bn
al-*Assal llated the MS. in
question with the Coptic, Greek
and Syriac versions.

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and Syria. It was copied from
a MS. in the hand writing of ash-
Shaikh ibn al-‘Assal who had
verified it with the Coptic, Greek
and Syriac versions.”

2.—TaE LIBRARIES OF THE
MoNASTERIES

On visiting the monasteries of
the Wadi'n-Natrin for the first
time in 1912 with H.R.H. the late
Johann Georg (1), Crown Prince of
Saxony, I was appalled to find
manuscripts scattered about the
cells and the churches, thrown on
the ground and covered with dust,
and exposed to theft and destruc-
tion. Some of the manuscripts
were kept in boxes in the towers.
The libraries of the churches were
not in a better condition. I tried
to remedy this state of things and
safeguard the little that remained
of these libraries.

I lost no time in bringing the
matter to the notice of the late
Patriarch Cyril V and his successor
John (Yw’annis) XIX the present
Patriarch who graciously allowed
me to arrange and catalogue the
libraries of the Monasteries, the
Patriarchate and the Churches.

Loose MSS. were bound and the
collections placed in book-cases
with glass shutters and kept in a
special room in each monastery in

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charge of one of the most intelligent
of the monks, and a rule was laid
down that the books could be
studied or consulted only in the
library, and under no circum-
stances were they to be taken
out.

The aim of the present summary
catalogue is to list all the MSS.
of the Coptic Museum, the Coptic
Patriarchate and the principal
churches and monasteries in order
to eliminate the danger of their dis-
appearance or destruction and to
render them accessible to scholars.
By means of the publication of
these lists, 1t will also be possible
for every church or monastery to
complete its collection by copying
such books as may be lacking in
their library from those which are
known to exist in other libraries.

The cataloguing of the MSS. of
the monasteries of the Wadi'n-Nat-
riin was completed in March 1929,
that of the libraries of St. Anthony
and St. Paul in September 1929,
and that of the library of l)au
al-Muharraq in 1934.

Jesides arranging the libraries
of these monasteries, the few that
survived from among thousands
that were destroyed (*), we have,

Evelyn
White says “So far as can be
ascertained, the dispersal of the
libraties logmf in the seventeenth
century.”

On Gilles de Leches’ (1) return
from Egypt he told Peirese, a rich
collector in Paris, of the existence
of rare books in some of the
convents and monasteries, adding

that he saw a library containing

8,000 volumes, many of which
bore the marks of the Antonian
Age. Urged, probably, to follow
up the clue furnished by de
Loches, another Capucin, Aga-
thange de Venddme wrote to
Peiresc from Cairo in 1634 to
1eport that he was on the point
of securing a MS. of the Psalms
written in six languages : Coptic,
Arabic, Greek, Armenian, Abys-
sinian and Syriac, at the monas-
tery of Saint Macarius. This
Monastery was frequently visited
by French scholars in 1640 and
1644. Collectors like Colbert and
Coiglin took away Syriac MSS.
from the neighbouring Dair as-
Surian, and may have also
secured Coptic MSS. from Dair
Abt Makar.

Robert Huntington, chaplam
to the Levant Company, visited
the Monastery of Saint Macarius
in 1682-3, and left the following
notice of what he saw there :
“TIn the Library of thisMonastery,
many manuscript codices are pre-
served, such as a large volume of
Saint John Chrysostom in Coptic
on parchment (now Vatican No.
57), a colossal (elephantinus) tome
on Saint Matthew by the same in
Arabic (sic), lections of the Church
for the whole year in four volumes
in Coptic ete.”

Elias Assemani in 1707 secured
a splendid series of Syriac MSS.
The achievement of J. S. Asse-
mani is summed up in a single
sentence : * From these monks
(of Saint Macarius) we acquired
manuscriptsof the highest quality
(optimae motae) written in the
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Coptic tongue.” Andréossy (1799)
1;001{ away some of those which

appoared to be about 600 years
old.”

Among those who visited the
T‘\Iona&‘roz) of Saint Macarius was
Henry Tattam. He also was per-
mitted to take away about a
hundred fragments and loose
leaves which are now in the
Rylands Library at Manchester,
published by Dr. Crum, 1909.

In 1844 Tischendorf vigited Dair
Abi Maqar. He says: “ For my
own part, I made a most luck‘;
discovery of a multitude of Coptic
parchment sheets of the sixth and
seventh (sic) centuries — which
were given me without hesitation .”
These are now in the Librarics
of Cambridge in England and
Leipzig in Germany.

Evelyn White visited the Monas-
tery of St. Macarius in 1920, and
found a number of fragments
parchment and loose 5heets all
of which have been published
and they are now in the Coptic
Museum (1).

THE L1BRARIES OF THE MONASTE-
RIES OF ANBA ANTONY (ANTON-
10s) AND ANBA Paur (BOLA).
Onmany occasions the Bedwins

attacked these monasteries, killed

most of the monks, and then
burnt the books in their libraries.

Of the valuable MSS. a compa-

ratively small number concealed
in secret hiding places escaped
destruction.

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The two monasteries remained
in a ruinous condition for eighty
years till Gabriel the 95th Pat-
riarch (1518-1561) who was a
contemporary of Qansih al-Ghiic
and Timanbai at the time of
the Turkish Conquest of Hgypt
restored them and sent thereto
monks from various monasteries,

as mentioned in the colophons of

various MSS. in the libraries of
these two monasteries.

In fact, when we visited Dair
Anba Antiinits in 1929 we found
the frescoes of the niche of the
central haikal covered with soot
from the fire which the Arabs
had lighted to cook their food
during their occupation of the
monastery.

We are glad to say that in 1930
Mr. Whittemore the American
archeologist who is now cleaning
the mosaics of the Church o{
Agia Sophia at Istanbil by order
nif the late Ata Tark (Mustata

Kamal), President of the Turkish

epublic, cleaned that niche and
the mosaics that adorned it and
restored them to view in 1930.

Tae LIBRARY OF THE
PATRIARCHATE

Cyril V, who ascended the
patriarchal throne in A.D. 1875,
founded a small library at the
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Coptic Patriarchate and took great
painsto collect a large number of
ancient MSS. which had passed
into private hands and were in
danger of being lost. He also
helped in the foundation of the
Coptic Museum and gladly wel-
ccmed King Fiad’sidea of adding
thereto a library to contain all
the books dealing with the Coptic
language and literature, Coptic
monuments, etec.

By his order, ancient and
valuable MSS. were moved from
the Churches of al-Mu‘allagah,
Abi’s-Saifain, and that of the
Harat Zuwaileh to find a safe and
permanent home in the new

library.

His successor Anba John
(Y@’annis), the present Patriarch,
following his example takes a
great interest in this library.

THE L1BRARY OF THE MONASTERY
oF MoUNT SINAI

Owing to its naturally fortified
position, and thanks to the wise
policy of its monks who offer
hospitality to their Bedwin neigh-
bours for whom they built a
mosque within their walls, the
Monastery of St. Catherine has
not suffered any damages.

When we visited this monastery
we found in its library an
important collection of Greek and
Syriac MSS. and about 600 vo-
lumes of Arabic MSS. of which a
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large number on parchment were
in Cufic. The oldest of these 20
back to the second and third
centuries of the Higrah which
corresponds to the eighth and
ninth centuries of the Christian
Era, whilst the oldest Christian
Arabic MSS. known (belonging to
the British Museum) are a cen-
tury later. In E gypt Coptic and
Greek was used in the churches
and monasteries up to the XTIth
century, and only in the XIIIth
century did Arabic begin to be
used for religious and liturgical
books.

The oldest Christian Arabic MSS.
which we have found up to the
present in KEgypt are dated in
the XIIIth omlu} W 11] the e:
ception of a single MS. in the \!0—
nastery of Dai ns—burl:n‘._, The
Consecration oi a New Church’
dated A.M. 897 (A.D. 1180-1181).
This MS. is in Coptic, but the
colophons and rubrics are in both
Coptic and Arabic. We were,
therefore, much surprised when we
found at \immt Sinai Christian
Arabic MSS. of the VI1Ith century.

On further investigation we
found that these Arabic MSS.
that are much earlier than the
XIITth century had been written
in Syria ard not in Egypt. We
call the attention of scholars in
Europe and America to these
important Arabic MSS., for they
have so far confined themselves
to the study of the Greek MSS.
in the Library of the Monastery
of Mount Sinai.
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Codex Sinaiticus.

On visiting this library in 1844,
Dr. Tischendorf saw a bagket full of
old parchment fragmentsintended,
so the librarian told him, to 11wht
the fire, adding that the conten’h
of two more baskets had already
been burnt. He was greatly sur-
prised to find in this basket a
number of sheets of a copy of the
0ld Testament in Greek, apparent-
ly the most ancient manuscript of
the Septuagint that he had ever
seen. The authorities of the
Convent allowed him to take away
forty-three sheets, but refused to
give him the rest. Before leaving
he copied out the books of Isaiah
and Jeremiah of which he publish-
ed a lithographic edition, advising
the monks to take good care of this
manuscript. In 1853 he returned
with a commissicn frem the Rus-
sian Emperor. He was graciously
received by the monks, but they
hid the manuscript. When about
to leave, the steward of the
Convent took him to his cell
and gave him not only those
fragments that he had seen fifteen
years before, but also some cther
parts of the Old Testament.

Finally, through the influence of
the Czar and of the Greek patriarch
and of some of the bishops, he
succeeded in obtaining the whole
manuscript in September 1853,
and published it in 1862. This
manuscript was then deposited m
the Library of Leningrad and
recently sold to the British
Museum for £ 100,000. Other

of the monasteries, that might
facilitate the researches of Coptic
scholars, but we were sadly disap-
pointed.

At present, the history of the
Egyptian Church is bssed on two
works :

The Hustory of the Patriarchs of

Alexardria by Severus ibn al-Mu-
qaffa® who was a contemporary
of the Patriarch Anba Abra-
ham and the Caliph al-Mu az-
lidin Allah about 4.D. 970 (2), and

The Chronicle of the Patriarchs of

Alexandria by Ysab, Bishop of
Fiiah who lived in the XITIth cen-
tury (unpublished) (3). We have

No Arabic or Coptic version of
John of Nikious’s account of the
Arab Conquest in the VIIth cen-
tury could be found. At present
(\nly an BEthiopic version of this
book exists (1).

Unfortunately, no books dealing
with theological matters in the
Coptic language were found, al-
though 1n the past, these libraries
no doubt possessed copies of the
best authorities on the subject.

As already mentioned, Severus
Tbn al-Muqaffa‘,Bishop of al-Ash-
miinain, relates that he gathered
his materials from the libraries
of Saint Macarius, Nahya (?) and
other monasteries, and from frag-
ments he found in the possession
of learned laymen. He translated
the Coptic and Greek into Arabic,
with the help of Christians
acquainted with Arabie.

Maﬁhﬁb ibn Mansiir ibn Mu-
farag of Alex candria, who con-
tinued the history of Severus, was
also indebted to the library of the
Monastery of St. Macarius, for he
found there the lives of the

Coptic is the direct descendant
of the ancient language of
Egypt (') as it was spoken two
thousand years ago. After a
Greek domination of over three
hundred years, the Egyptian
language was enriched by the
adoption of a very large number
of Greek terms. When the Egyp-
tians embraced Christianity, they
took over the Greek alphabet in
place of the older hieroglyphic,
hieratic and demotic script, owing
to their intimate connection with
heathenism and, especially, be-
cause of the extreme complication
of the demotic script. To the
Greek alphabet they added seven
demotic signs (w, ¢y, &, 9, =, 5, %)
representing sounds that are not
found in Greek (2).

The Egyptians used the Coptic
Language in their conversation
and in their daily transactions at
the time when they adopted Chris-
tianity. Many of them especially

Greek language as well. The New
Testament and most of the im-
portant theological and historical
books were written in Greek, and
they reached Egypt with the
advent of Christianity.

The Old Testament had pre-
viously been translated, and the
Greek Septuagint version is so-
called from the fact that according
to a tradition seventy-two Jewish
elders, by the command of Pto-
lemy Philadelphos, translated it
from Hebrew at Alexandria in 282
or 283 B.C.

When Christianity spread into
the interior cf the country where
the Greek language was not undex-
stood by the majority of Egyp-
tians, the Scriptures and other
1011310[1» books had to be trans-
lated into the different Coptic
dialects of the DO\ })thm ]dun[mm
for the use of the m}mbl’rantq of tho

various provinces. The libraries
of the monasteries and churches
contained complete collections of
these books.

According to the tradition of
the Coptic Church,the translation
of the whole Bible was made in the
Catechetical School at Alexandria,
under the supervision of (;Imnent
and Pantaenus, the heads of that
school, in the latter part of the
2nd century.

This statement is confirmed by
the fact that St. Anthony (born
A.D. 250), when eighteen years old,
heard the reader in the church
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— X XXII

say “ If thou wouldst be perfect,
00, sell what thou hast, and give
to the poor, and thou shalt have
treasure in heaven”  (Matt.
XIX. 21). On the next day he
heard “ Be not therefore anxious
for the morrow” (Matt. VI. 34).
Acting on this injunction he sold
his property and gave the pro-
duct of thesale to the poor, then
he retired to the desert and found-
ed the first monastery. It 1s
well known that St. Anthony was

into the Nubian Language written
in Coptic characters. Archeolo-
gists have discovered a few of
these books which are to be found
in the British Museum and in
other Museums of Europe (see
plate XLVIII).

There were four principal
dialects in Coptic just as there are
now different dialects in col-
loquial Arabic. For example, at
the present day the dialect of the
population of U Jpper Egypt differs
from that of Lower Egypt. Our
forefathers took good care to
translate the Scriptures and the
religious works into the different
dialects so that the population of
every district might use them.

1sT DiALEcT : BoHAIRIC

Bohairic, as the name indicates;
was 'the language 0.' ﬂu inhabi-
tants of the Delta; began to be
used more L.\hlm.\el_\ after the
Council of Chalcedon, when the
Christians of Xgypt separated
themselves from Constantinople.

This dialect continued in use till
the XIIIth cent. When Arabic
began gradually to replace it, the
Copts for a time wrote Arabic in
Coptic letters. There 1s in the
Coptic Museum a MS. containing
thirty-nine leaves of a book calle d
The Sayings of the Fathers (Apoph-
thegmata) in the Arabic language,
but written in Coptic characters.
This MS. was discovered at the
Monastery of St. Macarius by the
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late Evelyn White in 1920, and
published by Dr. George Sobhy
Bey (Appendix I to New Texts
from the Monastery of Saint Ma-
carwus, part I, p. 231).

Al-Maqrizi states that at his
time the women of Upper Egypt
and their children spoke Coptic
and also knew Greek (sic!). In
fact, Coptic remained in use in cer-
tain remote parts of Upper Egypt
until the XVIIth century. Mas-
pero, the late Director General of
the Antiquities Department, said
in a lecture he delivered at the
Ramsgis Cairo Club, in November
1908 : “ On montrait & un voyageur
du temps de Louis XIV le dernier
prétre qui sut encore s’exprimer
en Copte et la vieille femme qui
disputait avec lui ce triste privi-
lége. Le Copte ne fut plus dés
lors qu'une langue liturgique.”

Although Bohairic is not rich
in documents, it has been the
official language of the Church of
Hgypt since the XIth century.
It is the only dialect now used
in the Liturgy side by side with
Greek and Arabic. The Egyptian
Church hymns are written in
Bohairic (a few are in Greek)
with one exception namely, the
well-known hymn 7en enceen
ovcian (=t dvoley fusiav) jpn ho-
nour of the Three Holy Children
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
nego.(*) The first two stanzas of
this hymn are in Greek and the
third and fourth in Sahidic. The

Al-Tbsalmiadyat

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stanzas in Sahidic are now neglect-
ed in the churches of Cairo and
used only in certain churches of
Upper Egypt. The last verse
“erowe evctaror & Pt ficrow
wiben ” isin Bohairic. This dialect
is used in liturgical and hagiogra-
phical books most of which have
been published. Mr. Evelyn White
found some parchment MSS. deal-
ing with the history of the saints,
and published them in T'he Monas-
teries of the Wadv'n- N atriin, part 1.

Unfortunately, the remaining
books of the Bible in Bohairic, with
the exception of some lessons for
the Services in Lent and Holy
Week, have been lost. Dr. Bur-
mester has published “ The Bohai-
ric Pericopae of Wisdom and
Sirach ” which are found in the
lectionary of Holy Week (1). The
late Claudius Labib -published in
his Psalter some lessons from the
Book of Kings.

It is hoped that when Coptic
sites have been thoroughly exca-
vated, the lost books or important
parts of them may be discovered.

28D DIALECT : SAHIDIC
The second dialect Sahidic was
used over a vast area in Upper
Egypt. Various scholars have
published what has been found in
this dialect. These include Sir
Wallis Budge, Horner, Crum,
Champollion who deciphered the
Hieroglyphics with the help of
Coptic, Maspero, Amélinaeu, Re-
villout, Sir Herbert Thompson,
Bouriant, the members of the
Institut Francais d’Archéologie
Oriental du Caire, Bishai, claudius
Labib, Dr. Sobhy, W. Spiegel-
berg, G Steindorft, L. Stern, Carl
Schmidt, A. Erman, W. Till, W.
Worrell, Guidi, Mallon and others.

3rD DiarLecr: FAavyumic

The third dialect, Fayyumiec, is
that of the Fayyim and its neigh-
bourhood. M. E.Chassinat of the
Institut Francais d’Archéologie
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Orientale du Caire has published
some fragments in this dialect.

41H DIALECT: ARHMIMIC

The fourth dialect, Akhmimie,
was used at Akhmim and in
the surrounding neighbourhood.

Various parts of the Bible and
some patristic, apocryphal and
gnostic works have survived in it.

In 1925, Sir Herbert Thompson
published the Gospel according to
St. John, from a fourth century
MS. in the so-called sub-Akhmimic
dialect, now in the Library of the
British and Foreign Bible Society,
London.

Most of the above-mentioned
MSS. go back to the XIV century
with the exception of a few
fragments. We believe that owing
to the burmng of churches dnd
mosques in the year A.H. 720 =
A.D. 1320 on the one hand, and
the conversion to Islim of the
majority of the Copts under Mu-
hammad an-Nasir ibn Qalawiin as
related by al-Makrizi and other
historians on the other hand, all
the books were lost with the ex-
ception of the few that were saved
from total destruction, and of
which new copies were reproduced
at later dates (1).

Apocryphal Books, etc.

Most of the Arabic MSS. of
the Old Testament that are found
in the libraries of the Patriarchate,

(') M. Gaston Wiet in his article on
the Copts in the Hncyclopédie de UIslam
says: “ that about 929 of the Muslim
population of Egypt are of Coptic origin,”
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the monasteries and the Coptic
Museum were translated from the
Septuagint. This version con-
tains the so-called Apocryphal
Books which are read in the
Church Services, and which are
considered canonical by the Coptic
Church as well as by the Latin
and Greek Churches. Many les-
sons drawn from these Books are
recited during Lent and Holy
Week. These books are: Tobit,
Judith, Wisdom, Sirach, Baruch,
Maccabees, and the additions to
Daniel and Esther.

The other Apocryphal books
of the New Testament not
ILCBHB(I by the Coptic Church
are : The Go%ptl of the twelve
:‘\])oqtl(.s, the Acts of St. Paul,
the Revelation of St. Paul, the
Acts of Pilate, the Revelation
of St. Bartholomew. Most of these
hooks have been found in Coptic
and have been edited. No copies
of them exist in the Libraries of
the Coptic Patriarchate or in the
monasteries.

The Pistis Sophia “ micTic
copia ” contains the doctrines of
the Gnosties, a sect that flourished
in the beginning of the Christian
era, who maintained that know-
ledge and not faith was the way
to salvation and explained away
by means of allegory the central
facts of Christ’s Person and work,
and represented individual life as
the result of a process of emana-
tion from an Original Essence.
This Book was edited in Coptic
by Amélineau in 1895 and by
Dr. Schmidt in 1925. A new
and emended translation was
published by G. Horner in 1924.
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A remarkable papyrus find was
made in 1930 of a Manichaan
Library in Egypt. (1) These pa-
pyri are in the Akhmimic dialect
and contain the heretical doctri-
nes of Mani. The text and trans-
lation of the ‘“Homilies” and
the ¢ Kephalaia ” edited by H. J.
Polotsky in collaboration with C.
Schmidt appeared in 1934-35 (%),
and a further volume containing
the “Hymns” and edited by
C. R. C. Allberry, Research Fellow
of Christ’s College, Cambridge,
appeared this year. (%)

M aterials used in producing Books.

As the earliest MSS. were writ-
ten on papyrus, a most delicate
and fragile fabric, relatively few
of them have survived. After
papyrus, parchment and vellum
were used till about the XIIth cen-
tury. The number of complete
MSS. on parchment that have
come down to us is not great.
There are a few volumes and a
large quantity of fragments in the
libraries of Europe, such as the
Bibliothéque Nationale de Paris,
the Vatican, the British Museum,

After the XIIth century, linen
and cotton paper came into
general use.

A MS. is composed of quires,
each of which consists of five
sheets, 1.e. ten leaves or twenty
pages, and is numbered on its
first and last pages. Each page
has a small central ornament in
the upper margin and a cross
or a quatrefoil of interlaced lines
alternating with the abbreviat-
ed words ic, ¢, vc, oc. BHach
folio of a Coptic MS. is numbered
in Coptic letters and Copto-Arabic
or Arabic numerals. Reed pens
were used for writing, as at the
present day. The text was written
in black ink made from gallnuts
and vitriol. Much attention was
paid to embellishment and deco-
ration.

Hlyuminations.

In the earlier centuries the deco-
rations were simple, and only
rubrics were written in red and
yellow with graceful patterns of
interlaced lines framing the title
pages. Asarule, at the beginning
of a new lesson there were orna-
mental capital letters and figures
of animals, birds, etc.

After the XIIth century the
scribes began toilluminate the title

(1) TIn Abyssinia Mss. are still written on
parchment.
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pages with large crosses and other
decorationsin colour or gold. The
MSS. also contained miniatures
of the apostles, saints, and scenes
from the life of Christ, etc. The
embellishment of MSS. was general
up to the XVIITth century. At
the beginning of the XIXth cen-
tury this art began to decline. In
every monastery there were some
skilful monks who excelled in
drawing and calligraphy, and who
devoted themselves to copying
MSS. and ornamenting them with
designs in gold and different
colours. Among the best copyists
of our own time, we may mention
the late Patriarch Cyril V, and An-
ha Athanasius and Anba Butrus,
Archbishops of Bani Siif and Akh-
mim, and the priests Yihanna,
late Abbot of the Monastery of
al-Baramiis, and ‘Abd-al-Masth al-
Mag‘idi, of the same monastery.

MSS. were in general use in
the Churches up to the middle
of the X1Xth century.

The Patriarch Cyril IV import-
ed a printing machine with which
Rizq Girgis Luria Bey printed
most of the liturgical books in Ara-
bic about A.M. 1588 (A.D. 1871).
After Liiria, Claudius Bey Labib
printed the same liturgical books
in Coptic at the expense of Cyril
the late Patriarch. Printed litur-
gical books have replaced MSS.
in the churches all over Egypt,
except for the very few which
have not yet been published.
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The leaves were carefully ruled
with a dry point to guide the hand
of the scribe, and for this purpose
the sheet to be used was placed
upon a piece of a pasteboard with
lengths of string stretched across
it and glued to it. By slightly
pressing the sheet over each
string, the line was marked.

The majority of Coptic MSS.
are bound in red or brownish
goat-skin, with arabesques and
embossments on the covers.
Sometimes very fine grades of lea-
ther were used for bool -binding.
Goat-skin was also used for this
purpose. The cover sometimes
had a little flap for protecting
the front pages of the book ; often
the book could be kept closed by
leather thongs in place of clasps.
The leather cover of the celebrat-
ed IVth century Coptic Psalter in
the British Museum is embossed
with fine figures of animals.

It was mentioned 1n the bio-
graphy of Anba Shantideh, the
55th patriarch (850-861), who was
a contemporary of the Caliph al-
Mutawakil, that he took great
interest in reproducing copies of
books and bhad them bound in
gold and silver. Hisdelight, when
a book was completely copied,
was as great asifhe had built a
church.

The copyist began his work in
the name of God, asking Him
for assistance to complete it.
At the end of the MS. a prayer
1s written asking for God’s mercy
and for the forgiveness of his (the
copyist’s) sins and for a blessing
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on the name of the benefactor who
had paid for the production of
the volume. The date according
to the Era of the Martyrs is
given together with the corres-
ponding Muslim date. A curse
is often pronounced against
anyone who shall venture to steal,
injure or remove the volume from
1ts place (*).

The following is a specimen of
a Colophon written at the end
of a MS. containing the Difnar
(Antiphonarium) in Coptic and
Arabic for the months of Hatur
and Kyahk, No.357 Lit. of the
Coptic Museum.

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The Method of Classification.

The MSS. dealt with in the
present catalogue have been clas-
sified under the following principal
headings :—

(1) Biblica, containing the Old
and New Testaments.

(2) Theologica, containing com-
mentaries on parts of the Bible,
sermons and canons.

(8) Historica, containing hagio-
graphies, histories, homilies, etc.

(4) Laturgica, Church Service
hooks m(hulm«r homilies and ser-
mons 1in use 1n the Coptlc Chureh.

(5) Varia, containing Coptic
grammars which are few, and
(LH Manuscripts not included un-
der the four headings mentioned
abhove.

Description of the Manuscropts.

Owing to pressure of work and
to the limited funds at our dis-
pnmd we have been unable to
oive more than a brief description
of the Manuscripts.

In describing their contents
we have specified the language,
number of folios, dimensions,
covers, binding, date, dedications
and colophons. We have not in-
dicated the kind of paper when it
is linen, which is the most com-
monly used, but papyrus and
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parchment are mentioned when
they occur. Miniatures, deco-
rations and ornamentations are
also described.

In the Coptic Church the Arabic
version of the New Testament,
especially the four gospels is due
to ibn al-‘Assal.

The ten canons are a concor-
dance of the four Gospels compiled
by Ammonius, the Kgyptian
deacon, with the assistance of
Eusebius of Caesarea.

We ought, perhaps, to add that
the New Testament 1s divided
into chapters according to the
gystem of Ammonius. The Rev.
. Horner followed this division,
which differs from the common
one used in the Bohairic and
Sahidic Coptic New Testament
translated into English with notes
(Clarendon Press, 1898). This
order is still in use in the Coptic
Church up to present.

As homilies, theological and
liturgical texts are common In
the Coptic Chuich, we have
confined ourselves to mention
them by their titles only.

This Catalogue does not include
the early MSS. discovered and
edited by Evelyn White in his
book ¢ The Monastries of the
Wadi'n-Natriin.”

Other fragmentary MSS. on
parchment, papyrus and paper,
discovered at the White Monastery
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and elsewhere, and mostly iden-
tified and translated by the
late Rev. Horner and Dr. Crum,
will appear in a separate volume.

It may be here remarked
that till the beginning of the
XVIth century the language is
grammatically correct, and the
writing both Coptic and Arabic is
generally good, the 1lluminations
and illustrations are well designed
and the colours rich, especially in
the XIIIth and XIVth centuries.
A steady decline began in the
XVIIIth century and culminated
in the XVIIIth and XIXth centu-
ries, when the language, especially
the Arabic, was written ungram-
matically and with numerous
orthographical mistakes, and the
illuminations were badly designed
and the colour used was very poor.

Dr. George Graf has edited
a scientific catalogue of the
Christian Arabic MSS. in the
Coptic Museum and of most of
the Arabic MSS. in the Coptic
Patriarchate.

We hope to be able to publish
a more elaborate catalogue before
very long.

In conclusion we wish to express
our deepest gratitude to His Holi-
ness Anba Y@’annis, the Coptic
Patriarch, for the facilities kindly
granted us, without which we
could not have undertaken this
work. We also thank Professor
‘Aziz Siryal ‘Atiyah for having
kindly revised the Introduction
and Mr. Yasuf Simaika for his
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unstinted help and assistance,
and above all the Rev. Father
J. Myser and Dr. Burmester who
in spite of pressure of work
kindly accepted to go through
the proof sheets and to make all
necessary corrections.

Vol. III containing the MSS. of
the Coptic Monasteries and the
Arabic MSS. in the Library of
the Monastery of Mount Sinal
which belongs to the Greek Ortho-
dox Church.

We are indebted to the Rev.
Father J. Simon J.S. for the
following note on “The Decline
of the Copti(z Language in the
Nile Valley ” (being the summary
of a ])clpm read at a meeting of
the Society of Coptic A\Ldmvolon\*
in Cairo, on February 27, 1939) :—

“The Coptic and Arabic docu-
ments which are known at present
do not provide us with sufficient
material to determine accurately
the various phases of the decline
of the ancient national language
of Egypt, from the century of the
Arab conquest down to modern
times. It is only possible to give
a general outline in which there
must be of necessity many con-
jectures.
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At the time when the Arabs
supplanted the Byzantines as
rulers of Egypt (a.D. 640), Coptic,
which had held its own against
Greek, was the language spoken by
the mass of the popuhltl(m of the
country. Sa‘idic was the main
dialect. Fayyimic was still in
use. As regards the Akhmimic
and sub-Akhmimic dialects, we
have no evidence that they still
survived, and as to B ()hrl“]( our
earliest MSS. in this dialect do
not go back to this period.

The spread of the Arabic lan-
guage in Egypt was at first slow,
but du ing T} VILIth century the
decline of Copticis already notice-
able, and in the IXth century
Arabic began to gain ground
rapidly. A particularly interest-
ing document, the * Apocalypse”
falsely attributed to Anba Samuel
of Kalamon, contains a long and
touching plea in favour of Coptic.
This writing informs us that, at
the time when it was composed,
probably in the Xth century, the
ancient tongue had al wad\' been
Arabie, even 1n

supplanted by
regions of Upper

most of the
Egypt.

After the beginning of the
XIth century, we do not have
any more documents written 1in
the Fayyiimic dialect. Bohairic
begins to replace Sa‘ldic as a
umruuai]cmuumrv Thdnhnoudl
MSS. in (optlc and Arabic in use
in the churches are evidence for

the uninterrupted progress of

Arabic at this period.
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This progress was such, that,
by the XIIIth century, the lite-
rary activity of the C()pfs was
almost entir (ﬂy carried on through
the medium of Arabic.

The last writings in Sa‘idic
of which we have knowledge,
date from the beginning of the
XIVth century. This dialect,
however, still continued to be
spoken for a fairly long time in
isolated villages in Upper Egypt.

From the end of XVIIth centu-
ry, Coptic has been considered as
practically a dead language, even
by the Copts themselves. Some
exccp’rmnal cases have been point-
ed out, but they call for critical
examination.

The Bohairic dialect alone sur-
vived in the Liturgy of the Coptic
Church. At the present time, the
study of Coptic and its ancient
literature is onceagaln In vogue
in HEgypt (1).”
