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Preface

The standard work of reference in this field has long been David Magie’s
monograph, de Romanorum iuris publicique sermonis vocabulis sollemnibus in
Graecum sermonem conversis, published in 1906. The number of new documents that
have been discovered since then has been substantial; other material, known to Magie,
has been republished, making many of his references less useful; and specialised
works, such as M. Holleaux’ Z7parnyos “Traros have brought corrections of detail.

All of these factors would justify a fresh study, bringing Magie up to date. But
the present work differs from the earlier monograph, to which it nevertheless owes a
great debt, in its basic approach.

Magie was concerned with the linguistic methods of translation. He built his
work around a lexicon of Latin words, illustrating the various ways in which Greek
might handle a given term. To empley his example, Latin guaestor could be expressed
as Taplas per comparationem, as KovaloTwp per transcriptionem and as §nTnTNS per
translationem. This is interesting from the linguistic point of view, but it is not what
concerns the scholar meeting a term in an unfamiliar text; for him the critical fact is
that rauias is the regular, ‘“standard” term in both inscriptions and literature, that
KovaloTwp occurs in a few scattered inscriptions, and that {nTnTNs does not occur
except as a gloss in a lexicon. Such information is not easy to find in Magie.

My interest in this study is in the Greek words themselves, and it is for that
reason that the core of the work is a Greek-to-Latin lexicon. This is not an attempt to
record every occurrence of each Greek term; instead, I have tried to supply a
sufficient number of examples to illustrate the kind of context in which a word
occurs, literary or documentary, early or late, precise and technical or general and
periphrastic. It is for this reason that the entries in the lexicon are somewhat fuller
than would be necessary in an ordinary glossary.

The terms discussed are primarily political; official titles, the technical terms for
commands, the bureaucratic machinery, the language in which the complex business
of an empire was carried out. Inevitably, such was the nature of the Roman political
system, legal, military, and religious terms enter the discussion; but, as far as possible,
only when they impinge on public, official, life. Matters of private, civil law, technical
military language such as the specialised military “trades,” and religious terms beyond
the official cults of Rome, have in general been excluded. But to a degree, the choice
of terms is idiosyncratic.
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PREFACE

I have, for the most part, excluded purely Greek institutions, even when, as in
the case of the irenarch in Asia, or many of the parts of the administration of Egypt,
they play a part in the Roman government system; the absence of Latin versions for
these positions was a major consideration in cxc]uding them. Likewise, municipai and
local government, even though regulated by Roman rule, has not been discussed, with
the exception of the strictly Roman government of coloniae and municipia.

A more difficult decision has been to decide what is technical. A Greek author
can call a Roman official simply dpxwv or nyeuwr, his position apxn or nyepovia or
éfovaia, without necessarily wishing to state anything about his technical title and
powers. For the most part, I have included such terms in my discussion, indicating
their non-technical nature by placing their Latin L(]UlVdECntS in parentheses.

Purely to limit the size of the work, little material has been included after
Diocletian. Thus Cassius Dio, Herodian, and Philostratus, along with the great jurists,
are included, but material relating to the post-Diocletianic state is not. Obviously, no
one working in this field can ignore John the Lydian, De Magistratibus Romanis; but 1
ha\i(, 1ntrOdUCed ITldtLrlﬂl Fro[]j hlﬂ'l, clﬂd fro]ll Ot ner th(,r SOUECES? On]y to C\pldln (]nd
expand patterns already observed before the Diocletianic reforms.

There is much that is too complex to be presented in a lexicon form; this
material is discussed in the 22 chapters of Section 11, “Selected Terms.” The material
included in this section has been selected for two reasons. First, the bulk of evidence
for certain terms such as o7parnyds and Umaros is beyond the range of a single
lexicon entry. Second, and perhaps more important, even when an individual entry in
the lexicon is adequate, there is a need for a clear differentiation and comparison of
various terms in the same semantic sphere.

General trends which influence the choice of a given Greek word are fewer than
I imagined when I began this study. The most important is the influence of literary
theory and Atticism, which I have discussed in an article in Phoenix 24, 1970, pp.
150-59. Those trends which do emerge are outlined in Section I, “General
Considerations.”

This work was undertaken as a doctoral dissertation at Harvard; see HSCP 73,
1969, pp. 321-23 for a summary of the thesis, submitted in the spring of 1968. I owe
a special debt of gratitude to my supervisor, Prof. G. W. Bowersock, for help,
guidance and encouragement throughout its preparation and subsequent revision.
Acknowledgements are also due to other members of the Classics Departmernt at
Harvard, and to the Widener Memorial Library. In Toronto, Prof. A. E. Samuel
deserves special thanks, as do the staff at Hakkert for struggling with a difficult
manuscript. The Canada Council, for a grant towards publication, and the American
Society of Papyrologists, for undcrtakmgj the publication of a large work not entirely
within their special field, are owed thanks and acknowledgements; and thc1r
anonymous readers supplied several helpful suggestions for the preparation of the
manuscript.

PREEACE

The process of publication of the manuscript has been such that material
published in 1970 or later has not been covered in a systematic way; I have been able
at various stages of publication to insert some references to later material, but,
especially in the Lexicon, Section II, only on a very limited scale.

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Format and Conventions

1. Entries are alphabetical. Orthographical variants have been subsumed under a
single entry. N. B.: all Latin words beginning with v-, when transliterated into Greek,
have been listed under ob-, however they are spelled in the original. Verb forms are
listed under the 1st person singular, present indicative. Cross-references have been
made in any case of possible confusion.

2. When a Greek word has more than one Latin equivalent, the lexical entry has
been subdivided, e.g. ayopd 1: Forum, ® 2:nundinae. This division is not meant to
indicate anything about the degree to which such distinctions were observed or
meaningful for Greek speakers.

3. When the Latin equivalent is in parentheses, this indicates that the equation
between the terms is not exact, generally because the Greek word is a general,
non-technical, or periphrastic form.

4. References to other parts of the work are given after the equation of a Latin
and a Greek word. Where this is simply a brief mention of the term, this fact is
indicated by a note “(cf. p. xxx)” following the Latin word. Where the word is the
center of a major discussion in another section, this fact is indicated by the note “vide
pp. xx-xxx,” followed by a very abbreviated list of illustrations.

5. In the quotations, three widely spaced dots (. ..) indicate material omitted.

6. The word discussed is indicated in the quotation by the initial letter,
followed by three closely spaced dots, a... .

7. Where the critical word is damaged or restored [a...] indicates that the whole
word is missing, [a]... that the beginning is missing, a[...] that the end is missing.

8. When an author’s name is in square brackets, e.g. [Plu.], this indicates that his
authorship of the work has been questioned; it does not mean that I have necessarily
accepted that the work is not his.

9. After references to inscriptions and papyri, there is included an indication of
time and place, in parentheses, e.g. (Thracia, III init.). The Roman figures I, 11, 11, Ia,
[Ia, signify centuries after and before (a.) Christ, following Preisigke. The indication
(temp. incert.) means that the date is not immediately clear to me; in many cases, an
intelligent conjecture could be made.

10. The indication (tit. bil.) refers to a bilingual text.
11. For abbreviations, see page xv. In general, normal scholarly practice is

followed.

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Introduction

The existence of a number of Latin loan-words in the terminology used to
describe the administrative structure of the Roman world is a small part of the
influence Latin had on Greek. Magie’s monograph and much of the discussion in the
third section of this study demonstrate the indelible effect their application to
Roman officers had on a wide range of native Greek words. The effects Latin had on
the morphology and syntax of Greek fall outside the immediate area of concern of
this study, but can be demonstrated to have been quite extensive.

Loan-words themselves were not restricted to the area of government; important
areas of language that were also affected were the calendar, the systems of money,
weights and measures, and the civil law. An Ephesian inscription appears to refer to
the An oppikuc] of Ulpian by its Latin title.

Other areas that were affected were clothing, where for example the calceus
(kdATwog) retained its Latin name, and the complex language of the gladiatorial arena,
making such words as pn7idptos familiar throughout the East. In all these cases, the
Latin term was introduced with the item of Latin culture.

The effects sometimes went deeper than vocabulary; late Roman and Byzantine
Greek found a productive suffix -apws in Latin, and the medieval and popular
1angu;lgc a useful patronymic in -modANos.

To return to the Latin loan words in Greek, the most important fact to observe
is their relatively small number in the area of government, an area where the
penetration of Latin might be considered to have been extensive. Perhaps 150 of the
approximatc]y 1200 items in the g]ossm’y are Latin words.

The number of such terms, and the frequency of their use, increases after the
establishment of the imperial court at Constantinople, Greek speaking but still
officially Latin in character; it was the Byzantine world which required 800§ and
KOuNS, KovaloTwp, and mpairwp, okpwdpws and wpdwapos as everyday words,
although they may have been attested earlier. This increased use of loan-words was
paralleled by a decline in the use of Latin as an everyday language.

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The Latin loan-words may be classified in two ways. First, the degree to which
they are standard words, part of the official language; and second, the degree to
which they are assimilated into the Greek language, assume Greek terminations and
give rise to Greek derivative forms.

It should be observed that the two classifications need not coincide; there are
forms which have not even been adapted to Greek declensional patterns which are
nevertheless the standard version for a given Roman office.

Turning to the first classification, the number of Latin loan-words which are the
only official version, or that most generally preferred, is small, but tend to occur in
certain special and limited areas.

Among the magistracies, the use of loan-words is rare, with the single and
important exception of StkTdTwp.

But the priestly colleges, as is observed on p. 115, institutions for which there
was rarely a precise Greek equivalent, employ Latin loan-words frequently:

Many words which are common and even standard in inscriptions are named

with this same “gloss” formula in the more literary authors; typical examples are

novokaros, mplykwy (2), and Aeytuw.

The second system of classification is according to the degree of assimilation

into the Greek language, and can likewise be arranged into four classes.

The first class consists of those words which take on distinctively Greek

terminations and producc Greek derivatives. Examplcs are:

avvva (-apxéw, -Taulac)

Titles and proper names such as Caesar and Augustus fall into this class,
producing such forms as amokatoapdw, airyovarews, Kaodpews, KALTAPEVW.

The second class includes the vast bulk of Latin borrowings, assimilated into the
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Greek grammatical category that involves the least orthographical change; if a related
form is needed, the derivative is independently borrowed from Latin, rather than a
new Greek form created. Typical examples of this class are Aeyieow and Aeyuwrdpuog,
TptBovros and TpiBovrikiog.

A third class maintains Latin case endings. The most famous example of this is
the title cemréuovipovu émovhcdovovy, @pdrpen &povalen on inscriptions of the
Pergamene Julius Quadratus, but an equally startling form rovarrépovipovu obapovu
kovpavdapovu is recorded from Attaleia (SEG 17.571). AE 1954.209 names a
tesserarius mpipa obeftAharicve. Were it not that they occur in otherwise Greek texts,
these forms would not really be counted as Greek at all.

There remain finally, as a fourth class, a few examples of totally unassimilated
Latin; complete texts, that is, written in Greek letters but in the Latin language.
oratwp Tptfovrt (AE 1931.116) and xwptn oentiua (IGRom. 1.142) are examples of
terms of Roman administration attested in such inscriptions.

Character of the Latin borrowings.

There existed, in the first place, a hard core of institutions so distinctively
Roman that no Greek equivalent could produce a sufficiently exact account. Some
aspects of this type of influence on the vocabulary are observed in the discussion of
coloniae p. 105, and are also evident in the case of the priestly colleges, pp. 115-7 and
4. The same kind of influence accounts for the general acceptance of Swkrdrwp,
and marpwyp and such specialised words as karidaros and Twunptov.

Second, there appears to have been a marked preference in the army and the
lower echelons of the government bureaucracy for more Latin expressions; this may
have been partly due to the kind of motivation observed in the preceding paragraph —
beneficiarius or ducenarius may have been concepts difficult if not impossible to
express in Greek. But there is nothing intractably Latin about a centurio or a scriba
librarius and the occurrence of transliterations of those titles attests rather to the
widespread use of Latin in those branches of the administrative structure than
elsewhere. The soldier, even if a Greek speaker, took his orders in Latin.

Those examples that cannot be related to these two causes, the impossibility of
adequate translation and the actual use of the other language, can be explained in
more general linguistic terms, which include those causes as specific aspects. Cultural
loans from one language to another take place in those spheres in which the loaning
language is culturally superior; in a bilingual context these include not only the
extraordinary unfamiliar term, but also a wide range of terms in which the “lower”
group has contact with the culturally dominant language. The intimate contact
between Latin and Greek provided many examples of such culture-loans both ways;
in Greek, the governmental terms covered in this study are the largest part, but the
others fall under the same heading. The predominance of Latin culture in a bilingual
context can then be used to explain borrowings such as mpairwp or iurepdrwp where
Greek possessed adequate equivalents; the example of the army is but a special case of
this rule.
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Influence of this type is most likely to be observed where the cultural traditions
of the borrowing language are weak; linguists have frequently employed the example
of immigrant languages in the U.S.A., more affected by English as cultural contacts
with the main tradition are lost. The same, to a degree, may be observed in the Greek
sources under study; the writers of the second Attic movement, drawing on the
hundreds of years of Greek culture and the rich political vocabulary of Athens in the
5th and 4th centuries B.C., were not culturally dependent on Latin speakers for the
choice of words, while among the writers outside that stream, those who might in
some sense be called culturally deprived, Latin borrowings are more common, and
often belong to a more intimate level of vocabulary. Examples drawn from Epictetus,
the New Testament, and the Christian apologists include

akra opdwariwy TPAUPEKTOS dopov
OTT (K LoV TIANNGTOS gaNap Loy

A large body of simple private inscriptions, and personal letters of the type of
Smallwood 2.307 show the same pattern. The natural level of the borrowings may be
seen in Luke 8.30, where Aeyichv is already being used in a secondary sense, “‘my
name is legion.” Latin penetrated deeply into the Greek of this everyday type.

Deformation of the Latin borrowing

The transfer of a Latin term into Greek often resulted in some curious
alterations; part of this process was simply a result of assimilation, simple phonetic
and spelling variants due to the changing phonetic character of each language, or to
the degree of literacy of the writer. The infinite variety of spellings for the
transliteration of veteranus or primus pilus, for example, does not cause much
surprise.

There are some alterations, however, which are instructive. One such is the
variously spelled oitdkovpos for the vigintiviral position IVvir viarum curandarum.
The Latin wviocurus is quoted by Varro (L.L. 5.1 .7) as an example of a word whose
etymology is obvious, but examples in inscriptions are rare, so that Mommsen claimed
(SR 2.603, note 4) that the title IVvir was “konstant” in Latin inscriptions. The
colloquial Latin form seems, however, to have been used quite frequently in Greek
inscriptions. The Gloss. Philoxeni contains a still more garbled version of the word,
viaculus.

The difficult form émrikwor in Epictetus seems to show a kind of random
deformation, unless it is simply that the manuscripts here are mangled. The slightly
altered xwprdpioc for cohortalis, and kwéikdptos for a codicillis (? codicillarius)
show a more understandable kind of adaptation and simplification of the Latin word.

SUTNOKApLOS represents a more sophisticated alteration, with dupli- translated by
its Greek equivalent 8tmho-, and -carius left unanalysed. A more artificial deformation
may be seen in the treatment of ovatio: instead of the transliteration odvariwv,
quasi-Greek forms such as obaorrc are cited in Dionysius and Plutarch, based on an
attempt to relate the word to Greek ebal.

GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS

2. COMPENDIA SCRIPTURAE

One of the more distinctive effects that Latin had on Greek epigraphy was to
introduce into Greek the practice of abbreviation, especially in titles, to a far greater
extent than anything observed in Greek alone.

Many of these, it will be observed, are Latin loan-words, frequently abbreviated also
in Latin texts. The Latin pattern of abbreviation of plurals, Augg. for Augusti is
paralleled by the Greek Zefg.

3. GEOGRAPHICAL VARIATION

Introduction

On the large scale, there is little localism in the vocabulary dealing with Roman
institutions; the great majority of terms are the same throughout the empire, and such
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variation as is attested can generally be better explained on other grounds.

Care should be exercised in determining what is characteristically local; because
the locution gkpiBa KvatoTwptos ABpdptos occurs only in two inscriptions in Asia
Minor, it would be surely a false assumption that it was a purely and characteristically
Asian formulation.

A degree of variation will take place because of peculiar local institutions. The
obvious case is the government of Egypt and the generally distinct terminology
employed for it; another was the government by regiones (uepides) of Macedonia.
Such local terms, based on local historical development, are not the same as individual
local treatment of universal terms.

Thrace and the North-East frontier

There is for example, in the provinces of Thrace and Moesia, a marked
preference for verbal expressions, employing the verbs fyeuoveiw (3) and vmarevw
(2) in the formulae describing the legate, both with and without the more formal
mpeofevtns Kal avTioTpdrnyos. These forms do occur elsewhere, but are so regular
and frequent in documents of the area in the period 150 to 250 A.D. that they must
be regarded as a distinct local pattern. There is no clear reason for this preference.

Another usage peculiar to that region is the employment of the Latin loan-words
payioTparn and uaytorparos in reference to municipal office in small communities.
Here the explanation is clearer; although the area of Moesia and Thrace belonged to
the Greek-speaking world, urbanisation and political organisation took place only
under Roman leadership, so that Roman official terminology tended to prevail for the
new institutions.

Lycia

It has been observed that the use of the term Stkatodorns (5) in a general sense
for a provincial governor is particularly frequent in Lycia, although not restricted to
that province; it is not impossible that, as also in the case of é0voc (p. 136), thisis a

reflection of the language of independent federal Lycia, whether or not one accepts
the specific interpretation provided by Larsen.?

Sicily and Italy

Louis Robert, in a discussion of the term Sexovpiwr (2),® noted that the only
occurrence of the word in the sense fovAevrng “se trouve dans I'extréme-occident
grec,” at Lilybaeum, IGRom. 1.499. This suggests a small local group; the municipal
institutions of the Greek cities of Sicily and Magna Graecia, more Romanised than the
rest of the Greek world in institutional matters, yet retaining the Greek language.

ovykAnTos (2) is employed for local senates at Velia, Lanuvium and Centoripa,
and may reflect a common pre-Roman term, attested in Naples, Agrigentum, and
Malta (see p. 122).

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Out of three known povwikima on inscriptions, two are recorded from Sicily.
IVviri as opposed to Iviri are recorded in Greek (réooapes @vdpec) for municipal
institutions only at Naples (IG 14.745), a city whose municipal institutions provide a
remarkable combination of Roman and Greek terms.

The dictator of the Latin city of Lanuvium is named o7rparnyos abrokpdrwp in
an inscription from Centoripa of the triumviral period. There is, of course, nothing
comparable outside Italy.

Old Greece

The Roman colonies of Corinth and Patrae are disappointing; the avoidance of
the word koAwwia in their documents — Patrae is amowia arpéwy (SEG 18.64), or 7
Harpéwr mohs (SEG 18.557), Corinth f) Kopwbiwr moki (Corinth 8.3.206) — seems
prima facie distinctive. But a document from elsewhere in Greece does call Patrae a
kKoOAwwia (IG 5.1.524); and AE 1961.213, where col. Agquil is translated by
‘Axvhemoeiwy mohews, shows that the use of M6\ even for a colony is not
something local. Similarly, the use of orparnyol for officials of Corinth (Corinth
9.1.90) might seem to represent an attempt to avoid Latinisms; but 8arpos occurs
in a text from Troizen (IG 4.795).

4. CHANGES IN TIME

Introduction

Changes over the time span are more striking in the terminology describing
Roman administration than geographical variations. But many of the developments
were completed by the time of Augustus, and frequently the changes in Greek are
only a reflection of changes in the Latin terminology or of innovations in the
institutions themselves.

For example, the development of dmarikds outlined on p. 170 only follows the
change in the use of consularis; but Greek innovated for itself by applying this
extension of sense also to the verb Umaredw in the third century, see p. 169.

Many terms, especially Latin loan-words, appear only with the creation of new
institutions: 800&, Kouns, voupepos and mPoTNKTWp occur only when Latin begins to
use those terms in a technical sense during the course of the third century A.D.

Many terms also enter Greek after the publication of the constitutio Antonini-
ana, as Roman civil law was extended to a far wider range of Greek speakers. Such
terms as T€kvwy bikator and bmoxelpwos in connection with patria potestas become
common after this date.

Increase in the use of Latin

It is suggested on p. 3 that the Constantinian and later empire saw a wide
spread in the use of Latin loan-words; this growing use of Latin seems to have started
about the time of the Severi.

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Some Latin terms, of course, highly assimilated words like StkrdTwop and
mdTpwy, were established from the beginning, although mpoordrns (3) enjoyed a brief
revival in the third century A.D. to describe a patronus. But many Latinisms were
later.

Prior to the third century, Atryovarog rather than Zefaords had occurred only in
scattered inscriptions and in such non-literary sources as the evangelist Luke,
Epictetus and Pausanias. In the third century, the transliteration begins to be quite
common on inscriptions of the Severi, and is normal for Dio, following the usage of
the dynasty he knew best; it is also employed by the great lawyers in the Digest in
documents of the same period, and becomes increasingly common on coins under
that dynasty. See J. Rougé, Rev. Phil. 1969.83-92.

Other aspects of Dio’s language confirm the increased use of Latinisms. More
perhaps than other writers, he feels compelled to employ the “hard core” type of
words discussed on p. 7; examples are to be found in such words as aipapwv,
abkTwpras, kutpirat and mepboveAAiwy.

The writers in the Digest’s Greek entries also include a large number of
loan-words; examples that may be found in the glossary include kovpdrwp,
KWOIKIANOG, AEYEWYAPLOS, TATPWY, ANAPLOV.

Other terms in the same area not given in the glossary are éfkovoariwy, iykoha,
aro kallyog, vogos kavoapia, Aeyerdptos, uihwv. Their preference for Latin
loan-words also extends to non-technical words such as Beoridpws, kakkovNarwp,
Tafépva.

In general, an examination of the Latin loan-words entered in the glossary
reveals their increased employment in both literary and official sources from the third
century A.D. on,

Other areas o f change

Some of the most significant areas of change over the time span which are set
out in various chapters of the third section, may be briefly summarised here.

oTpaTnyos (4) vmaros is replaced by simple Vmarog in the period 125-100 B.C.,
0Tparnyos avbumaros by avfumaros in the course of the first century B.C. (pp. 106,
166).

apxiepevs is replaced by apxiepevs péyworos in the majority of formal
documents by the time of the Flavii (p. 115).

0TparnYos as a general word for praeses provinciae gives way to Nyeuwr by the
end of the first century A.D.; fyeucdv is used in the specific sense legatus from the
beginning of the second century A.D. (p. 158).

nyeuwr as a term for emperor, princeps, gave way to abrokparwp also before
100 A.D.; abrokpdrwp in turn yielded to fact\évg during the course of the second
century in the authors and somewhat later and less completely in the documents (pp-
119, 145).

amowkla ceases to be used as a title by Romon colonies after the Augustan age (p.
108).

‘-“,. o~
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abrokpdrwp for dictator is replaced by the loan word by the time of Diodorus
Siculus (p. 118).

€0vos becomes more acceptable for provincia in the course of the second century
AD. (p. 136).

At some point between Polybius and the Augustan age, probably early in the
first century B.C., the common, basic terms such as Umaro¢ began to create new
derivatives such as vmdrewa, and avbvmarwds (pp. 106, 168).

felos in the sense divus becomes established only in the second and third
centuries A.D. (p. 125).

Chronological development of other terms

bmapxos shows some important changes late in the Roman period. In a number of
literary sources it is applied initially to any subordinate commander, a praefectus or a
legatus or sometimes (subordinate vis-a-vis the emperor), praeses provinciae. It is not
in the central period a term of the official language; but with one inscription of
Avidius Cassius (AE 1937.167) as the only connecting link, it becomes the standard
technical term for pmefectus praetorio in the post—Dioclctianic age.

oTpatnAdtns has a similar history; starting as a highly literary term (“vox Ionica
et tragica” states Dittenberger in his note to OGI 653, vol. 2, p. 359), it occurs
sporadically in literary authors for Roman generals, with a general sense “dux,
commander” (e.g. Ined. Vatican. [F. Gr. Hist. 839] F 1.3, DS 23.16.1 [= Tzetz. Hist.
3.35.6]. In the late third century it becomes a regular and technical term for
commanding generals, duces. (P. Oxy. 2231, AE 1965.114.) The intervening link in
this case is the great inscription honoring Iulius Quadratus of Pergamon the
oTparn\dtns, dux exercitus, of Trajan (Inscr. Pergamon 8.3.21).

oTpaTomeddpxns enjoys an elevation in reference. In the period before 250 A.D.,
it is most easily understood as the version of praefectus castrorum (e.g. P. Oxy.
2760), although there is a traditional crux in the reading and interpretation of Acts
28.16. In the post-Diocletianic and Constantinian period, however, it is the Greek
title of the high official magister militum (OGI 605, Eusebius Chronika p. 156
Schoene, HE 8.4.3, 9.5.2 — though there glossed as dovka).

The use of abstract nouns as terms of address, 1 @etoTns gov of an emperor (SIG?
888) or n abrol ueyahwrns (SEG 16.754) begins to be observed in the third century
A.D. This was to become an essential feature of court language.

kVpe as a term for the emperor, with its adjective kvpuakds, becomes
acceptable usage in Egypt from the middle of the first century A.D.; elsewhere, this
development is recorded later, around 100 A.D.

5. INDIVIDUALISMS

Once it is accepted that there is a recognisable standard form of expression,
variation from that norm may be the result of general influences, either those

discussed in the preceding chapters or the effects of various literary considerations; or
it may be because of the personal choice of the individual writer, not entirely bound
by those considerations. Such personal variation can be seen in both inscriptions and

more literary texts.

Individualisms in inscriptions

Literary terminology

Many instances of variations from the formulations of other inscriptions are not
idiosyncratic but an attempt to bring into the language of the inscription expressions
generally acceptable in literature. An important example is discussed on p. 147, the
substitution of 7yeuwr for some unacceptable uses of mpeafevrns in the inscriptions
Of d nUn]bCf Of htcrar}’ figures.

Although a literary explanation of the term &fnynrns is rejected on p. 117,
certain forms in the inscriptions of Herodes Atticus can be explained in this way, such
as his use of ebmarpidns rather than marpikwos in SIG® 858, and of Umaros rather than
braTikos for a number of consulares, as in SIG® 857.

Much of the language of the Greek version of the Res Gestae of Augustus
conforms to this literary pattern; some notable literary formations are 7déwc Tow
vmarevoarTwy (1.6), émuelewa Ths ayopas (3.6), and Umatos apxn (7.15).

lnnovating inscriptions

Turning to the individual usages found in specific inscriptions, the Res Gestae in
its Greek version occupies a special place, as a document that is simultaneously a
government text, conforming to epigraphical norms, and an intensely personal and
distinctive statement. The following innovations deserve attention:

kowa mpayuara 1.2 for respublica katopfwrns 4.1 for Hlvir r.p.c.
paBdovs 1.7 for imperium eraipos Tirws 4.7 for sodalis Titius
abvretovows apxn 3.2 for dictatura [Soyulart ovykAnrov 11.5 for auctoritas

The Cyrene Edicts provide one innovation of Augustus, the abstract noun ‘Pwuawrns
(1.39). See now also the laudatio for Agrippa, ZPE 5 (1970) 235.

The Greek letters of Claudius belong to the same discussion. Most important is
the reference in Smallwood 1.370 to the praefectus Aegypti as 0 émiTpomés pov (v.44):
the same expression is used in a document quoted in Josephus, AJ 20.14 for the
governor of Judaea.

Another innovation of Claudius’ may be oikwakds for amicus Caesaris.

The cursus inscription of M. Nonius Macrinus, set up by the sophist Damianus,
ILS 8830, is an important example of individual expression. Complex titles such as
sodalis Antoninianus and XVvir sac. fac. (pp. 116-7) are expressed by precise and
elegant Greek periphrases, Xvir stlit. iud. clearly, though less distinctively. The use of
nyepwr is as outlined on p. 147 and bmarweds is used for the first time in an
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inscription in a way that was later to become of major importance (cf. p. 170). The
sophist shows that elegant Greek, without the need for bald transliteration, could be
well employed in a complex Roman cursus.

The great memorial inscription of Iulius Quadratus, now republished by Habicht
with an improved text in Pergamon 8.3.21a, shows important innovations while not
avoiding entirely the Latin loan-word. The new use of arparn\drns is noted on p.
13, but ovykafe\wv Tov éxel moONepor abrokpdaropt . .. for what was presumably the
position of comes is equally distinctive. A more curious expression is in the use of
émypeAnts (1) in the version of Ilvir a.a.a.f.f. Much else in the inscription is also
interesting, and it is a pity that for this stone we have no Damianus to whom to
attribute the text.

Other inscriptions that display individual formulations are those of Pompeius
Macrinus Theophanes, e.g. IG 5.2.151, with new versions based on iepevs of sodalis
Hadrianalis and XVvir sac. fac., and the inscriptions of the Julii Severi at Ancyra ILS
8826, 8829, with the double formula fyeuddr mpeoBevrns, distinctive but rather
literal versions of Xvir stlit. iud. and XVvir sac. fac., and the otherwise unparallelled
dwiknoas Ta év Tuplg mpdypara for a position vice agens legati.

Individualism in the literary authors

A detailed study of the language of various authors covered in his study is a far
larger topic than can be covered in this discussion: attention is drawn to the
monographs by Nordstrom on Dionysius and by Vrind on Dio Cassius.* Many
variations among the authors can be explained as a result of more general literary
trends; the author discusses the effects of Atticism and related phenomena on the
following words elsewhere:® alovuvnrne, ampofovhevroc, apuooThs, yewudpos,
ITTOTPOPOC, KOTwviTnS, Tpofovlevua, oarpanns.

avvmevfuros shows a similar influence; the characteristically Athenian ebfvvn is
applied quite irrelevantly to the Roman dictator and censor to explain the fact that
they are not subject to superior imperium.

Dionysius’ language tends to vary the most from the normal expressions: this is
partly due to a desire for variety, partly due to a false theory that found Greek
etymologies for Latin words, making, for example, kAfots the equivalent of classis
and leading to the deformation of ovatio observed on p. 8. On the other side of the
coin, his version of interrex, avtacihevs, employing avre- in the older Greek
manner, remains one of the few satisfactory Greek versions of that office.

Strabo’s language is most significant in his account of provincial administration,
3.4.20 and 17.2.24-5; the important variation on his part is the use of Uraros and
oTpaTnyos for senatorial proconsules of consular and praetorian rank, and of fyeuwr

or orparnyds vrarwds and oTparnywds for the corresponding ranks of imperial :
legates. g

Josephus and Philo, as observed on p. 142, employ the terms for provincial
governors in a distinctive manner; but their other terminology is not sufficiently out
of the ordinary to give plausibility to a theory that their idiosyncracies were
influenced by their knowledge of Hebrew or Aramaic.

Arrian’s language is most striking in the tactical works, where Roman units are
described in the language of the tactical handbooks: legio becomes paray§, singulares
emilexTot (2) and so on.

Appian is very susceptible to the pressures of literary expression; individually,
the attention is taken by his wide variety of terms based on éoTparevuévos for
veteranus, by a preference for the terms émworarns and mpoordrns for magistrates,
and by the use of the adjectives émwrupos and érnotos to describe the consuls.

Aristides’ language is marked by a preference for literary expression. Note
especially his versions of princeps, 8lkaoTng, épopos, KOTUNTNS, TPUTAVLS.

Philostratus employs a number of metaphorical, if not poetic expressions, such
as YA@rra Tapelov for advocatio fisci, Oeaméatog for divus, £ipos for the praefectus
praetorio, and OKNTTPOV Tapadoots as a means of indicating imperial succession.

Dio Cassius tends to translate rather literally, as in his use of amorpifn for
detrimentum in the formula for the sematus consultum ultimum. mpokpiros for
princeps may represent a similar attempt at translation.

But Dio also produces many new, but useful and exact versions for some of
the less familiar offices. Notable in this connection is the careful distinction between
the two urban officials, the praetor urbanus (&oTvvouos) and the praefectus urbi
(ToNlapX0S, TONAVOMOS ).

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Introduction

The chapters in this section follow the alphabetical order of the Greek terms
discussed in them.

The material included is diverse; the criterion for selection was practical —
whether the elucidation of a term could be handled adequately in the lexicon or not.
The purpose of these chapters is to bring further elucidation of the meaning of
various Greek terms, by comparison, historical analysis, closer examination of the
nature of the sources, and so on.

1. ahewrovpynola etc.: Immunity

The grant of immunitas could be made either to a state or to a private individual.
In the first case, the right of political independence was coupled with a grant of
freedom from the payment of tribute to the central government. The distinction thus
established in Roman law between civitates liberae and civitates tributariae or
stipendariae is presented by Mommsen (StR 3.657).

In Greek, this right granted to states may be expressed by the following terms,
or by forms related to them: avewpopia, arélewa, apopordynros. Typical examples of
such usage may be found in Appian, describing states as atrévouar kai ¢opwv areeic
(BC 1.102.475), and in Nero’s Isthmian oration G 7. 2F10), granting Greece
€Nevlepia, avewpopia.

When immunitas was granted to individuals, besides freedom from taxation
(p0pwv apeats, immunitas solvendi publici vectigalis), there was also the privilege of
freedom from traditional services to the community, those services known in Greek as
Aewrovpytat. Such immunitas civilium munerum (cf. Dig 49.18.2) is regularly included
with grants of aréhewa or avewopopia in Greek documents of the Roman period (Cyr.
Ed. 3.57, Dig. 50.6.6.3, Inscr. Pergamon 8.3.148).

The proper term in Greek for immunity from local duties is &\etrovpynoia or a
related form; an example in a Hellenistic context may be found in SIG® 647. Such a
right could be granted in the Roman period by Roman officials, as may be seen in a
grant of M. Antonius the triumvir (SB 4224), where a\etrovpynola is associated with
grants of aoTparevoia and avemiordfueta. The term is also employed in a text relating
to the Artists of Dionysus (IG 7.2413). Although aletrovpynoia was a personal
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privilege, relating entirely to local government, it was nevertheless subject to
regulation by Roman law; Dig. 27.1.15.6 (from Modestinus, Liber de Excusationibus)
states undé Appapiovs . . . EXEW a\etrovpynotay Néyovow ai fetat dardaters.

But &\erovpynola remains a term relating entirely to the rights of an individual
in his local community. When, therefore, Strabo describes Caesar’s treatment of Tlium
in the following terms (13.1.27.595), Ty ENevdeplav Kal Tnv a\elrovpynolay . . .
ouvepihate, his precise meaning is unclear. Caesar’s grant to Ilium would appear to be
a normal one, confirming the city’s rax-free status vis-a-vis the central administra-
tion, for which &\ewrovpynoia is inappropriate. Possibly Strabo made an almost
mechanical error in translating immunitas from some Latin source, but such an error
would be uncharacteristic of a writer who is careful and well-informed concerning
Roman administration.

In an article by Mrs. K.M.T. Atkinson,! it is suggested that NetTovpyew . . . T
row ‘EXMprwy owuare (Cyr. Ed. 3.57) refers to military service. But Aetrovpyla has
primarily financial implications; and orpatela or a related form such as OTPATEVW Was
available to describe military demands on the local populace, without forcing
\etrovpyew beyond its normal meaning.

2. arri and derivatives: Promagistrates

The concept of prorogued imperium is not one that occurs in purely Greek
contexts, and hence presents a problem when Greek equivalents are sought for the
Roman institution.

In the earliest texts, the difference between normal and prorogued imperium was
not expressed in Greek. It is apparent that after his consulate (198 B.C.), Flamininus
was termed oTparnyos bmaros ‘Pwuaiwy, the normal formulation at that date for
consull in Greek texts from 195 and 196 (SIG® 592-3, Plb. 18.46.5, Plu, Flam.
10.5). Likewise an epigram of Marcellus recorded by Plutarch (Marcell. 30.316)
employs maros apxn for both consulates and proconsulates. Such a usage was
unusual by Plutarch’s time, and he explains it to his readers. The possibility must
always be considered that in texts of the second century B.C., including Polybius, a
prorogued magistracy is not given special treatment in Greek.”

avt( as a translation of pro

When promagistracies were distinguished in Greek texts, Latin pro was translated
by Greek avri, and the derivatives avbimarog, avTdpxwy, arTleTpdrnyos and
avTiraulas were formed.

Both avr{ and pro have the sense “in the place of”’; but as the system of

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proconsular and propraetorian imperium developed,® proconsul came to mean
something other than “in place of the consul.”” The original sense was not lost; Livy
could apply proconsularis to the tribuni militum who replaced the consuls (5.2.9),
and the witticism of L. Philippus, pro consulibus ... non pro consule (Cic. Phil.
11.8.18), relied on the ambiguity of pro for its point.

There are many cases where arri is applied to Roman officials with the simple
sense “‘in place of.” Dionysius of Halicarnassus uses avrifaothevs (9.69.1) for
interrex; Nordstrom is incorrect in condemning this usage as an inepta comparatio,
precisely because he considers avri in terms of Latin usage.* avremirpomos (2) is
another excellent example. In later Greek, the original sense was still sufficiently alive
that John the Lydian was able to create such terms as avfinmrapxos and arridikrdrwp
(Mag. 1.38 tin.), with the sense “deputy.”

Dionysius applies avfvmaros (3) apxn to the tribuni militum consulari potestate
(11.62.1), and Diodorus Siculus speaks of their election avri (2) brarwr (12.32.1).
Plutarch’s use of avOuvmarwn for the Xviri leg. scrib. (Quaest. Rom. 55) follows the
same pattern.

avToTpdTNYos is used in the sense “deputy” in an inscription from the time of
the foundation of the province of Asia. M’. Aquillius (termed oTparnyds, see p. 157)
is said to be leaving behind Cn. Domitius (OGI vol. 2, p. 551). M. Holleaux correctly
views him as “suppléant du consul”;® he was probably consular legate. The same sense
may also be found in Polybius (15.4.1) and Appian (Mith. 52.208).

It is in this sense of “replacement” that avrdpxwv (2) is applied to an official in
Naples (IGRom. 1.452, 453). Naples enjoyed Roman municipal government, but
employed traditional Greek vocabulary to describe it.® The office “deputy for the
archon” must have been in Roman terms praefectus iure dicundo.

The Naples inscription provides the key to the understanding of the term
avTwoTpdTnY0S (2) in a text from Troizen (IG 4.795), in which one of the most
distinguished residents of Roman Corinth, Cn. Cornelius Pulcher, is described as
Svavdpwv avrioTpdrnyos év Kopwle.” Pulcher is named Ilvir quinquennalis in a
number of Corinthian texts (see Corinth 8.2.138), but it is impossible to construe
dvavopwy avtioTparnyos to provide the sense quinquennalis. The proper translation
is praefectus i.d. In Latin, this official may be termed praefectus pro IHviris (CIL
3.4111, 8.4600); avrapxwy at Naples provides a close parallel to avriorpdarnyos at
Troizen; and an inscription from Sardis from the year 1 A.D. (AJA 18, 1914, p. 329,
line 133) describes an official as 0 avrdpxwv Twy oTparnywr, “deputy for the
strategoi,” which explains the genitive dvavépwv at Troizen. There is no need to
correct the text as Kent suggested (Corinth 8.3 p. 65, note 1) to avri Svavépwy

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Promagistrates

avtdpxovtes occurs in a number of official texts, generally coupled with
apxovres, belonging to the first century A.D. Its usage presents no special problems.

Proconsul

avfbmaroc first occurs in the second century B.C.; one of the earliest occurrences
is in SIG?® 683, dated to 140 B.C., referring to acts of L. Mummius as imaros f
avfumaroc.®

In many documents of the late second and early first centuries B.C., the
formulation orparnyos avfvmaros was employed. The nature of this construction is
discussed below, in the chapter on oTparnyds (pp. 160-61); here it should be sufficient
to state that the sense is “proconsular strategos™ and not praetor pro consule.

av@vmaroc is built directly on Ymarog, and its usage follows that of the original
word closely. It should be stressed that the word is a single unit in official texts: the
model is proconsul not pro consule. In literary authors, especially Dio Cassius, it is
divided into its constituent parts (e.g. 36.27.4), but arri 7&v dmdrwy does not belong
to the language of formal documents.

The orlglnal adjective ¥matos could be apphed to various nouns, producing
braroc apxn for consulatus, dmaros éfovoia for Imperzum consulare (see p. 167).
av@umarog was created as a noun; but the adjectival use of ¥maroc was extended to it,
producing avfimaros apxn for proconmsulatus, avOvmaros &éfovala for imperium
proconsulare. This is again a purely literary technique.

Like proconsul, av@umaros came to be applied to governors who were not
necessarily yet of consular rank. Dio Cassius, in his account of the division of
provinces between the emperor and the senate (53.13), appears to consider that this
practice, which he explains very carefully to his Greek readers, was an innovation of
Augustus. But there were praetorian proconsuls in the republic also, to whom
avfvmaros was applied; they are especially common in the provinces of Asia and
Macedonia.’

The innovation of proconsular officials within Italy could also be described by
the term avfvmaros, as in Appian (BC 1.38.172).

avOvmraros is the source of a number of derived terms, avfvrareila, avfvrarevw,
avfvmarikds. But they are not attested before Augustus, and they are never very
common.

Propraetor

avToTpdrnyyoSs was not a new word; in Classical Greek it had the sense
“opposing general,” and in the preceding paragraphs (p. 105) examples of the sense
“deputy strategos” were discussed.

In the sense propraetor, examples begin to appear towards the end of the second

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century B.C. (e.g. IG 12.5.1.722, Inscr. Délos 1603). Like av@vmartos, avtiorpdrnyoc
was a single unit and did not reflect an earlier avri 700 orparnyod; the Latin model
was the noun propraetor, not the phrase pro praetore. The literary tradition that
permitted arri bmdrov was not extended to avroTpdrnyo0S.

Mommsen’s text of the Res Gestae of Augustus reads (9.1) éuol ... avri
orparnyo[U 6vrt], where the Latin has me pro praetore, which would thus be an
exception to the claim made in the preceding paragraph. But examination of a
photograph reveals that the final omicron of orparmyod is far from clear, and
arTLIOTPATIYY W OVTL is now accepted as the correct reading.'®

Republican magistrates with imperium pro praetore

Examples of avriorpdrnyos alone are not common in this sense. IG 12.5.1.722,
referring to a Cn. Aufidius, propraetor in Asia about 106 B.C., provides a clear case in
formal documents. avrworpdrnyor in literature may be “deputy strategoi,” but
propraetor seems to be intended in Plutarch (CG 6.2), and is certain in Appian (BC
3.48.195), referring to Augustus, and in Dio Cassius (41.43.3), describing a general
prorogation by the Pompeians in 48 B.C.

The reasons for the relative infrequency of awrwrpdrnyos in this sense are
several: first, the fact observed above, that many praetorian governors, especially in
the Greek-speaking provinces of Asia and Macedonia held imperium proconsulare and
hence were termed avfvmaros; second, the widespread republican practice of referring
to a provincial governor of whatever rank simply as orparnyds (pp. 156-58); third,
the possibility of confusion with other senses of avrworpdarnyos.

Legati pro praetore: first begin to be recorded in Greek texts with the special Eastern
commands of Lucullus and Pompey: mpeofevrne kal avriorparnyos is the formal
Greek expression, recorded for example in SEG 20.730, SIG® 750). It is unusual in
this period for the legatus part of the title to be omitted; in literary works, as in
Appian (Mith. 52.208), avtioTpdtnyos imo PAdKkov KaTe\nuuéros, even though the
man’s rank may have been fegatus pro praetore, ‘‘deputy-commander” (i.e. Zegatus) is
possibly a better translation of avrioTpdrnyos.

Quaestor pro praetore: Taplas (kKat) avTioTpdTnyos is attested as early as 112 B.C.,
(Inscr. Délos 1603) and is frequent thereafter (e.g., IGRom. 1.969, OGI 429, ILS
8831). Inscr. Brit. Mus. 541 records the Taulas kal artioTparmyos TpLy avfumdrwy
in the imperial period. See also Robert, Hell. 1.54.

Proquaestor propraetore is also not uncommon, and is expressed by avrirauiac
(kal) avtoTparnyos (e.g. IGRom. 3.1102, ILS 8778).

Legati pro praetore of Caesar: The standard terminology for imperial legates employs
mpeafevrns and avtworparnyos. The simplest (and commonest) version is mpeofevTns
ZePaotob avtworpdrnyos (e.g., IGRom. 1.796), frequently with abbreviations. But

In literature, an imperial legate is called simply avrioTparnyos in Josephus (A]
15.407, referring to the governor of Syria) and in Dio Cassius with some frequency
{e.c 139504 X60.23.6 !

There are a few cases in inscriptions where mpeafevrng is omitted, e.g. IGRom.
1.593, bmatevovtos Ths émapxias Olurrevviov "TovBeviov avtioTp(arnyov) (see p. 9).
This pattern is also found in Inscr. Brit. Mus. 481 (if correctly restored) and IGLSyr.
1804.

Proquaestor: avTuraulas is the regular version; the first example is Inscr. Deélos 1843
(119a.). As noted above, avrirapias may be coupled with avrioTparnyos.

3. amowkia, kohwwia etc.: Colonies

The treatment in Greek of Latin colonia provides an excellent illustration of the
difference between literary usage and the technical language of inscriptions and
papyri.

There was nothing strange to the Greek world in the idea of colonial settlements,
and there were a number of terms that could be naturally to the Roman institution,
e.g. amowda, émowkia, katowia, kAnpovxia, ovvoikia, and forms related to them.

amoiwkia, the term most often used to describe colonial settlements of the archaic
period in Greece, is also the favored term for Roman colonies. It is used to designate
Roman colonies in a letter of Philip V of Macedon as early as 214 B.C. (SIG® 543)
and is to be found thereafter in literary sources in all periods.

The other terms are less common: katotkia and kAnpovxia occur in Strabo,
Appian and Plutarch, and cvvowia or related forms in Strabo, Appian and Dio
Cassius. In these writers, the alternative forms are used simply for literary purposes as
variants for the more usual amowia. The fine distinctions that might be drawn
between such terms in the classical period' do not appear to be taken up in the
Roman context.

émowcos and its derivatives in Strabo also refer to regular Roman colonies, but
Appian (BC 1.96.448, 5.137.570) appears to use these forms to refer to Roman
settlements that did not enjoy technical colonial status.?

amowcia, unlike the other Greek terms, does occur in official Roman documents.
It is the term employed in the Res Gestae of Augustus, in a bilingual dedication by
the colony of Patras set up in the Athenian agora (SEG 18.64), and in a document of
triumviral date from Centoripa (AE 1966.165). It also occurs in a copy of a Roman

kohwvia is not found frequently in literary texts. It is used of Philippi in Acts
16.12, in an edict of Claudius quoted by Josephus (AJ 19.291), in a passage which
also includes the only occurrence in an author of povwikimor. In Dio Cassius (72.15.2)
we are told that Commodus planned to rename Rome the afdvaros ebrvxms
kohwvia; without the use of the Latin word, the anecdote would have been less
effective. Finally, the related form koAwvoi is employed by Arrian (Alan. 1) as the
name of a military unit.

There is thus a clear dichotomy in the use of the two commonest terms for
colonia. amotkia occurs only in a restricted number of documents, only one of which
is likely to be post-Augustan, but is the regular form in literature. Conversely, the
cases of KoAwvia in literature are limited and of a special type. The documents
quoted by Josephus belong more to the sphere of official language; the examples
from Dio and Arrian are virtually cases of a proper name; only Acts provides a casual
literary reference to a KoAwria.

The reasons for the dichotomy are clear. amowkia is a perfectly adequate
translation for literary purposes, and had a respectable history in the classical period;
but it gives no indication of the precise and extensive privileges of a Roman colony as
opposed to any other kind of foreign settlement by any state to which the term
amowia was equally appropriate. The transliteration expressed these constitutional
nuances, but was too alien for any but the most unassuming Greek stylist.

Various sub-varieties of colonia are not distinguished in Greek, any more than
they are in most Latin documents. Although certain colonies held the ius Italicum
(Dig. 50.15.1), this is not the kind of information that is placed in official titulature
in an age when cities in Asia Minor engaged in bitter rivalry in their claims to
honorific titles. The restoration [Ir]a[Atlkn xohwvia found in AE 1909.19 is
probably incorrect; the normal form would be a flattering adjective such as
Naumporarn (cf. OGI 536).
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Ephes. 4.1.1, a translation of a lex municipalis, employs both amowia and
kohwvla. The relevant portion of the text reads 8o ardpv . . . apxovTwy & TONEL
Xwpelw dnue Kowvig amokig oKETn ournlvoeL Xwpd. In this passage, Ko\wvia
should not be distinguished from amowia. Both common terms are employed for the
Latin colonia, just as TONS, Xwpeloy, 6nuog, all are probably versions of Latin
municipium or civitas. In a comparable Latin document (ILS 6085) we read
quicumque in municipiis coloneis praefectura foro conciliabulo Ivir IVvir erit. It is
typical of legal documents to use several versions of each word to eliminate any
possibility of ambiguity which might arise in the process of translation.

4. bpxn, Gpxwr: Magistratus
apxn

apxn occurs most frequently as the equivalent of Latin magistratus; like the
Latin magistratus, the abstract noun is applied by metonymy to the officials
themselves. The usage is employed by Herodian (8.6.8), Dio Cassius (41.36.2), and
Dionysius of Halicarnassus (8.44.4, 8.87.6).

In the sense magistratus, apxn may be employed in a number of periphrastic
forms applied to various Roman positions, the most common being ¥maroc or vmarikn
apxn for consulatus. Other periphrases of the same sort include 7 avvmarov apxn for
proconsulatus (DC 39.9.3) and 7 abrokpdropos apxn for imperium (principis) (DC
51.21.6). Such periphrases with apxn also provide a simple way of handling some of
the more complex, and characteristically Roman, boards of magistrates, e.g. apfas k'’
avdp v apxnp for a member of the vigintivirate (Ephes. 3.36), or dptas t" avdpwiv for
a Xvir stlit. iud. (IGRowm. 1.431).

From the sense magistratus, it is an easy stage to the specific magistracy, the
consulate, as in Plutarch (Pyrrh. 21.396), Tiw apxny mapaiafuv.

The sense provincia is closely allied to that of magistratus, especially when
provincia has the meaning ‘“assigned command, sphere of influence” rather than a
purely territorial meaning. apxn is used in this way by Dio Cassius, e.g. apxn &v
brnkdows (52.21.8), ai é&w apxal (47.20.2),  &v "Ifnpia apxn (40.44.2), and also in
Herodian (2.7.4). The curious expression Tautedwy Ty apxnp in a Cypriot inscription
(Smallwood 1.315) may be understood to mean ‘‘serving as quaestor to the
(provincial) command,” rather than “being quaestor of the (geographical) province.”

From magistratus, it is also easy to understand the application of apxn to the
imperium principis (e.g. IGRom. 4.1031, Jos. BJ 1.20).

Certain military commands, which would not be classified under the heading
magistratus, are sometimes expressed in Greek by apxn. In a number of examples, e.g.
eml TV TekTovwy apxn (Plu. Mar 8.409), apxn Twv dopvpopwr (DC 69.19.2), apxn
T&v otpatomédwy (DC 36.31.4), the Latin equivalent would be praefectura; but in
none of these cases is the Greck intended to be technical, or to signify more than
“command” in general. fyepovia is the more frequent term for this kind of
command.
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Finally # (‘Pwpaiwr) apxh is a common expression for the imperium
Romanum, as in IGRom. 4.566, ék malaw([i ‘Pw]uaiwr apxn Xenowos. Note also
SEG 20.324, Hdn. 1.4.8, Lucian, Merc. Cond. 20. But in this sense also nYyeuovia is
the more usual term.

apxw

The verb dpxw, especially in its participial forms, may likewise be applied to a
number of positions, but there is the same emphasis on civilian magistracies.

Magistratus

In formal documents, such as senatusconsulta and imperial decrees, dpxwv is the
technical equivalent of wmagistratus. This may be observed in the bilingual SC de
Asclepiade (IG 14.951), where dpxovres ... oitwes ... émapxeias SlakerTéxovow
expresses the Latin magistratus qui ... provincias optinent. Similar formal termin-
ology may be found in the Rhosus decree (IGLSyr. 718.55) and the law recorded at
Delphi de piratis persequendis (Delphes 3.4.37C).

apxwv refers above all to an independent magistrate, acting under his own
auspices. This sense is forcibly underlined in a speech in Dio Cassius (36.36.3), where
independent dpxovres are contrasted with the bmdpxovres of Pompey proposed in the
lex Gabinia. Similar oppositions can be observed in Appian (BC 2.107.447), where a
contrast is made between &pxw and fryemorevw, and in Plutarch (TG 7.1), where
Gracchus’ position as quaestor is contrasted with that of his commanding officer, or
apxwr.

Consul

As was observed with the noun a@px”n above, so also the verb dpxw may be
applied to the magistracy par excellence, the consulate. This can be seen in the phrase
apxwv karaoradeis uera Khavdiov (Plu. Reg. et Imp. Apophth. 195), and in Plu. Cat.
M3 208769 Fan dHD @IS 55 0N

Gpxw alone may also refer to a tribune (Plu. Cat. Min. 34.fin.776) and to the
praefectus urbi during the Latin festival (Str. 5.3.2[229]).

Praeses

dpxw is used naturally to apply to provincial governors of all ranks. The sense of
“independent authority” which underlies the word is especially appropriate to these
effective rulers of their jurisdictions; it also parallels the use of apxn for provincial
commands observed above (p. 110). The use of dpxwv for provincial governors is
common in literature, notably Aristides, Cassius Dio, Lucian, Philostratus, and
Plutarch. It is perhaps appropriate to see here some influence from the Attic
movement in literature. Note that the verb is extended to equestrian commanders,
(D€ 60.9.5 Lucian, Apel 12,722

dpxovtes in the plural may be used to designate provincial governors as a class,
as for example in the formula oi 7&v émapxeldv mpoearwres dpxovres (Smallwood
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1.380), and in similar expressions in Aristides (26K 31) and Galen (14 K 214).

But dpxwv is not used in formal inscriptions and official titulature to designate
the praeses provinciae. IGRom. 41416 is plainly spurious; the only clear example is
the bilingual IGRom. 1.402, where dptas corresponds to Latin praeses, but which
refers to the special local arrangement in Numidia whereby the legionary commander
also administered the civil government of the province.

A special usage of Philostratus’ demands attention. Herodes Atticus’ position in
Asia is described with the words flpxe T ENevlepwy mohewy (VS 2.1.3); he was
corrector of the free cities, but his relations with the proconsul show that he did not
consider himself subject to him, so that apxw is an entirely appropriate term. This
case then provides a parallel for the government of the brothers Quintilii, who augw
mhs ‘EANddos fpxérny (VS 2.1.10); Groag analysed their positions as those of
corrector and comes.'

Junius Chilo: Chilo is known from Tacitus (Annals 12.21) to have been procurator in
Bithynia. But Dio refers to him as 700 dpéavros gpwr (60.33.6). Dio (or strictly
speaking Xiphilinus) is employing a word otherwise restricted to actual governors.
The reason for this is that Chilo’s activities as recorded by Dio and Tacitus show him
exercising quasi-presidial powers; he is known to have minted coins.? Fergus Millar has
provided parallels for such usurpation of power by certain procurators,’ and in Chilo’s
case, as de facto ruler of his province, there is probably some justification for the verb
apxw.

Glabrio: Aristides (50K 100) appears to refer to one Glabrio with the verb form npxe.
dpxwr is well attested in Aristides in the sense praeses (49K 38, 50K 71, 94), but
because of difficulties in relating the chronology of Aristides to known Glabriones,
Groag proposed to equate Aristides’ friend with the consul of 154 A.D., known from
ILS 1072 as legatus Asiae, claiming that &pxw can be properly applied to a legatus
proconsulis.* There are no parallels in Aristides or contemporary sources for this
interpretation, which makes &pxw refer to a clearly subordinate official. It should be
observed that Aristides correctly describes the role of a legatus proconsulis, with the
usual noun mpeofevtne (50K 85). The problem must be solved either by emendation
of the text or reconsideration of the prosopography.®

Princeps

The use of &pxww for princeps follows naturally both from its common use in
Greek for the first official of a city, and from its application to various Roman
magistrates. The princeps viewed as the first magistrate is consistent with the usage of
the Latin word.

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apxwv is common in this sense in Aelius Aristides [eg 19K 620K 15795K 56,
26K 23, 107) and also occurs in Dio Chrysostom (32.60, 37.34) and in Marcus
Aurelius (3.5.1) and Philostratus (VA 1.27). The expression of the martyr Ignatius 0
apxwv 700 alwvos TovtTov (Rom. 7.1) has much the same sense.

Occasionally expressions such as 6 mdons yns kal [rdons] faldoons dpxwy may
be found in inscriptions (IGRom. 1.901), but such phrases belong as much to the
literary world as to the language of formal documents. dpxwv does not occur in
official titles for the princeps.

Military apxovres

Comparable to the use of apxn for certain military prefectures (p. 110) are a
number of cases where dpxw is applied to military positions, e.g., oi kafearauévor vmo
TV bmdTwr dpxovtes, mpooayopevipevor &€ mpaipextor (Plb. 6.26.5), dealing with
praefecti sociorum. Among later writers, Gpxw is applied to a praefectus equitum
(Plu. Ant. 3.916), to the praefecti praetorio (DC 60.18.3, Hdn. 5.4.2) and to the
praefectus vigilum (DC 58.9.3). It is also employed, though rarely, for a legatus
legionis, apxwv Tdyuaros (Plu. Galb. 10.1057). For these military posts, subordinate
to a degree, dpxw is purely literary, and even among the authors nyeudw is the more
common term.

Local apxovres

As a term common to many Greek states for their eponymous magistracies,
dpxw is naturally applied to the ITviri and IVviri of Roman communities, e.g. at
Naples, dpfac tecodpwy avépwv (IG 14.745), at Rhegium, dpxwr mevrraetnpikos
(IGRom. 1.469) and at Comama apfag v . .. Svavdpiav (SEG 19.830). The Digest
provides a gloss, éav 0 mohews apxwv, T00T' EoTw O oTparyyos (27.1.15.9). An
example in literature is the dispute with Caesar over the treatment of an dpxwv of
Novum Comum (App. BC 2.26).°

apxovtes may, of course, refer to non-Roman figures. For example, the spread
of piracy is attributed by Strabo to the kakia 7w apxovrwr (14.5.2.669); they are
not Roman officials, since Strabo does not employ dpxwv for provincial governors,
but petty local dynasts. This is one of the many places where care must be exercised
to distinguish Roman from purely Greek officials.

5. apxt- compounds

There are several words employing apxt- which are applied to Roman officials.
Some, such as apxuréxTwy for the fabri of the army, are normal terms and require no
special discussion in this chapter.

But a small group of words enjoy the particular distinction of having been

The official public physician of a community was known as its apxwarpos;
IGRom. 1.461 provides a Greek example in the Roman world. In Latin, he was
likewise termed archiater; a number of examples are listed in the Thesaurus Linguae
Latinae, s.v." See however CQ N.S. 21, 1971, p. 262.

In later Latin texts, such as the Codex Theodosianus (12.13) and Cassiodorus
(Var. 4.14), archiater is the title of the emperor’s chief physician, to whom the title
apxwarpds was normally applied in Greek (e.g., IGRom. 4.1086, SEG 6.554, Galen
14K 2). But on inscriptions of the first and second centuries, the imperial physicians
refer to themselves simply as medicus Augusti, as in the case of Xenophon of Cos
(ILS 1841) and the doctors of the imperial family named in ILS 1842-6. It is sensible
to assume, as Dessau did in his index to ILS (vol. 3, p. 416), that men like Xenophon
bore the title archiater Augusti, but examples from the earliest period are scarce.

Egypt

The absorption of the Ptolemaic bureaucracy into the Roman provincial
administrative system produced a number of anomalous terms; characteristically
Egyptian posts such as epistrategos and idios logos take their place in the cursus
honorum of the procuratorial service, and the terms begin to occur in Latin
documents, idios logos for example in ILS 1413-4, 2690.

The use of titles formed with apxt- was extensive in Ptolemaic bureaucracy, with
officials such as the apxtowparopvdaé (OGI 99) and the apxwpviakitns (P. Hib. 73).
Officials with this kind of titulature continue in the Roman period.

apxt- in the Roman context indicates the head of a government bureau, or that
official who was especially associated with the prefect. Not only do we meet such
formations as apxtueralhdpxns but the prefix is also applied to Latin words; thus the
chief archivist became the apxurafeXhdpws, the stator, or messenger, of the prefect
became @apxtordrwp, and the prefect’s groom, by the same pattern, is the
apxtoTpdrwp. Archistator is attested as a Latin word in AE 1958.156 (from
Mauretania). It is clear from P. Oxy. 294 that he was an official concerned with the
introduction of law-cases to the prefect’s court; this interpretation is now confirmed
by P. Oxy. 2754.9. It was this post, as Pflaum observed, that Lucian held and
described in Apology 12.?

Ecclesiastical Latin

In later Latin, words with prefix archi- were not restricted to the administration

6. apxiepeuvs etc.: the priestly colleges

Pontifex Maximus

The most striking fact is that the terminology for pontifex maximus is markedly
different from the expressions employed for the college as a whole. The standard
formulation for the most important Roman priesthood alternates between the simple
and logical apxiepevc and the somewhat redundant apxtepevs péytotos. In publishing
Inscr. Lindos 2,418 (IG 12.1.772), Blinkenberg observed that simple apxtepetic was
usual in the time of Tiberius, to which the inscription belonged, and was not replaced
by apxtepevs uéyioros until a much later date, for which he gave an example from
the time of Claudius Gothicus (SIG> 895).

But there is more overlap between the two terms than Blinkenberg suggested.
Both the long and the short forms were found, for example, in the case of Julius
Caesar. The short form is more frequent lee i IG 2.* 3222, 12,5,1,556), but the
longer version occurs in a text from the Heraeum at Samos (SEG 14.559 = IGRom.
4.1715). The shorter version is used to describe Augustus in the first four Cyrene
Edicts, the longer in the fifth. The short form still occurs sporadically under Claudius
and Nero (e.g., IG 12.2.63, Delphes 3.4.258), but after Vespasian apxLepevs uéytaros
is the regular form in official documents.

In literary authors, there is a variety of expressions for the pontifex maximus.
Plutarch (e.g. Quaest. Rom. 38.273) and Dio (e.g. 53.17.8) tend to prefer the shorter
form. In Appian, the longer form is found at least once (BC 1.16.68). A hybrid
ApPXLEPEVS TWY TorTUpIKwY occurs in Dio (37.37.2).

But it is common in literary texts to find the priesthood described by a
periphrasis. Examples worth attention are 6 marTiyos iepevs (DS 38/9.7), 0 péyoros
Kal TpwT0S TGP lepéwr (Plu. TG 21.834), dpxwv iepcv (App. BC 4.8), iyyeuoviav
Exwv TV lepdwv (DH 3.36.4).

The other pontifices

The most common term for the rest of the college is the transliteration mévripet;
with the exception of the Res Gestae, where simple iepevs is employed,! this is the
only form found in inscriptions. Among the authors, movrupet is frequent in Dio.
Plutarch employs it with an explanatory kaXotuev (Numa 9.65), and Dionysius twice
introduces the transliteration with similar words (1.38.3, 2.73.1).

apxepevs is employed for ordinary members of the college by Dionysius
(1.74.3), iepevs by Appian (BC 4.51.221). Appian also employs a longer expression,

In an explanation of the term pontifex (2.73.3), Dionysius introduces a list of
possible equivalents: iepodidaokados, lepouvnuwY, iE€Povoros, iepodavins, lEpopvAaE.
Of these, lepopavrns is the word regularly employed by Dionysius; it also occurs in
other authors. iepourfuwy occurs twice in Dionysius outside the list in 2.73.3; this
fact, as well as the sense of the word, makes it likely that the tepouvnuoves of Strabo
(5.3.2[230]) are pontifices, rather than fratres arvales as sometimes proposed.? The
other words in Dionysius’ list do not occur elsewhere. In other passages, he describes
pontifices as émiokomos (2) and eEnynTns (2) iepcv (9.40.4; 8.56.4).

Augures

In all inscriptions, including the Res Gestae, the transliteration alryovp is regular.
Among literary authors, it is found in Plutarch, generally with an explanatory phrase.

There are a number of purely literary versions. Dio invariably employs
oiwriwoThe. This term occurs in Dionysius also, but olwvouarrs, olwromohos and
olwookoémos are alternative versions for augur in the Ant. Rom.

The periphrasis ol én’ oiwvois lepeis is found twice in Plutarch.

VII and X Vviri

The normal version is simply oi énra dvdpes, ol dekamevre iepels, or something
similar. This pattern may be found in most inscriptions, the Res Gestae, and Dio
Cassius.

[n certain inscriptions, an individual has produced a more elegant or more
precise version: a stone dedicated by the sophist Damianus refers to oi émuelovuevot
iep v oi mevtekaidexa Gvdpes (ILS 8830); Julius Severus of Ancyra is honoured with
a phrase very close to the Latin idiom, lepevs mevTekaldéxardpos Eml iEpoToLLY
(IGRom. 3.172).

Transliteration is not uncommon for these positions. 0€TTEUOVLY ETOVALVOUN is
familiar from the monuments of Julius Quadratus at Pergamon (IGRom. 4.373-390).
Kuwdek (uovtp is less common, but also well established.

Where a simple form like oi mevrekaidexa &wdpes was not adequate, a fuller
periphrasis might be employed, such as the phrase oi Ta ZiBvA\ela EmorenToperol
(App. Hann. 56.233), for the purpose of clarification.

As in the case of the pontifices and augures, the language of Dionysius shows
considerable variation. ¢ulakes (6.17.3) appear to be Iviri sac. fac. iepopavns
(3.67.3) means, as usual, pontifex; but in the same passage we learn that the
punishment for Vestal Virgins as devised by Tarquin was discovered after his death in
the Sibylline books by oi & iepciv Enynral. The context would seem to require the
presence of the ITviri sac. fac., guardians of those books, but elsewhere (8.56.4) the
very same phrase is used for the pontifices. A possible solution is to understand the

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passage in Book 3 to mean ‘“the pontifices say these judgements were found in the
Sibylline books,” without making any statement as to who found them there.,

In a number of inscriptions, Regilla is named as ‘Hpwdov dmdrov yuvaika tod
e&nynTod (IG 2? 4072). There are difficulties in making this refer to an Athenian
exegete, and Oliver proposed, partly on the basis of Dionysius (3.67.3), the possibility
that Herodes was XVvir sac. fac.® The argument is weak. First, the evidence for the
meaning [lvir sac. fac. for Enynrng in the passage of Dionysius is far from conclusive.
Second, there were a number of clear, established, and not inelegant versions of XVvir
in existence, and Herodes cannot be shown to have differed radically from standard
fromulations in inscriptions of an official nature such as SIG3 858 — certainly not as
radically as the equation of &&nynrne with X Vvir, with its literary allusion and the
conceivable confusion with an Attic office.

The lesser colleges

Here also, the commonest formula is simple transliteration; 'Apovdli and
ZdMwos are the only versions attested for Arvalis and Salius, and for the sodales of
various emperors, 006aAts (with a variant spelling with omega) is the most usual form
in inscriptions.

But there are more careful, even elegant, versions of sodalis to be found in
inscriptions. The most complex is that produced by the sophist Damianus,
Avrwrwiavos Obnpavos €k TWr ovrKaTnélwuérwy GATaTw iepeds (ILS 8830), but
an inscription honoring Popilius Carus Pedo, reriunuévos iepwotvy ) mepl Oeov
‘Adpiavov (Ephes. 3.28) is almost as distinctive. There are also versions employing
iepevs: lepels "Avrwrwiavds (AE 1958.15), describing Civica Barbarus, and iepeis év
T0is AlryovoTahiow (IG 5.2.151) in the case of Pompeius Theophanes Macrinus.

In literary sources, Oaowrns and ovriepevs are employed by Dio Cassius alone.
Also worth attention is the use of éraipos in the Res Gestae.

Local priesthoods

The iepeis and apxiepeis of the emperors in Greek communities do not
represent a translation of a Latin term (see introduction, p. x). Severi Aug. in Latin
communities do not appear to have had precise Greek equivalents.

7. abtokpatwp and faci\evs: imperator

The equation of abrokpdrwp with imperator was an exact one, which extended
to nearly all the uses of the Latin word. Dio Cassius, in his discussion of the
praenomen imperatoris (43.44.2), shows that, for him, abroxpdrwp could be used
both for the praenomen, for a salutation of a commander by his troops, and in a
general sense, “commander with imperium.”

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Dictator

The Greek meaning of the word, “with full powers,” was equally applicable to
the Roman dictator, and abrokpdrwp (sometimes as an adjective qualifying
orparnyds) occurs with the sense dictator in Polybius (3.86.7) and Diodorus Siculus
(12.64.1). Except for one example of abrokpdrwp apxn (App. BC 1.16.67), this
sense does not occur in the imperial period. In general, the loan-word SikTaTwp was
used for the distinctively Roman office, and it is found as early as Polybius (3.86.7, et
al.).

) oTparnYos abrokpdrwp is attested as the Greek version of the dictator (chief
magistrate) of the Latin cities (AE 1966.165).

Acclamations by troops

There are many examples of the use of abrokpdrwp for the acclamation of a
general as imperator by his troops in the republican period, e.g. Phleg. Trall. (F. Gr.
fist 257 F 1212, DCife. 57.11, DH'9.3.4, App. BC 2.44.178. The verbs used for
“acclaim” are avayopevw and ovouasecbat.

“Dux cum imperio”

The best example of this usage, where stress is laid on the independent imperium
of a commander, is the witticism of Pompey when undergoing inspection as a knight,
bp’ Euavtey abrokpdropt (Plu. Pomp. 22, Reg. et Imp. Apophth. 204). In Dio Cassius
(42.57.4) we are told that Scipio abrokpdrwp fpxe the Pompeian armies; here the
meaning is confirmed by Bell. Afr. 4, “unus est Scipio imperator hoc tempore populi
Romani,” and by Appian (BC 2.44.178). In formal inscriptions, the sense “dux cum
imperio” may be observed in IG 7.413, abTokpdTwp QUTOKPATOPES TE NUETEPOL.

The sense cum imperio may be seen in a number of cases where abrokparwp is
applied as an adjective, as in abrokpdrwp fyepovia (DC 36.36.3) and in the complex
form oTparnyos atrokparwp used by a number of authors for a republican imperator
(e.g., Plu. Pomp. 61, Jos. AJ 19.249, App. BC 3.25.93, DC 36.23.4, 51.24.4, Memnon
[F. Gr. Hist. 434] F 29.5).

Imperator as a title on republican inscriptions

The title abroxkparwp is applied to the following Roman commanders:

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M. Licinius Crassus is called av@imaros kai avTokparTwp in IG 2%.4118, although
it is specifically stated by Dio (51.25.2) that he was denied the title,

The title [abrokpdropa av]@ima[rov] is restored in the case of Sex. Aelius Catus
in Hesperia 32, 1963, p- 37, no. 34, with the explanation, “as general in charge of so
extensive an operation, Aelius could have legitimately carried the title imperator.”
This is simply wrong: by the time of Aelius (cos. 4 B.C.), Roman generals outside the
imperial family are not granted the title. A restoration such as Oliver’s [Makedovias
av|Ovma[tov] should be accepted.' The same assumption, that the title abrokpdrwp
may be assigned to a major provincial governor qua governor may be seen in the
comments of the editor on Samothrace 2.1.18 (p- 18), “the dedication was made
when he was governor (abrokpdrwp).”?

Other uses of abrokpdrwp in the republican period

The sense “with full powers” means that abTOKPATWp may occasionally be
applied in cases where the Roman official is neither imperator nor dictator. For
example, Plutarch employs Sekadapxia avTokparopwy avdpv (Cic. 12.860) to
describe the Xuviri proposed in the lex agraria of 63 B.C., and Pompey’s position as
curator annonae is described by Appian (BC 2.18.67) as aryopds abrokpdrwp.

abTokpaTwp as a title of the emperor

The use of abrokpdrwp in formal imperial titulature is so common that further
illustration is not necessary. A couple of examples show the title used even when it
had not been formally adopted by the emperor. It is known from Suet. Tib. 26, that
the emperor refused the title imperator; yet abTokpdTwp is applied as a praenomen in
SIG® 791 B, and in a Cypriot oath of allegiance to Tiberius (JRS 50, 1960, p.79), there
is a lacuna on the stone of just the right length to admit the insertion of abrokpdrwp
in the imperial title, as though the loyal Cypriots were leaving a space on the stone,
just in case the emperor might change his mind.

abTokpdaTwp as a general term for the emperor

As with the Latin imperator, abrokpdrwp became a useful general word to
describe the emperor. This may be best observed in a bilingual text from Delphi (SIG?
827), where Trajan is called in Latin optimus princeps and in Greek 0 uéytorog
abrokparwp. Such a general use of abTokpdrwp is common in Josephus (AJ 18.32)
and Philo (Leg. 32.277, 44.352). This use of abrokpdrwp for princeps replaces
NYEMWY (see p. 144): in a decision of Hadrian’s, precedents are offered as acts
done im0 7Y Tpo éuob abrokpardpwr (Smallwood 2.333); Claudius (Smallwood
1.370.69) and Nero (IG 7.2713) had spoken of oi mpo &uod fryeudves.

By the second century A.D., abrokpdrwp as a general word for “emperor’’ came

example, always used abrokpdrwp and never facihevs, in other writers both terms
are used indiscriminately, as in a phrase in Philostratus (VS 1.24 fin.), 'Adpiavos
abTokpdrwp . . . EmrndeldTaTos T facthéwv. Both words are found in such authors
as Appian, Aristides, Dio Chrysostom, Galen, Herodian and Lucian.

abTokpdrwp had the disadvantage that there were no natural and generally
acceptable derivatives. Although abrokpdrwp might be used as an adjective with apxn
to translate principatus, neologisms such as abrokparopevw, abrokparopia, and
abrokparopukos occur only occasionally, and not in formal inscriptions or in the most
careful authors. Established derivatives of faot\evs tended to fill this gap.

Baci\evs

Baoihevs, the title par excellence of the Hellenistic monarchs, never in the
central period entered the official language of Rome; not until well into the
Byzantine period would a Roman emperor style himself in formal documents
Bao\evs ‘Pwpaiwr (e.g. SEG 15.464). This avoidance of fagihevs in official
language is amusingly illustrated in the minutes of a cognitio of Caracalla (SEG
17.759). In the discussion of the reasons for bringing the case to the imperial court,
the emperor himself asks (v. 30), “&ni 700 abrokparopos péupoual o€, pnow:” This is
answered by the lawyer (v. 38), “aywrifopar mapd eboefestdrw Lacihel kai
dueaor],” a nice distinction between the formal language employed by the emperor
and the Graeca adulatio of the lawyer.

Baoihevs is applied to the emperor in verse as early as the time of Augustus, in a
poem of Antipater of Thessaly (AP 10.25). But in prose, fagtAevs is not employed
before the second century.

For this reason, it is unlikely that in Plutarch de Tranquillitate animi 6.467,
Baotheis refers to the emperors; the old kings are meant.? Eventually, as faot\evs was
applied to the emperors, the transliteration pf¢ had to be introduced for kings (e.g.
Lyd. Mag. 1.2).

But derivatives of fagt\evs are in use by the time of Plutarch. facthedw occurs
in the case of Vespasian ([Plu.] Amatorius 25.771), Baowhikos is used for the gardens
of Lucullus (Plu. Lucull. 39.518). Josephus twice employs faci\étdw to describe
would-be emperors (BJ 1.5, 4.546), and speaks of the faoi\eia of Vespasian (BJ
5.409).

Paoihevs and related words begin to occur in inscriptions, though not yet in
formal titulature, about the time of Hadrian. Notable examples are a dedication to
Zafewa fagihooa from Megara (IG 7.73), a deciee of the Panhellenes dated to
131-138 A.D. which reads (line 9): [U7]d Te Paoc\éwr abrokpardpwy and a
dedication naming Hadrian Seomérne Paciheds ETUpareéoTaros veos AgkAnTLOS
(IGRom. 4.341). Examples gradually increase during the second century (e.g. IG

faoihéus becomes more frequent under the Severi (IG 2%. 1076, P. Oxy. 2476,
IGRom. 3.341, 4.926). In these examples it appears to belong more closely to the
formal language of state. Finally, faou\evs is linked with the formal imperial titles in
two inscriptions of Gordian III, 70v feweidbéararor faoihéa avrokpdropa Kaloapa
(IG 5.1.572), and abrokpdropa Kaioapa . .. Tov ayabov kai eboefn faoiléa (Ephes.
4.3.36).1

From the third century on, Pfacthevs becomes increasingly common in both
inscriptions and literature. But it never entirely replaces abrokparwp; Zosimus, for
example, occasionally (e.g. 1.5.3) employs abrokpdrwp as a variant for his more usual
Baothevg.

8. BovAn, oV yKANTOGS: senatus

The formal, official, translation is ovykAn7ros (1). This word is in origin an
adjective, presumably with the noun fovAn understood, as it is in Aristotle (Pol.
1275b8) and Polybius (10.18.1) in the case of a Carthaginian institution, or in Achaea
(Plb. 29.24.6).

But fovAn does not occur in the earliest examples, as in a decree of Lampsacus
(SIG® 591), in which already, by 196 B.C., xpnuarioas () ouykAnT¢ is a sufficient
indication of the Roman senate. On occasion, a fuller expression, n Pwpaiwy
ovykAnTos or something similar, may be employed for clarification (e.g., Delphes
3.4.43, Memnon [F. Gr. Hist. 434] F 22.5), but in general ovykAn7os became so
distinctively Roman in reference that no further qualification was required by authors
or on inscriptions.

Not infrequently in the imperial period, the senate may be qualified as iepa or
tepwrarn (IGRom. 3.1274) or even feds ovykAnros (IGRom. 4.522), which fits in
well with cults of fea ‘Peoun and of the divi Caesares. It is nevertheless astonishing to
find the term iepd ovykAnTos in the writings of Justin Martyr (Apol. 1.1, [Migne PG
6.328]).

In both Marius (35.425) and Sulla (8.456), Plutarch refers to a bodyguard of
knights, termed by Marius his ar7iovykAn7os. This appears not to have been a rival
claimant to the title of senate, like the group associated with Sertorius, who simply
assumed the title senatus, but a force raised to oppose the senate. Its Latin title, if it
ever had one, was probably antisenatus: Latin contra does not have the same
flexibility in composition as Greek avri.?

The full form ovykAnros BovAn is not found in the earliest documents, but

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occurs in a number of texts and literary works, mostly of the second century A.D., or
later.

In literature, oUykAnTos fovAn is most common in Herodian (9 examples, e.g.
1.2.2). It also occurs in Philostratus (VS 2.10.589, 2.13.605), Pausanias (2.27.6),
Memnon (F. Gr. Hist. 434 F 18.6), the Plutarchan Parallela Minora (32.313d), and in
lamblichus Babyloniaca (Ep. Phot. 10). Among later authors it occurs in a passage of
John of Antioch (discussed in Historia 14, 1965, p. 244), which John alleges to have
been derived from Diodorus and Plutarch, and in Eusebius (HE 8.14.2). IGRom.
3.883, a verse inscription from Tarsus, should be included in the literary examples.

Documentary texts which employ otykAnros fovAn are Dig. 16.1.2.3 (a rescript
of Septimius Severus), IG 12.1.786 (from Lindos) and JRS 59 (1969) 55-58 (a letter
of Gordian I1I from Aphrodisias). All these texts, literary and documentary, belong to
the second or third century, and a high proportion to the period of the Severi. It is
possible that otrykAnros Bovhn is a form encouraged by the Atticism of that period.?

The adjective ovykAnTikée is the standard version of sematorius in formal
documents (e.g. SIG® 879, 881, Cyr. Ed. 5.110). It most frequently functions as a
noun, the equivalent of senator. This may be seen most clearly in bilingual texts
where senator is the Latin equivalent (e.g., Mon. Anc. Gr. 13.21, IG 12.5.1.132 =
SIG® 881).

ovykAnTikos is found in a wide variety of authors, such as Posidonius (F. Gr.
Hist, 87) 111.6 (= DS 34/5.25.1}, Plutarch (Galb, 9.1057, CG 5.837, Sulla 30.471),
Epictetus (1.2.19, 1.23.26), Josephus (AJ 19.89) and Diodorus (20.36.5). It is
interesting to find a neologism of this type used by Lucian (Alex. 25 [2.234]). The
adjective is used as a variant for the normal 8éyua cvykAiTov in Inscr. Priene 120,
[60yua ov]ykAnTikow.

The neologism ovykAnTikos could be avoided. The expression 7&w amo
ovYKANTOV occurs as early as P. Teb. 334 (late II a.), at a date when, presumably,
ovykAnTikos had not yet been formed. A similar periphrasis occurs in Polybius
(3.97.1) and in a number of later authors (Nic. Dam. [F. Gr. Hist. 90] F 126, Philo
Lep: 11,75 ‘Ple Rom, 159 624 Hdn, 791, 7.1 1.1

Local Senates

ovykAnTos is employed for the local ordo of Velia in a bilingual text (SEG
18.417) where the Latin has senatus. Similarly in the case of the Latin town of
Lanuvium we learn of decrees of the otykAnros (AE 1966.165). As Naples and
Agrigentum had gvykAnTot before the Roman period it is possible that ovykAnToc was
a term of Greek Italy, and that even the Roman ovykAnroc reflects the local
vocabulary of Magna Graecia.*

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Ideally, BovAn is used for the local body, ovykAnToc for the Roman senate. This
pattern is generally observed in formal documents with the exception of the Italian
examples noted above. Examples include acta of the fouAn of Puteoli (IGRowm.
1.421), and a 8éypa Povhfs of Palmyra (IGRom. 3.1056). fovhevrns similarly refers
to local senators in formal documents, and in bilingual texts (e.g., IG 14.2532, AE
1961.213) decurio occurs as the Latin equivalent.

But there are occasions when PovAn is applied to the Roman senate. It is used
three times in this sense in the Cyrene Edicts (e.g., 5.90). IGRom. 3.209 names an
official mpooraxfeic vmo 7hs ... PovAfis and similar language can be restored in
IGRom. 1.1452. A senatusconsultum quoted by Josephus (A] 13.260) includes the
formula fovAnw guvnyayer.

In literary works, PfovAn is quite frequently applied to the Roman senate,
sometimes with an explanatory Pwpaiwv. Examples include Aelian (NA 15.19),
Lucian (Demonax 18), Pausanias (7.11.5) and Philo (Flacc. 6.40). Slight variants are
recorded in Philostratus (VA 4.42) and Aristides (Argument to Apellas [30K]).

Bovhn is used like otrykAnroc in formulae of the type 7ic 7w €k T PovAns.
These may be found in Aelian (NA 13.21), Appian (Hann. 18.79), Aristides (48K 48),
Arrian (Anab. 3.5.7), Pausanias (5.20.8) and Plutarch (TG 18.833). Josephus employs
a cumbersome formula of the same type in AJ 18.1.

Derivatives such as fovAela, Bovhevtns, fovhevrikos, fovhevw and fovAnyopéw
may be found in many authors, and were a useful and elegant alternative to the rather
clumsy forms derived from ovUykAn7oc; but none of these words is found in
documents of an official character.

Another alternative form for the senate was to use fovAevTnptor, by metonymy
of the place for the institution.

Yepovo la

The Greek word closest in meaning to senatus was not in fact commonly applied
to it. Some instances are little more than explanations of the Roman word, as in
Plutarch (Rom. 13.24, an seni sit. ger. r. p. 10.789) and Dionysius (2.12.3). It occurs
in other contexts in Plutarch (e.g., Caes. 28.721), and with some frequency in Cassius
Dio (e.g. fr. 11.4). Other authors who use it include Appian (Afr. 35.149), Aristides
(26K 90) and Diodorus Siculus (14.113.7). Among later writers, Zosimus employs
yepovoia as the regular version of senatus (e.g., 1.7.2).

In local government yepovoia refers not to a local ordo, but to a special body,
termed gerusia also in Latin texts, with primarily religious functions; a member of
such a body is called a yepovataorns.®

oUVEdpLoY

ourédpiov is applied by Polybius (1.11.1) to the Roman senate. It is a favorite

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word of Dionysius’, occurring either alone (4.8.2, 4.38.3) or in explanatory phrases,
such as owédpwov s ~yepovaias (6.9.1), PBovAevtikor ovvédpov (1.74.1) and
ouvédplov Bovdns (4.72.2, 4.75.4). In the first century B.C., ovvédpuor is used for
senatus by Posidonius (F. Gr. Hist. 87F 111 b), in Diodorus Siculus (29.9.1) and in
Nicolaus of Damascus (F. Gr. Hist. 90F 130.23). Examples are rarer after the
Augustan age, but include one instance in Appian (Mith. 14.47), three in the
Plutarchan corpus (Cat. Maj. 3, Cat. Min. 58, Fort. Rom. 4), one in Aristides (19K 1),
an occasional example in Dio (e.g., 44.10.3), and two in Herodian (2.3.2, 2.12.4 —
but these may refer to the senate-house rather than the body of senators). The related
form ovvedpos for semator occurs in Dionysius, who employs it freely (e.g. 5.60.3,
5.69.2, 6.23.2) and Diodorus Siculus (20.36.4, 40.5a).

The restricted use of ovrédptor and oUvedpos came about because increasingly
during the empire they needed to be employed as technical versions of consilium and
consiliarius.

9. 8(e)ifos, Oeog, Getos: divus

“It is notorious,” according to Wilcken,! “that the Greeks lacked the idea of
divus and consequently expressed it by feds.” It is certainly the case that divus is
regularly expressed by feds, but the significant fact is not that the Greeks lacked the
idea of divus, but that the particular development of the Latin root *deiuos had no
parallel in Greek. *Deiuos produced, by a process of normal phonetic change, a noun
with a nominative deus and a genitive divi. This anomalous form was eliminated by
the development of two distinct substantives, deus (gen. dei) and divus (gen. divi).
The distinction between the two was primarily syntactical; divus tended to occur
rather more frequently than deus in adjectival functions. Only after the deification of
Julius did Latin, with two substantives meaning “‘god,” specialise divus in the new
sense “deified.”? Virtually contemporary Greek sources, while employing the noun
fedc, made many attempts to capture the “idea of divus” by means of periphrases.

Diodorus Siculus, for example (1.4.7, et al.), indicates the new idea with the
expression 0 bia Tas mpdiels mpooayopevdels feds to describe Julius. Later, Cassius
Dio, who as a senator had observed the deification of Pertinax, employed a number of
terms such as nuifeos and Hpwe to capture the concept of divus. Similarly, Appian
employed iodfeos and Philostratus Oeoméoiog, an adjective which he also applied to
Plato. The sense “more than human’ was as appropriate for the philosopher as for the
deified emperor.

feds remains nonetheless the standard version of divus. Augustus’ title divi filius
is expressed by Oeol vids (e-g. IG 22.3224-3232); in Egypt the pattern is varied with
Oeos éx Beod (SB 8895). Later emperors’ titles followed the same pattern.

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The standard formulation is simple fedg, but a number of documents employ the
slight variant 0 & Geois. Two of these, an inscription from Lindos (/G 12.1.786) and a
letter of Gordian at Aphrodisias (JRS 59, 1969, pp- 55-58), also employ the formula
oUYKANTOS Bovln (see p. 122). A bilingual inscription of Claudian date (ILS 5883)
turns divus by the fuller form 6 &movpdrios Geds. All these may be regarded as
attempts in documentary writing to represent “the idea of divus,” similar to the
attempts of literary authors with words like Geoméooc.

The adjective eios could have been employed, providing an linguistic equation
Oetos: Oeos :: divus: deus. But the adjective was never very popular. The earliest
example is in Josephus (AJ 19.289 and in the ancient summary of Book 19), and
there are a few examples scattered among both documents and literary authors; in
particular it appears that feios or its superlative fewoTaros was the standard translation
for divus in the Digest. But the application of both the simple and superlative forms
of the adjectives to the emperor while still alive lessened their usefulness as a version
of divus.

A recently discovered inscription from Lebedus reads as follows:3

1 BovAn kal o dnuos n Bovln kai [0 dnuoc]
Aeiporv Kaloapa AeBiav Ze[faonv]

The commentary on the inscription discusses the novelty of calling Augustus divus
Caesar, but does not enlarge on the transliteration of the Latin word. It is not without
parallel.

The word 6i8os for a square on a dicing-board in an obscure poem of the
sixth-century writer Agathias (AP 9.482) should probably be explained in terms of
Latin divus. But more important is Dio Cassius’ account of the deification of Caesar
(44.6.4), kal TéNos Ala e abrov &wricpus Tovhor Tpoonydpevoar kai vaov Eyvwaoap.
This seems to indicate that Dio thought there was an actual equation of Jupiter and
Julius, but Aia ’lovhor must in reality go back to divus Iulius.* An equation of
Augustus and Zeus was made formally at Aphrodisias (MAMA 8.431) and in Egypt
(e.g., IGRom. 1.1117), but the similarity in form between the forms of the Greck
name Zeus and the Latin adjective divus underlies, in all probability, dedications such
as that to Awtl Kaioapt (IGRom. 4.885) and imperial titulature such as Kaioapos
Abrokpatopos @eod vids Aws Zefaorol (AE 1938.136). This is not to deny actual
equation with Zeus in any given example, but rather to suggest that the equation was
encouraged by the similarity in form of divus to many forms of the divine name.

The range of official orders, instructions and decisions is covered in Greek by a
variety of terms, some precisely equivalent to a Roman technical term, others vaguer
and more general. For each Roman term there is one technical, exact, version and a
number of variants. There is also the problem that the terms may overlap; even where
in both Greek and Latin a precise technical term is employed, a rescript may embody
a judicial decision or decretum, or conversely a decision of the emperor which might
be appropriately termed a constitutio might subsequently be published and
proclaimed, and hence be viewed as an edict.

Rescripts

avtrypagn, with the related verb avriypdgw is the formal equivalent. This is
clear from the sense of the word and from its regular use in the Greek sections of the
Digest (e.g., 27.1.14.3, 27.1.15.3, 49.1.2). It is attested in a wide variety of official
documents, but in no author more literary than Justin Martyr.

amokpwa, though it strictly means responsum, refers primarily to written replies,
as in the extensive list of such replies published in SB 9526. The secretary émi
amokpiudrwy will have been chiefly concerned with the administration of written
rescripta.

Less exact terms include words for “letter” such as émtoroAn and ypduuara. In
Robert, Et. Anat. 303, unre 8oyua ovyk\prov unte didrakis unre Oela EmoToln, the
reference is probably to a rescriptum on a specific point rather than an unsolicited
letter, though it may be the kind of generalis epistula addressed to a number of
different persons mentioned by Ulpian (Dig. 11.4.1.2) (on the sense of generalis,
opposed to personalis, see Justinian Inst. 1.2.6).

The rescript, often containing a legal decision of the emperor, could also be
described with terms appropriate to that decision. Thus in a rescript of Antoninus
Pius to the koinon of Thrace (Dig. 49.1.1.2), &av émworel\p Tic nuiv & 8w
avTrYpapwuey nueis 0Ty, brdpfer . .. emkaleiobal mpos ThHy amopdow the line
between the emperor’s rescriptum (avTiypdéw) and the semtentia or comstitutio
(amogaots) (see p. 130) contained in it is impossible to draw. Similarly a precedent
which is cited as a 8drakis (constitutio) of Hadrian begins with the phrase “imp.
Hadrianus Vitrasioni Pollioni legato Lugdunensis,” the standard introductory formula
for a rescripe.

It would be false to consider that in these cases anopaocts or Siarafs were in any
way equivalents of rescriptum; the same document can be viewed in two different
ways, and hence described by two precise, but not necessarily exclusive, terms. This
would be so in Latin documents, without the question of translation intervening.

Mandata

The formal equivalent is év7ohai. The reference to a BBA\iov EvToA@Y in Lucian
(Laps. 13) is decisive, as are such expressions as axohovfws Taic evrolaic (IGRom.
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4.572) and avaldyws taisc 100 Wéuyavros évrolais (Smallwood 1.231 b). A
quotation &€& érToAwv of Domitian to a procurator is provided in IGLSyr. 5.1998.
The equation of the two terms is also illustrated by the évrolal of the senate,
composed by Cicero and sent to Antony (App. BC 3.61.252); they are called by
Cicero senatus mandata. Other examples of évrohal include IGRom. 4.902, Sherk
11.6, 18.61, Philo Flacc. 10.74, Hdn. 3.5.5, Memnon (F. Gr. Hist. 434) F 27.1, DC
53.15.4, Josephus AJ 18.304, and IGRom. 4.336.

Both Philo and Josephus use mpdotayua and mpdoratic for imperial instructions
to Herod (AJ 15.330) and Petronius (AJ 18.279, Leg. 31.218), where either the
context, or an association with é&w7oAn suggests mandata rather than simple
commands. The sense mandata may also be present in the phrase hoytworedwr ék felac
mpooTdéews (SEG 2.410). But in general the use of these two words is not technical;
their non-technical uses are discussed below (p. 131).

Edicta

Plutarch (Marcell. 24 fin. 312), and a comparison of the bilingual SB 1010 with
P. Oxy. 1201, provide a firm basis for the precise and technical equation of Sudrayua
and edictum.

Sudtayua is employed for the edicta of officials of all levels; tribunes (Plu. Ant.
5.918); praefecti of Egypt (OGI 665); proconsuls (SEG 19.684); and the emperor
(EJ? 322).

The edictum is recognisable by the form of its introduction, (6 dewa) Aéyet or
kehevel (as opposed to a verb such as kpiet in a decretum). This pattern may be
observed in the edict of Julius Alexander (OGI 669) and other texts (SB 8072, IG
5.1.1147). An edictum may be further characterised by its being published (propono,
cf. Just. Inst. 1.2.7), for which Greek employs 7ifinut or a derivative. ddrayua with
this formula may be observed both in literature (e.g., Hdn. 7.12.2) and inscriptions
(OGI 665 11).

An opposition is made in documentary texts between informal and private
ypdupara or émwrohal, and the formal and public dtdrayua. This is clear in P. Oxy.
1408, kal 8 eTépwr Ypaupdrwy TpooTaéas . . . viv 8¢ duurdyuart fefarwoal . . . T
wuny (v, 11, 14), and in SEG 7.135 and IGRom. 3.565. In literary works, a
similar opposition is made by Philo (Leg. 38.301) and Plutarch (Pomp. 13.625).

The legal decision or constitutio of Caracalla concerning citizenship was then
published throughout the world, as in the example we possess (P. Giss. 1.40). Hence it
may be described legitimately as rovro 70 StdTayua, as an edictum.

Other terms for edicta

Plutarch (Marcellus 24) offers dudypaupa as an alternative to Sudrayua or the
transliteration #8ukrov, and it is found frequently in his work, a typical example being
the futile Swrypdupara of Bibulus as consul (Pomp. 48.664). Other authors who
employ &ubypapua are: Appian, who refers to a &udypaupa of Antony (BC
2.126.525) and to the edict of proscription issued by the triumvirs, called Tovrw 7@
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durypaupart (BC 4.11.42) and beginning with Xéyet; Josephus, one of whose
dwrypapuara is marked by a characteristic 7nut derivative (AJ 19.160), and another
is also called Sudrayua (AJ 19.279); and Polybius (22.10.6).

Dionysius suggested Suaypagn and émitaryua as translations of edictum (5.73.1).
Siaypapn does not occur elsewhere; but émirayua also has the sense edictum in
Appian (BC 2.138.574). Its sensc in other cases is rather “orders’ or “impositions.”
L. Robert is correct in denying the word any official character (Ant. Class. 35, 1966,
p. 406).

66yua is employed in Ev. Luc. 2.1, for the proclamation establishing a census;
the Vulgate has edictum. Interestingly, Josephus provides a parallel (BJ 1.393, AJ
14.240) for the use of a word whose sense is that of a “decision” for something closer
to an order.

éxlepa is employed for an edictum in OGI 664, which is introduced by the
characteristic Aéyet; the association of the word with the verb rifnuc strengthens the
equation. Phrynichus’ criticism of the word on literary grounds in confirmed by the
fact that it is indeed found in no literary text.

SehToypagnua seems to refer to an edict in OGI 458.62, and is interpreted in
the same sense in an inscription from Aphrodisias by L. Robert, Ant. Class. 35, 1966,
p. 406. The emphasis in this word is on the physical document containing the edict.

The Bénnua of Caesar which brought Ignatius to Rome may possibly have been
an edict, but probably no more was involved than a military command to a soldier
(seetpumlial )

Tpoypauud, the term which Phrynichus suggests as an acceptable replacement
for the “barbarous” ékfeua is not common, although on two occasions (DC 65.1.4,
Philo Flacc. 8.54) it is employed with the characteristic Tifnue.

The etymologically related mpoypagn may occasionally mean edictum, but it is
basically a general word for a public notice. It is the normal word for the proscription
notices of Sulla and the triumvirate.

mapayyeua and mpdorayua may include edictum in their semantic sphere, but
they are essentially non-technical words.

J. H. Oliver’s account of a long text from Athens (Marcus Aurelius 35-7) shows
that the text is in he form of a letter and is described as an €moTOAN; but it contains
detailed instructions, and so may be viewed as an edictum. He views it as a generalis
epistula (see Dig. 11.4). But as it contains the legal resolution of a number of appeals
to the emperor, it could be viewed as an imperial constitutio. The text is a good
illustration of the way such terms may overlap.

Decreta

émikpyia appears to have been the formal Greek equivalent of decretum, though
less clearly than in the equation of ddrayua and edictum.

The precise sense of “judicial decision” may be observed in the émixpiua mepi
agvlias of the proconsul Isauricus (Inscr. Perg. 8.3.1) or the émikpwua mepi Siagopés
of Pompey’s legate in Cyrene (JRS 52, 1962, pp- 99-100). In the second case, decretum
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occurs in a Latin document which may belong to the same series of enactments,
published on p. 98 of the same article. A restoration of L. Robert in a text from
Aphrodisias (Ant. Class. 35,1966, p. 406) provides an opposition between émikpia and
words for edictum. He reads ta ¢p\dvlpwna kal SeAtoypapnuara kal émkplluara.
dehToypdgmua can only be an edictum; émikpypa should be decretum to avoid
tautology. But in many cases émikpwa is interpreted by many scholars as edictum; F.
Millar interprets examples in OGI 669.28, I.Cret. 1.29.1, p. 305, and Smallwood
1.380 in this way (JRS 56, 1966, p. 163). This is probably incorrect, but it illustrates
how terms for decreta and edicta can become confused in scholars’ minds. The reason
is the fact that the terms may overlap; an edictum may embody a judicial decision
and hence be described with a term appropriate to such a decision. Petronius’ appeal
to the Jews (AJ 19.305-6) uses both Swdrayua and émikpya for one and the same
enactment. In Cyrene Edict 4.69, Augustus refers to his own edict, clearly marked as
such by the characteristic verb Aéyet, with the phrase 700 éuov émwcpiuaros; émikpua
is also used in Cyrene Edict 3.59 for the precedent of a decision by Julius.

kpipa is employed in a few examples in essentially the same way as émixpiua.
Josephus (AJ 14.321) offers an opposition between decrees (kpiuara) and edicts
(Sardyuara); Bowersock (Augustus 161) correctly analyses kpiua in IG 9.2.1042 as a
“judicial decision” but is wrong to distinguish it from an émikpwa.

dudtais, which means primarily constitutio, may include decretum in its range
of reference, see below.

Senatorial “decisions” are normally 8dyuara. The usual Latin term is consultum,
but decretum is also applied; the two words should be viewed as synonymous.' The
note on ouykAnTov Soyua in the Loeb edition of Josephus, commenting on AJ
13.261, in which the two terms are distinguished, is misleading.’

Constitutio

Constitutio is a general term for a judicial decision of the emperor. Its meaning is
expressed in Justinian (Inst. 1.2.6):

quodcumque igitur imperator per epistulam constituit vel cognoscens
decrevit vel edicto praecepit, legem esse constat; haec sunt quae constitu-
tiones vocantur,

The Greek word which is used for this specialised term is Sudrafic. The
association of the two words may be seen in IGRom. 4.336 and 337. A reference to
constitutionem meam in the Latin of 336 appears to be taken up by the heading
duarais (Tpawavod) of 337.

Saratews of the emperor quoted as precedent include P. Strass. 22, SIG® 876
and BGU 1022. Suaratews of the emperors are frequently quoted as precedent in the
Digest (e.g., 27.1.2.8, 27.1.15.1, 27.1.15.7).

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Sardfews of persons other than the emperor should be viewed as decreta, as in
the decision of a proconsul of Macedonia (JHS 33, 1913, p. 338). The dardfews of
Pompey and Lucullus confirmed (Plu. Pomp. 48) or nullified (Plu. Lucull. 36) by the
senate may be their decreta, or perhaps better, their acta in general.

duitafic may also refer to private dispositions. This may be seen in the case of
Vibius Salutaris, whose tardgets provide benefactions to the city of Ephesus which
are ratified (émwvpow) by the legatus proconsulis (Inscr. Brit. Mus. 481.225). A
duitatis of Vedius Pollio confirmed (owwguAarrw) by Augustus is mentioned by
Fabius Persicus (Smallwood 1.380.V1.10).

olkovounua occurs in a diplomatic exchange between Antony and Aphrodisias,
in which the Greek community’s envoy declared himself satisfied with 7oic yeyovoow
oikovo[unluaocw (EJ* 299). The sense is not really technical, “with the decisions
made” or something similar. Bruns (FIRA” 43, p. 185) suggested constitutio as a
version. This must be only a general translation; obviously, the technical sense of
constitutio as an imperial decision is not involved.

The vméoTasic of an emperor according to which taxes were halved in
Halicarnassus (Inscr. Brit. Mus. 892) is a general enough word that constitutio may be
an appropriate translation; but probably a non-technical sense, such as ““plan” may be
appropriate (cf. Diodorus Siculus 15.70 et al.).

The edict of Tiberius Alexander (OGI 669) describes a policy as ouupépew kal
TAlS Kvpakals Yneows: this could most easily be translated as “‘in conformity with
imperial decisions,” hence probably constitutiones. But Dittenberger in his commen-
tary on the inscription prefers to consider the financial rationes of the emperor; this
seems a strain on the sense of Yfgoc.

Sententia

Still less precise than the decretum is the sententia, the “point of view” on an
issue.

amopaots is probably the technical translation; IGRom. 1.860 has been restored
in such a way that it would provide a bilingual text to confirm the meaning. Where
the decision is that of an emperor, constitutio is the better translation.

BovAnua and BovAnatws refer not so much to specific constitutiones of the
emperor as to his general policy or purpose; sententia may have this sense, but the
words are not technical.

yvwun refers to the technical sense of sententia as the policy proposed by a
senator in a senate debate.

An important document dealing with taxes and a dispute between Pergamon and
the publicani (IGRom. 4.262 = Sherk 12) includes a kpiua mepl hs xwpag (line 20)
handed down by a magistrate and his consilium on the issues at stake; this is also
described in the terms [yv]wuny arepnraro ravrny (line 48). This is more likely to be
a sententia than a decretum, but the line between them is difficult to determine.
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Imperium, iussus

Finally, there are a number of words for “command” which do not carry any
precise indication of the form of the command, or its constitutional basis beyond the
imperium of a commanding officer. Clearly, these words can approach the sense of
edictum, but they are normally less specific.

eykehevais is used for the prefect’s and the emperor’s enactments in papyri. It
means simply “‘command” with no technical sense.

emrayn and émitayua. The sense iussus is confirmed for émurayn in the Res
Gestae (chapter 8 in the Latin, 4.9 in the Greek version). In general, these words apply
to the commands of military commanders to troops, but émirayua may be used
occasionally for edictum (see p. 128). L. Robert discusses the use of the word in Ant.
Class. 35, 1966, p. 406.

mpooTayua and mpooTafis have much the same range of meaning; the Res Gestae
(16.14 in the Greek version) uses mpooTdyuara as an equivalent for imperia. On p.
127, the “commands’ involved were seen to include mandata to a governor. OGI 665,
where a mpooTayua is attached to the copy of a letter, is one of the few examples
where a translation edictum seems precise and technical. In general these words are
not constitutional in nature. When Tiberius denied that Agrippa Postumus was slain
€K TNS €avTol mpooTatews (DC 57.3.5), he meant no more than “I gave no orders for
his death.”

The conclusions of this chapter follow in diagram; the broken line separates the
precise technical versions from the variants.

11. Sémeww: praeses and vice agens

8témw means basically to “administer,” and may be applied to the current holder
of any responsible office. In this way, without very much technical meaning, an
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emperor and his associates may be described as Ty ‘Pwuaiwy apxnp demovtes (Jos.
AJ 15.361), the prefect of the praetorian guard with the words Tnw émapxov deimes
(IGRom. 4.598) and a consul in office with the phrase T brareiar deine (Plut. Mar.
28.421). In this sense, it is employed in one of the versions of the Latin formula a
(libellis etc.) for an imperial secretary (DC 61.5.4) (see p. 141).

In a rather more formal way, 8témw becomes part of a formula to describe the
governor of a province. The fullest version of this formula runs &movros Tnw
emapxlar 700 ANAuTPOTATOV VTATIKOD, TPEGPEVTOU KAl ArTLaTPATNYOU TWY ZERAoTwy
(IGRom. 3.6); similar language is used in AE 1939.295. Both these are from
third-century A.D. Bithynia. 8témwy T émapxiav as a formal expression for the
governor is found in Thrace (IGRom. 1.785), Moesia (IGRom. 1.614, 854, AE
1961.86), and Macedonia (JHS 33, 1913, p. 337). 8témwp is also not uncommon as a
periphrasis for provincial governors in literature; Josephus applies it to governors of
Egypt (BJ 4.616, 5.45), Syria (A 18.150, 19.316) and Judaea (AJ 18.29). Philo calls
provincial governors as a class 7w dtemovTwy Tag émkpareias (Flace. 12.105), and
Plutarch uses the verb once for a governor of Asia (Caes. 2.708).

The verb is used in the phrase §uémwv 7w fyeuoviav to describe proconsuls of
Macedonia (Delphes 3.4.47) and the legate of Arabia (IGRom. 3.1287). In this phrase
nyeuovia means “‘governorship’ as much as “province,” see p. 137 below.

duemwv Ty fryepoviav is applied not infrequently to the praefectus Aegypti in
papyrus documents. That the phrase refers to the prefect is established by a bilingual
text (P. Oxy. 1201) which calls the same man Swmrwv Tiv nyeuoviav and v.p.
praefectus Aegypti.’!

This phrase to describe the prefect should be clearly distinguished from the
formula for a vice-prefect, Siémwr 7d kara iy fyepoviav (P. Oxy. 2705). The

formula Stémwy 74 katd ... may also be found at lower levels in the Egyptian
government, as in Mitteis-Wilcken Chrest. 2.88.1, where it is applied to a
vice-iuridicus. duadexopar Ta kard ... may also be used in Egypt as a formula for

deputy or substitute officials, but Josephus’ Swwwr ta kara thv 'lovéaiar (A]
20.105) appears to refer to an actual governor.

An inscription from Thessalonica provides a non-Egyptian example of 8témew for
a substitute official, naming a Swwonudraror TpBoivor Bardovwr, Siémovta Td uépn
¢ nyeuovias (AE 1900.169). This means vice agens praesidis, and may be compared
with other formulae which employ the phrase 7a pépn ris fyeuovias (SEG 16.12,
Ephes. 3.54). Here also fyyeuovia should be translated “governorship.”

12. &%ovola and terms for imperium
Like apxn (p. 110), éfovoia may be used in the sense of magistratus, and the

phrase KehevolOévres vmo Ths &fovaias (DH 11.32.1) can be understood to mean by

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the magistrates.” &£ovoia may be combined with various adjectives in the same way as
apxn to produce versions of consulatus, for example in formulae naming the consuls
of the year, such as tip bmaror &fovoiar maparaBovreov (DH 7.1.1). Similar
expressions with bmarwn éfovoia are frequent in Dionysius (e.g., 5.70.1, 6.69.1).
Quaestors in office are termed THw TauevTiknY éxovres Efovalay (DH 8.77.1) and the
umnperar dnudapxwy are described as viv v ayopavoukny efoveiay Exovres (DH
6.95.4). In all these examples éfovaia should not be forced into a precise sense such
as imperium, but the phrase should be interpreted as a single unit, meaning
“consulship, aedileship” and so on.

Potestas

étovoia clearly has the sense potestas in the classic formulation &nuapxikn
étovoia. Plutarch (Camill. 1.129) and Diodorus Siculus (14.113) allude to the vmarkn
¢kovala of the tribunes, generally described in Latin with the phrase consulari
potestate. In the sphere of civil law, éfovoia refers to patria potestas, as in Philo (Leg.
5.28) and Modestinus (Dig. 27.1.2.4).

Imperium
P

But the most frequent meaning of &fovola is imperium. This is especially
important in Cassius Dio, who records the granting of imperium proconsulare
(avbumatikn €fovoia) to Sejanus (58.7.4), the avfvmaroc éfovoia granted to Gaius
Caesar (55.10.18) and to Augustus in 4 A.D. (55.13.5); a variant avfurdrov Etovoia is
employed for the imperium of Drusus in 12/11 B.C. (54.13.5). Consular imperium is
mentioned in his account of Augustus acting in 19 B.C. as émueAnnis Tpomwy by
employing &fovoiay vy unw TV TunTY . . . THY 8¢ TCw ImaTwy (54.1 0.5), and of
games held by Claudius bmdrov éfovaiar Nafuv (60.23.4).

The imperium granted to Agrippa in the East is referred to as ékovoiay peifw in
the laudatio of Agrippa given by Augustus, now published as P. Colon. Inv. 4701
(ZPE 5, 1970, p. 226). €kovaia also occurs in a formula in Cyr. Ed. 5.113, er’ apxns f
ém’ €fovolas TeTayyuévos which appears to represent a Latin cum magistratu vel
imperio (cf. Suet. Tib. 12).

The imperium of a ruling emperor is called &fovaia abrorens by Strabo (6.4.2
fin.), abrokparns éfovoia by Philo (Leg. 4.26, 8.54), udvapxos &fovaia by Appian
(Illyr. 30.88) and abrokpdrwp Efovoia by Herodian (1.3.1).

According to Appian (Syr. 51.256), the governors of Syria were chosen from
consulars wa éxower Efovolay karaloyov kal moAéuov oia Umartos i.e., in order that
they might have the same imperium as consuls.

Other meanings of €fovaia

¢tovola Oalauov is applied to the position of the cubicularius by Herodian
(1.12.3). Obviously there is no technical sense here, the meaning is simply “‘care of
the cubiculum.”

Strabo describes how Athenodorus of Tarsus éxpnoaro 7f Sobelon vmo Tob
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Kaioapos &tovoia Kal eEéfaley . . . (14.5.14 [674]). It is hardly likely that he actually
held imperium from Augustus.' A parallel may be found in his account of Herod, who
Bag\eds Expnuarioe, d0vTos TO uév TpwTor ArTwwiov THY Eovolar (16.2.46 [765]).
Herod had no formal Roman imperium, but his position as king rested on the
support, moral and if necessary physical, of the Roman commanders. “Authority” is
‘authority” of a petty ruler in Tarsus

(3

probably the appropriate English word; and the
rested on the same power and favor of the princeps without a formal grant of
imperium being involved.

Other words for imperium

ioxvs and loxvew are employed by Dio. In fr. 22.2, émfuuia mhs dnudpxwv
loxvos the meaning is closer to potestas, but in the grants of maius imperium, 70
TA€lov loxvew (53.32.5, 54.28.1) the meaning imperium is certain.

nryepovia refers frequently to the imperium of a military commander. This
meaning is important in Plutarch; his account of the appointment of military tribunes
stresses that they were appointed eis 7rw fyyepoviay (Camill. 1.129), T7a T7¢ fyyeuoviag
napdonua (Ant. 33.931) clearly represents the insignia imperii, and &¢p’ nyeuovias
TeTayuévos (Ant. 42.935) or simple &’ fyepovias (Sert. 26.581, Cic. 45.883) are
used for the Latin cum imperio. In the Praecepta Gerendae Reipublicae (14.810),
Cato is reported to have urged Pompey to mapadoivat tny nyeuoviav, resign his
imperium. Among other authors who use nyeuoria in this sense are Dio Cassius, who
calls Pompey’s imperium against the pirates nyeuovia tns 6aldoons (36.36a), and
Dionysius of Halicarnassus, who provides an account of the mechanism of an
interregnum, mapedidov 0 mpwTos dpkas T devTép TNV Nyeuoviav (2.57.2). Here
Livy’s version (1.17.6) confirms the translation imperium.

aflwpa is sometimes used for imperium, with én’ aguwdparos representing cum
imperio, but the sense is not found in documentary sources, and cannot always be
distinguished from the meaning dignitas.

Suvaus and dvraoTela may occasionally border on the meaning imperium, as in
Appian BC 2.36. But ctymo}ogy supports the more common equation with potestas.

kOpos is used by Dio alone for the imperium of an emperor or of an ordinary
commander (53.14.5, 17.1); the use of kvpia in Polybius’ account of the Roman
constitution (6.13.1, 15.6) is obviously very similar in sense, though imperium is not
usually the best translation.

[t should be stressed that none of these words have clearly the precise meaning
of Roman imperium; the fact that €éfovola, which comes closest to being a precise and
technical term, is also acceptable as a translation of potestas is characteristic. The use
of any one of these Greek terms is not, in itself, a guarantee of independent
imperium.

1. Bowersock, Augustus 39, speaks of a ‘“‘special tional problems involved in such a view. So technical a
imperium.” “Special”’ perhaps indicates the constitu- sense need not in fact apply.
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13. émapxela: provincia

emapxela, with the slight variant % émapxelos (i.e. xwpa), is the standard
equivalent for provincia.

The equation is made certain by a bilingual text of 78 B.C. (IG 14.951 = Sherk
22), where oitwes 'Aclav Makeboviar Emapxeias Sakaréxovow is equivalent to qui
Asiam Macedoniam provincias optinent. The formula used in this example recurs in
Cyr. Ed. 4.66 and SEG 20.786. Another bilingual text (IGRom. 1.402) has dptas
emapxelov Novuidias as the equivalent of praeses provinciae Numidiae.

émapxeia is employed frequently in the official titulature of provincial
governors, especially in the North-East (Thrace, Moesia, Pannonia) of the empire. A
typical formula is vmarevovros tn¢ émapxeias I'. Kalkwa Adpyov, mpeaB(evrod)
Zep(aoTww) avrwoTparnyov (IGRom. 1.741); other examples may be found in
IGRom. 1.685, [GBulg. 616, SIG® 888.1.46.

émapxela is common in all regions. The expression vy’ émapxiat for the combined
province Cilicia-Isauria-Lycaonia (AE 1954.6, 8) deserves special notice.

In the bilingual text IGRom. 3.676 émapxeia Avkiag is equivalent to regio
Lyciaca. Elsewhere the districts of the procurators for tax purposes are called peytuv
(OGI 526, IGRom. 3.1.1502) or meplodos ZPE 7, 1971, p. 63.

The relationship of émapxos and émapxeia suggests that émapxeia may mean
“jurisdiction” “office of a praefectus.” LS]® s.v. gives this interpretation to IG
12.3.326.32, afwxpéov Tn¢ eémapxelas nuwy [alvurdarov, where provincia makes
perfectly good sense. Sophocles’ lexicon interprets a phrase in Epictetus kav
emapxelac éveka kav bmarelas as meaning praefectura, but once again, there is no
reason why the normal meaning provincia should not apply. In P. Mich. Inv. 2964
verso (ZPE 6, 1970, p. 273), the editor interprets the phrase 7w mpoeorwTwr 7S
emapxlas as referring to the office of praefectus of Egypt; but fyyeuovia was usual in
this sense (see p. 146) and provincia could be understood just as well as praefectura.

The phrase [émapxeiats héwwuévos] is restored in MAMA 6.97; if correctly
restored, the sense must certainly be ‘prefectships;” but there is in fact no
justification for the restoration. L. Robert’s comments on the inscription (Hell. 3.11
p. 20) do not include a discussion of érapxeia.

There remains the expression in Inscr. Mus. Leyden 57 [0¢ av émi T €]mapxeias
B (line 9), and €i Twes dnuooot TémoL Ev mONeow Ty [- - ]ONEwS exdoTne Emapxeiag
(line 4). In a recent article Oliver argued that it was impossible to use é&mi 77¢
émapxelas to mean a provincial governor, and on the basis of a number of
unidentified émapxot in Asia Minor, proposed that émapxeia should be understood to
mean a special praefectura, comparable to the role of the praefectus iure dicundo of a
Roman community.! The main argument to be presented against this is one of
consistency; émapxela means provincia in all official documents, and any other

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interpretation is unlikely precisely because it produces confusion for the reader. If the
text can in fact be translated adequately with the sense provincia this interpretation
should be preferred.

There is in fact no problem. If in line 4, éxdoTng is read with émapxelac rather
than méAews, the text can be interpreted without difficulty: “whatever public lands
there are in the cities or city [? lands] of each province.” In line 9, “whoever is in
charge of the (relevant) province” makes good sense without forcing the Greek. This
interpretation makes the document a general enactment rather than special legislation
for Kyme and Asia, and the need for special prefectures is removed.?

ébvoc

In a bilingual inscription from Thrace (IGRom. 1.712), fryovuevos Tov €0vous is
the equivalent of leg. Aug. pr. pr. The same phrase is used in a rescript of Septimius
Severus (SB 9526), dealing with the prefect of Egypt, for a proconsul of Asia (AE
1953.90), and in a rescript of Severus Alexander (P. Oxy. 2104). iyyeuwv 700 €6vovg
is also frequent, and may be applied to a proconsul of Asia (Smallwood 2.72 a) or a
legate of Lycia, as in the Opramoas inscription (IGRom. 3.739).* émirpomot and
yovuevoL T E0vov are mentioned in a rescript of Severus Alexander (Dig. 49.1.25).

€6vos occurs in contexts other than the titles of governors. AE 1961.24, a
rescript, stresses the practice & aAlows é0veow; MAMA 8.508 speaks of a man
avaoTpaperTa v 7w . . . 'Aalag éfvel.

In the authors, £0vos is a common version of provincia. Cassius Dio is especially
fond of the word, especially in the phrase hyeuovia é&fvous, “governorship of a
province” (43.47.5, et al.). The same expression is employed by Dio in his account of
the Augustan division of the provinces (53.12).

Governors are termed fyeudrves €0vv in Appian (BC 1.38, 2.17) and Herodian
(1.10.3). Herodian speaks of &é£ovoia &0vcv to convey something of the older sense of
provincia as “sphere of influence.” édvoc is used also by Josephus (e.g. AJ 18.1.1),
Lucian (e.g. Apol. 12.722), and Philostratus (VA 5.36.221).

€0vos appears as an acceptable, but less technical and formal, version of
provincia than émapxeia. The difference may be seen in IGRom. 1.153, in which an
athlete speaks of victories & éfveot Tpw (Italy, Hellas, Asia); strickly speaking
provincia or émapxela would not be used for Italy, any more than a formal text
would speak of the province of Achaea as Hellas.

éfBvoc lacks the connotations of “sphere of influence” that Latin provincia has,
and that sense has to be carried by an additional word, such as pyeuovia.

The examples of apxn for provincia are discussed above, p. 110. This word
concentrates on the sense “governorship” more than the purely geographical aspects

of provincia.

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nYEMOVIQ

The basic meaning may be seen in #yyepovia &vcw and similar phrases,
namely “command, position as a fyyeuciv.” A distinction may be made between those
examples where Latin provincia is a suitable translation and those where it is not, but
the Greek word itself is not capable of maintaining the difference.

There are some examples where the more geographical senses of provincia may
possibly be seen, e.g. Philo (Leg. 34.259) and Dio (52.21.8) where a nyeuovia is
described as ueydAn, conceivably “large” in area as well as “great” in responsibility.

But the meaning “governorship” is the important one, and is clearly involved in
the following examples: Swadexduevos ra kara Ty iyepoviar (BGU 1.727), 7
nyepovia Tis Tepuavias (DC 56.18.3), éumemotevuévos v TA\vpibos nyeuoviay
(Hdn. 6.7.2), Tois bmép Tiw fyepoviav mpoorayuaow (Plu. Cat, Maj. 6.339).

émkpareia is best seen in a Roman context in IG 12.2.35 D, where Rome and
Mitylene agree that neither will allow the other’s enemies passage &t Tod iSiov aypod
Kkat Tn¢ iblag émkpareias. “Territory” or “land under its control” is the meaning, and
one which underlies the uses of émkpareia in reference to Rome, imperium
Romanum and provincia. The examples where the word clearly means provincia are
primarily from Philo; others (such as Str. 2.3.4, Arr. Periplous 17.2, Jos. Vit. 126) are
capable of either interpretation.

vouos might not seem prima facie to be unfitting as a version of Roman
provincia, but its specific reference to Egyptian local administration is probably
sufficient to account for its not being extensively used in other contexts. It is of
interest to note that the Egyptian nomi are called praefecturae (oppidum) in the
Latin of Pliny (HN 5.9.49). It is clear that for Dio Cassius, who did use the word,
Vouos was not an exact version of provincia, since he used it to apply to Italy
(48.12.5). The sense ‘“‘area of jurisdiction” naturally may include provinces (e.g.
36.50.3, 60.17.3), but is not limited to them.

Those writers for whom o7rparnyds is an appropriate term for “provincial
governor” can correspondingly use o7parnyia for provincia (see pp. 156-58).

The fullest meaning of the word is found only in Appian, as when he states that
Cilicia mepunNev €is arparnylar (Mith. 105.496), gained provincial status. Otherwise
the meaning is rather “provincial governorship,” as in Josephus, épya ueydada spdoas
kara Ty orparnylay (A] 14.104), and Plutarch, amo tn¢ év 'Ifnpla orparnyias (Cat.
Min. 31.3.774). Appian’s phrase 7w éOvwr 7 orpatnyla (BC 3.6.20) parallels
nyepovia €vwr in other writers.

In the official language of inscriptions o7parnyia is reserved for subdivisions of
provinces, such as those of Thrace (IGBulg. 2338, SEG 16.415, Ptol. 3.11.6), where
Pliny also employs strategia (HN 4.11.40). Note also HN 6.9.27, “Armenia dividitur
in praefecturas quas strategias vocant.”

Strabo employs uepic for the three provinces of Gaul (4.3.1), but the sense is
not technical, but rather the familiar tres partes of Caesar (BG 1.1). Elsewhere in
Strabo, the word is used for a subdivision of a country or province, a sense which is
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technical and official in the case of the regiones of Macedonia (Act. Apost. 16.12,
SEG 26.391) and possibly Italy.

vmapxela appears to be used for provincia in the laudatio of Augustus for
Asrippa, P Calen. tny, 4701 (ZPE'5, 1970, p. 2251, €lc ac dnmoTé o€ Lmapxelas Ta
kowa T Pwualwy Epélkouro, a sense that is unparalleled except in passages of
Strabo (4.1.6 [181], 4.1.9 [184]) where the manuscript reading bmapxia has been
changed to émapyxia since Corais. The uses of imapxos do not provide a real parallel. If
the reading is correct, it must be added to the list of individualisms in documents of
Augustus (see p. 14); but it may simply be a scribal error for émapxeia, see ZPE 7,
1970, p. 230.

14. émapxos: pracfectus

émapxos appears in all periods and in all types of documents as the equivalent of
praefectus; it has no other Roman meaning, although other words may be applied to

praefecti. The following are the main types of praefectus.

There are a number of cases where émapxos is used alone for a particular Roman
prefecture. The most obvious case, that of the prefect of Egypt in most papyrus
documents, does not require further discussion, but others are less clear.

émapxos is used often alone for the praefectus practorio, as mapxos is at a later
date. In certain inscriptions, this sense is strengthened by the use of the honorary
epithet €foxcraros (IG 5.1.538, OGI 640). Other examples of émapxos alone for the
praetorian prefect include IGRom. 4.598 and AE 1955.260. In literary authors, the
most important examples are in Plutarch (Galba 8.1056, Otho 3.1067, 18.1075),
Herodian (1.9.10, 2.1.5, 4.14.2) and Dio Cassius (60.23.2, 71.5,2, 78.1 150

Other émapyxot are less easy to identify. I list a few of the more interesting ones.

(1) In a bilingual inscription (IGRom. 3.83) émapxos 8is €is 70 aipdplov
pepouevos corresponds to the Latin praef. fab. . . . delatus.

(2) émapxot named in various inscriptions from the Greek islands (IG 12.5.841,
Inscr. Délos 1826) are most plausibly praefecti classis.

(3) An émapxos who xpuvooxoa ... émoinoa in a verse inscription (IGRom.
4.608) is presumably praefectus metallorum.

(4) Flamininus, émapxoc mnc mepl Tapavroc Xwpas as he is named in Plutarch
(Flam. 1.369) is described in Livy in the following terms (29.13.6), pro praetore . . .
cum vetere praesidio obtineret. Some such term as praefectus praesidio might resolve
the difference between the two traditions, but they appear to give different titles to
the same position.?

(5) In a letter of alegate of Moesia (Smallwood 1.384), the official states that a
course of action éorat émuéNes . .. T¢ Emapxw, supplying his name; later another
praefectus, ’Acwarikos o émapxos is named. These men are presumably military
officers of the legate, praefecti equitum or something similar.

(6) IG 221092, from Eleusis, has the heading amdgacis émapxov: Zefnpos
(elmev). The logical reference for such a document would be to a praefectus praetorio,
the office for which émapxoc alone is most frequent. But no Severus is known to have
held that office in the second century, to which the document has been assigned on
epigraphical grounds. Oliver originally proposed to understand a reference to Tulius

alone for this office is without parallel, and one fails to see why a praefectus aerario
should be involved with legal problems at Eleusis or why, if Severus was chosen as an
eminent official to serve as arbitrator, this of all his offices should have been the one
named on the stone. More recently, Oliver suggested instead a special judgeship, a
kind of praefectus iure dicundo to explain this émapxos and the inscriptions of M,
Aeficius Calvinus, known as émapxos from a number of cities.* It remains open to
question whether émapxos is in itself sufficient indication for such an office, for
which terms such as iuridicus or corrector seem much more appropriate. The status of
Severus and others should be left undetermined, but the possibility of quite lowly
praefecti, possibly of a military type, should not be overlooked.

(7) A praefectus left in control of a city by M. Terentius Lucullus may be
named in an inscription discussed in Bull. Epig. 1952 no. 87, p. 136 f. Again, thisis a
prefecture of an essentially military type.

(8) The lex Delphica de piratis persequendis (Delphes 3.4.37 C) provides a
reference to APXOVTES OITWES VIV €EOW, EKTOS TWY SnUAPXWY Kal ETApXwy. In a
document of about 100 B.C., praefecti are viewed as dpxor7es and coupled with the
tribunes in being excluded from the activity described. Who were they? The great
imperial prefectures were explicitly not magistratus.® But whether this applied to the
republican prefectures is not clear. Among the normal magistracies which carried the
title praefectus were the praefecti Capuam Cuwmas, administrators of Campania, and
the praefectus urbi appointed during the Latin festival. Neither seems to make any
sense in this passage. Another possibility is a military prefecture; Polybius had used
apxovtes for the praefecti of allied troops. Such essentially military figures might
with the tribunes have been considered sufficiently different from other officials of
the state that their exclusion might be appropriate in this particular case. Certainly
the solution must be found among attested praefecti; Colin’s suggestion in the
Delphes publication of the document (3.4. p. 45, note 5), that émapxos may mean
“provincial governor” by a kind of extrapolation from émapxeta, must be rejected.

The imperial civil service, whose officials are described in Latin with the preposition
ab, provides another good example of the difference between literary and official
usage. In official and documentary texts, these positions tend to be expressed through
a preposition, as in Latin; literary authors tend to produce descriptive parentheses
rather than attempt a close version of the Latin.

amo, influenced directly by Latin ab, is not common, at least in part because ano
was also frequently used to cover the Latin ex to describe a person retired from the
position named. The most notable examples of ané for ab are:

amo Tewv amohavoewr: a voluptatibus
amo Aoywvw: a rationibus
amo XE€POS: a manu

€ is used only once to express the Latin ab (OGI 543).

The most common formula was to employ ém( with the genitive. This usage was
already found in Greek in the bureaucracy of the Hellenistic monarchies, ele
TETAYMEVOS ETL AmoppnNTwWr KTA. in Pontus (Inscr. Délos 1571-3), émi kowrwovos of the
Seleucids (Inscr. Délos 1547).

The following examples of émi may be observed in documents with Roman

reference:

The use of mpds for ab is an idiosyncracy of Philo (Leg. 34.259).

Periphrases

The most common method is to employ a neutral verb such as moTetouar.
Examples are mostly from literature, and include:

A similar method links these verbs with nouns of equally general meaning. The
whole phrase thus has the meaning curam habere (epistularum etc.). Typical examples

Versions with nouns

There are two different types of noun employed. One is the neutral, general
noun, comparable to the verbs discussed above, such as mpooTdrns émoToAWY in
Philostratus (V'S 1.22.3 [524]).

The other is a specific agent-noun, such as ypauparevs or émoTolevs for ab
epistulis, Kowrwvirng or mpokowros for a cubiculo. Occasionally semi-Latin nouns such
as kouuertapnolwy and kwdkdplos are formed for this purpose.

Other means

Philostratus discusses appointments to the position ab epistulis with the simple
formulae debwkotoc émoTéNNew (VS 2.5.3 [571]), and éyngloato émoTolas (VS
2.10.6 [590]).

16. émitpomos: procurator

Governing (praesidial) procurators’

émirpomos is not commonly employed for these officials, though there are
exceptions. An émirpomos ZePactod is honored by the strategi of Thrace under
Claudius (Smallwood 1.260); it is important to note that he is not called émirpomos
Opgdkns. At a much later date (probably c. 250), there is recorded a hyeuwr kai
émirpomos of the Maritime Alps (IGRom. 1.10); the equivalent title, procurator et
praeses occurs in Latin for procurators of his type.? An émitpomos Nwpikod named in
AE 1941.63 might appear to be another example, but Pflaum has analysed his career
and classified him as a normal financial procurator.?

The discovery of an inscription naming Pilate praefectus Iudacae* has given a
new importance to the terms used for the equestrian governors of Judaea by the
authors of the New Testament, and by Josephus and Philo. An attempt has been
made to make the various terms in these authors reflect the change in Latin sources
from praefectus to procurator, a change supported by one possible inscriptional
émirpomos ‘lovdaiag, Felix;® Josephus’ alternation between émapxoc (BJ 6.305) and
émirpomos (B] 6.238) is viewed as important in this connection. The authors are in
fact of little use in solving the question of the change of titulature. fyyeucov, the term
used by the authors of the New Testament and once (A] 18.55) by Josephus, is used
in a manner comparable to its frequent application to the governor of Egypt.
émirpomos, the term most often used by Josephus, is also applied to the praefectus of
Egypt and the legatus of Syria. tmapxos, which Philo applies once to Pilate (Leg.
38.299), is used equally indiscriminately for a wide range of officials; and other words
which these authors employ (S, enwernTns, TpoeoTeds) have an equally wide

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range of reference. It is unlikely therefore that any term used by these authors for the
governor of Judaea reflects his precise title or any change in it. It should be recalled
finally that the praefectus of Egypt, about whose title there is no doubt, is called by
the emperor Claudius in a letter (Smallwood 1.370.43) b énirpomds pov.

Procurators in imperial provinces

This type of émirpomos was classically defined for Greek readers in Strabo’s
account of the Spanish provinces (3.4.20 fin. [167]). A long and typical career of
such positions is set out in IGRom. 1.1107 with émiTpomos abbreviated after the first
example.

Specialised procurators

Good examples are the émirpomos &pkne Awviavic (IGRom. 4.1204), an

€miTpomos oxnuaTwy (IGRom. 3.181), and the émirpomos 16w &v Puoup véarwr (AE
1947.89).

Iﬂ'zperialprocu rators in senatorial provinces

Typical instances are émirpomos ... éma[pxelac] Zwke[hiag] kai Tw
ovrreNowTwr (IGRom. 3.487), and émirponos ‘Acias (Str. 13.2.3 [61 81]).

Procurators of imperial estates

TPOEGTWS TWY METANNwY émiTpomos Kaloapos (Galen 14K 7), EMTPOTOS XWpag
brephyuravns (IGRom. 3.70), émirpomos "lauvelas (Jos. AJ 18.158), and émirpomos
apyvpopvkwr Havvovik v (AE 191 5.46).

There are a number of other terms, almost entirely restricted to literary sources,
that may be applied to procurators.

dwtknTne is used by Strabo for procurators in Egypt and Sicily; the word is also
used for financial agents of other persons, a notable example being Antony’s agent at
Corinth, Theophilus (Plu. Ant. 67).

Philo uses the complex form ¢gopwv éxdoyevs (Leg. 30.199), for what appears to
be the procurator of an imperial estate, according to a plausible textual emendation
suggested in Smallwood’s edition ad loc. In Cassius Dio ékAoyevs is used for more
straightforward procurators (52.28.6) and the verb éxAéyw is used to explain
émiTpomos (53.15.3).

TpokovpdTwp and mpovonTns refer to procurators of private individuals, as does
ppovtiorns for an agent of Drusus Caesar. X€LPLOTHS is applied to imperial
procurators in the Rhosus document (IGLSyr. 718.33), but elsewhere it describes
minor agents of Egyptian officials.

It appears that once émirpomos becomes established as the correct term for
imperial procurators it becomes increasingly less used for the agents of private
persons, although it never loses its function in civil law (for a guardian or tutor).
Conversely other terms such as Swikntns which would be perfectly suitable for
imperial procurators come to be restricted, even in literary texts, to the procurators
of private persons.

17. fryenwr, nyéouat: praeses, princeps etc.

The use of fyeuddv and related forms (such as nyéouat, nyepovia, nyeuovevw
and NYEuOViKos) may at first appear so varied in the Roman context as to deny the
word any precise constitutional reference. Closer investigation, however, reveals that
the uses of nyeudw are limited and fall into a relatively small number of distinct
classes: (1) princeps; (2) praefectus Aegypti; (3) legatus (whether of a province or
of a legion); (4) praeses, provincial governor in a broad sense; (5) subordinate
military positions; and (6) urban magistracies. A further meaning (7) “Roman
Empire” occurs in some of the related forms. The first three meanings are employed
in a precise official way.

Princeps

nYEUWY is a natural equivalent for the politically sensitive term princeps. Philip
[T’s position as fyeuwr of the League of Corinth (see IG 22.236) need not have been
the specific example that led to the use of the term, but does indicate that nyeucov
included in its sphere of semantic reference some of the nuances of Latin princeps.

It should be observed however that uses of princeps other than for the emperor
were not normally expressed by fyeucww; the princeps senatus is usually covered by
TPOKELTOS or mpwros; military principes by mpdkpiroc or even mplykey; while
examples of fyyeucdw vedrnros (Mon. Anc. Gr. 7.18, Inscr. Brit. Mus. 892, IGRom.
4.66-8) are in contexts which suggest influence by the use of fyeucv for the
eIHpCrOT.

It is clear that fyeucdr is an Augustan word, and examples of it referring to the
princeps may be found, not only in the Res Gestae (Mon. Anc. Gr. 7.9, 16.7), but
also in the Cyr. Ed., in which the senatusconsultum discusses matters mepi <o
abrokparwp Kaioap Tefaords, nyeuwwr nuérepos has taken a position (5.86). A
decree of Sardis of Augustan date (IGRom. 4.1756) speaks of mpeofelat mpog
Xefaorov kal . .. ToUS howrods nyeudvas (v. 73) meaning presumably the rest of the
Augustan court (though a reference to the senate, or the consuls, cannot be totally
ruled out). Later in time, a letter of Claudius (Smallwood 1.370) gives precedents 7cov
PO Euod Nyeuorwy (v. 58), but also 7y mpo Euod TefaocTy (v. 68). There is very
similar language in the Isthmian oration of Nero (IG 7.2713), in which he claims
moNews dAhot Mhevbépwoav yeudves, Népwr ... ... uovos kai émapxelas; but
elsewhere in the speech he, too, speaks of oi mpdrepot Tefaorol. The decree of Fabius
Persicus (Smallwood 1.380, dated to 44 A.D.), is described as tollowing 7¢
umobelypart 700 . . . SkatordTov fyeudvos (11.12). The law at Gythion establishing
imperial games (EJ? 102a) institutes celebrations for 7ic 763 fyepdvewr kai feciv
owrnplas (v. 29); here, as at Sardis a little earlier, the reference should be to the
imperial court.

nmyeEuwy in the sense of princeps hardly survives the Julio-Claudian period in
official documents, and already it is competing with Xefao7os as a general word for
t}}:l)C emperor. By the second century, it had lost the battle to abrokpdrwp (see P 119
above).
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yepww for princeps is frequent in the authors. It is a term favored by Strabo,
who mentions Tiberius as 0 ka®’ fuas nyeucow (13.4.8) and describes the imperial
provinces as amodewxfelodv T3 Nyeuort T Puwualwy (3.4.20). nyeuwr occurs in
the Jewish writers: Philo informs us that letters from provincial governors enjoy
immediate map’ fyeudve Suav)dyrwow (Flacc. 12.100); Gaius is called amodecxfels
nyeuwr (Leg. 6.32); the possibility is mentioned of Tiberius Gemellus being made
uovos nyepwr (4.66-8.24). In the case of Josephus, Caesar is called & ‘Pwpaiwr
nyewww (BJ 1.198) and Tiberius (AJ 18.217) and Claudius (AJ 19.164) are also
termed nyeucov.

After this fyeucdv occurs in Plutarch, twice of Galba (Galba 17.1060c,
18.1060f), and once in a general sense (Cic. 2). Later still, fyeucv is to be found only
in Aristides, not surprisingly in the speech To Rome (26208305

Derivatives

NYEUOVEDwW in the sense “being princeps” is restricted to Josephus.

nyepovia is also common in Josephus to refer to the princeps, but it also occurs
in Ev. Luc. 3.1, and in Plutarch, mévre abrokpardpcw nyeuovias (Galba 29).
According to IG 7.2711, Gaius’ fyyeuovia emeNapyer (v. 60) on the waiting world; the
nyeuovia of Gaius is recorded also in Philo (Flacc. 2.11) and Smallwood 1.33.
Vespasian refers to events [Um’ &lutw ryeuoviav (McCrum-Woodhead 458) and
Claudius to practice dxpt Tc éuic hyeuoviac (Smallwood 1.370.43). The annus
imperii is expressed by éroc fyeuovias in Josephus (Vit. 5, et ali). SEG 1397,
Smallwood 1.315, Dura 5.1.25, IGLSyr. 1.867. Most of these examples are from the
first century. fyepovia does occur in Dio, but it is common only before 100 A.D.
nyeuovikos in the sense “imperial” belongs to the same period; it is attested in
Josephus (BJ 2.207), Philo (Leg. 8.53, 8.56, 34.256) and Strabo (2:5.8[115]).

The expression eois Tob fyemovikod mpatrwplov on a dedication from York in
England (IGRom. 1.1 = RIB 663a) presents problems. The dedicant has been
identified with the grammaticus Demetrius named in Plutarch (Def. Oracl. 410a), and
the inscription therefore assigned to the 80’s A.D. At this date, the most appropriate
usage of Nyeuwr suggests a translation “imperial,” corresponding to iepov mpairwipiov
at a later date (e.g. AE 1908.274, 1955.215). The use of a term otherwise attested
only from literature is perhaps not unusual in an intellectual figure like Demetrius.
The translation in RIB is “‘of the governor.” This finds an institutional parallel in ILS
2297, Genio praetorii consularis, but corresponds to later usage (2nd and 3rd
century) of fyepcdv and fryepovikds (see p. 149). It probably cannot be admitted for
the time of Demetrius the grammaticus. It is possible to deny that there is any
technical sense, simply “the ruling, masterful praetorium;” but this is a counsel of
despair. If Demetrius is Plutarch’s contemporary, then we should accept the sense
“imperial;”” interpretation is certainly not sufficiently certain to permit the kind of

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exposition found in Ogilvie’s edition of Tacitus’ Agricola (Oxford, 1967) p. 33.

In those authors who employ fyeucw for princeps, the term is also applied to
the leading figures (principes) of the republican age. (It is interesting that Augustus
himself ignores this usage; the principes viri of the Latin become oi Tag ueylorag
apxas aptavres [Mon. Anc. Gr. 6.15]). Sulla for example is called fyeucov in Strabo
four times (9.1.20; 10.1.8 13.1.28; 14.2.9). When Appian quotes a statue base of
Sulla’s inscribed KopnrAiov ZuAla ‘Hyemovos Evruxots (BC 1.97.451), nyeuww
proba.bly reflects a gencral term such as princeps or dux rather than the in‘zpcemror and
dictator found on known bases of Sulla. When Strabo states that it was 7w
yeuovwr Tis (10.2.21 [459]) who carried off a work of Lysippus to Rome, we must
think of one of the republican dynasts, a Sulla or an Antony, rather than of a
proconsul or an emperor. The same sense is found in Pausanias, where Flamininus is
Pwpaiwy 7wy mept ‘'EXNdSa pyeucsy (8.51.1). Plutarch is fond of nyeuovikos in this
sense. yeuwr was probably more flexible in this regard than the Latin princeps; for a
writer in the imperial age to have called Sulla, for example, princeps might have
caused a little surprise to his readers, as princeps had become increasingly a technical
term.

Praefectus Aegypti

nyeucow is used as a variant of érapxos from almost the beginning of the Roman
occupation. The first prefect, Cornelius Gallus, used the phrase émi Aiyvmrou
xaraoTabeic (OGI 654), but his successor Aelius Gallus is called #nyeucdv by his
protegé Strabo (17.1.29). The earliest papyrus example is from the period 3-7 A.D.
(BGU 1140). nyeuwvr is in general less formal a title than émapxos which occurs in
full formal contexts; it is the general method used to make a passing reference to a
prefect or to address him.? Several officers carried the title nyeucdr in Ptolemaic
Egypt, but none of them offers a precise source for the Roman use. The sense is
natural enough that one need not look for any Ptolemaic precedent.

Derivatives from fryeucdv are frequent and official in this sense (except for
é'lrdpxo.), é‘frapxoq does not have any gencra”y acccptcd cognate or derivative Forms).
nyepovevoas is the official way of referring to an ex-prefect (e.g. PSI 10.1149).
NYEMOVIKOS s used in opposition to abTokparoptkos in BGU 970.23 and to faothikos
(Ptolemaic practice) in SB 9016.15. Everything from libraries (P. Oxy. 1654) to boats
(P. Oxy. 2116) might be described as yepovikds.

Similarly, nyeuovia is normal for “prefectship.” This sense is technical in the
formula for a vice-prefect, 8témwr or Suadexduevos ta kara Ty fyepoviav; in BGU
1579 évruxwv T nyeporig, the meaning is almost “meeting the governor” in the
same way as apxn might be used for a magistrate.’

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Legatus

There are several inscriptions in which fyyeuc» is used in formal titulature for a
legatus; it may either replace or supplement mpeoBevrns.

A typical example is the monument set up by the city of Patras for the historian
Claudius Charax, tmarov, nyeudva Kowkias . . . nyeuova Aeyiwvos (SEG 18.557).
Similarly M. Pompeius Macrinus Theophanes is called fyeudv Aeywovos éxrne (IG
5.2.151) and Julius Severus of Ancyra nyeuwr mpeofevTns abTokpdTopos
Peppaviac ¢ kdrw (IGRom. 3.174). Calpurnius Proculus is assigned the full title
nmyeuwv Aeywovos a' 'Abnvas év Cepuavia, mpeofevris kai avToTparnyos (IGRom.
3.180); this formula is reversed, mpeofevrne kai avriorpdrnyos TePaorod Kal NYEU WY
lahariac in SEG 20.28. Other examples of this kind of titulature may be found in
SEG 6:555 and 1G 224070

In all these examples, mpeoBevrns appears as a statement of rank, nyeuwv the
indication of command. The reason for this is apparently a reluctance to force
mpeoPevtns beyond its normal meaning of “ambassador,” legate in the oldest sense,
which could still be understood in mpeofevris Tefaorod. The usage legatus Asiae,
mpeofevtns ‘Aclas was probably felt to be beyond the boundaries of acceptable
Greek. As literary figures (Charax, Theophanes) are prominent in the examples above,
it may not be fanciful to wonder whether they, and men with similar literary scruples,
introduced the use of yeuciv to the language of the cursus honorum.*

nyeuwr and fyeuovevw become established as part of the legatus’ titulature in
giving a date, especially in Thrace and Moesia. The usual formula is fyepovetorroc ™S
émapyelas (IGRom. 1.669-70, 718-9, and 747), but fuller versions including
TpeofevTns Kkai avtoTpdrnyos also occur (IGRom. 685, 741 ). MYEMOVEVW 1is
employed in the same way in Galatia (IGRom. 3.162).

[t is customary in contexts less formal than cursus honorum and formulae for
dating to speak of the legate of an imperial province as 0 nyeucdr, often with an
honorary epithet such as & kpdrioTos. Typical examples are IGRom. 3.171, SEG 6.59
(Galatia), IGRom. 3.1288 (Arabia), IGRom. 3.822 (Cilicia). That the reference in
examples such as these is to legates, rather than to governors in general, may be seen
from Lycian examples. Before the transfer of administration to the senate about 135
AD., we meet a man who is ¢\os kai Eévos nyeudver kal émrpdmwr (IGRom.
3.513); after the change, the expression is ¢idos Hyeudvwr kal avdumdrwy kai
emrponwy (IGRom. 3.495). Such a distinction is comprehensible only if hyeucdw
meant specifically legatus and not praeses provinciae. The Lycian documents,
especially the great Opramoas inscription (IGRom. 3.739), are instructive, providing a
wide variety of contexts in which the various terms may be observed. Various
deliberative bodies of the Lycians consistently call the legate 0 kparwTos Nyeuwr,
but the legates themselves always reply with the formal Tpeafevrng avTwoTpaTnYos. A

In Strabo, the use of #yeucw for legatus is almost as technical as in the
inscriptions; in the account of the provinces (17.3.25), he states that the imperial
provinces receive fyyeudvas kal Sowknrds (legates and procurators), the senatorial
oTparnyovs 7 imdrovs (praetors and consuls). In the account of Spain, Strabo
distinguishes an brarwos fryepcr (3.4.20 [166]), in exactly the same way as an
inscription honoring Nonius Macrinus and dedicated by the sophist Damianus (ILS
8830) opposes his position as yyeuwr brarwos Havvovias Tis dvw to that of fyepwr
Iavvovias Ths KaTw. Strabo avoids possible confusion between fyeucov for legatus
and for princeps by calling the emperor by the fuller title 0 7ewov Pwpaicr nyeuwv.

There are a few examples in literature of fyeucr for a legatus legionis, notably
nyeuww ¢akayyos (Arr. Alan. 5), nyeuww tayuaros (Jos. BJ 2.510, Plu. Galb.
22.1063).

Praeses provinciae®

The last two applications of #yyeuwv, to the praefectus Aegypti and to various
legati are in reality special cases of the use of nyeuww for provincial governors. The
difference is that for the prefect of Egypt and for imperial legates, fyyeucor has
entered the official language of state in a way that has not taken place in the case of
other governors. Only occasionally, and not in such formal texts as cursus honorum,
is nyeuwr applied to a proconsul (e.g. AE 1919.95; OGI 492).

Dittenberger observed the special application of fyeuwv to legates (OGI 11, pp.
217, 241, commenting on inscriptions 543 and 561) but viewed them as meaning
simply praeses. His argument was that fyeucdv could apply to both legates and
proconsuls, but was used by legates as a means of avoiding mention of their
subordinate status, while avoided by proconsuls as having less prestige than their
formal title. The reason is rather different; mpeoBevrns in Greek did not in itself carry
the sense of “governor of;” to call a man mpeofevrns kal avrioTpdrnyos defined only
his rank and his relation to the emperor, and another word was required to describe his
position as governor or commander. avfvmaros, a word with no meaning other than
that of its Latin original, and by the imperial period virtually restricted to actual
governors of provinces, could be used by a Greek writer without the difficulties
encountered by mpeafevrns, and hence did not need to be replaced by fryeucww.

Like praeses, nyepwr may be applied to the presidial procurator, as in IGRom.
1.10 (Maritime Alps) and IGRom. 4.1057 (Sardinia). This sense parallels the examples
of its usage for the praefectus of Egypt and its frequent application by the New
Testament authors and by Josephus. It is possible that in Judaea fyepciv enjoyed the
same kind of semi-official status as in Egypt.

As a general word for all governors of all classes, a good example of fyeucov is a

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letter of Hadrian to Ephesus (SIG® 838) naming 700 é0vouc Toic fyyepdvac as a general
class; but the participial form #yovpevos is in fact better attested. This begins as early
as 100 B.C., when T. Didius, pro praetore in Macedonia, is termed 7yoUueros in an
important text from Delphi (Delphes 3.4.37B.29). fyovuevot 763w &0vsy are often
alluded to as a class (Hdn. 1.10.3, P. Oxy. 2104, Dig. 49.1.25).°

For a single praeses, the earliest example of #yeucw in formal documents
appears to be IG 7.2711.7, mapovroc 10D fyyeudvos (37 A.D.). It is possible that a pro-
consul and legate of Asia may be described together as fyyeudves and nyeuovetovres
in Ephes. 2.27 (103/4 p.), but the forms are largely restorations. A good example in
the third century A.D. is a cognitio of Caracalla (SEG 17.759), which discusses the
question whether 0 fyeudr Aapfavel Ty ExkAnrov. The case involved the legate of
Syria, but the point at issue is the general one of the extent of a governor’s
jurisdiction. At about the same date, a bilingual text confirms the equation of praeses
and fyeuww (IGRom. 1.629), where princeps offici praesidis is turned by mpiykey
0PMK OV MYEUOVOS.

NYyovueEvos RS émapxias is used much like NYELWY in versions of the governor’s
title in the Thracian province in particular (IGRom. 1.712, AE 1955215} [ SIGE
888, oi myovuevor (v. 80) may refer to successive governors of Thrace, or possibly to
the governor and his consilium.

nyovueros is used for the praefectus Aegypti in SEG 13.492,

In the authors, fyeucdv is extremely common as a general word. Josephus
employs fyyeuwv for governors of all types (AJ 12.120, 14.170, 19.326). Plutarch
speaks of the fyeudves of Cilicia (de defect. oracl. 45.434) and in general of oi
TEUTOUEVOL OTPATNYOL KAl TyYEUOVES (Comp. Dem.-Cic. 2.87). nry€uedv is common in
Dio Chrysostom (e.g., 40.5, 43.11), and Roman officials are distinguished from local
notables by the expression ol peitovs iryeudves (46.14). nyeucv is used as a version of
praeses also by Appian (BC 1.38.173), Aristides (47K 22), Herodian (2.9.9),
Pausanias (7.16.10) and Philostratus (VA 3.25). Dio employs fryepovetw but prefers
apxwv as a general noun. fyepovevw is employed also by Appian (BC 3.2.5) and in
Stobaeus (4.7.44, probably from Epictetus).

ryéopat is used for governors in Appian (Mith. 11, 71), Herodian (2.7.4, 2.9.2,
3.2.2), Lucian (Alex. 55, 57) and Plutarch (Galb. 22.1062).

fryemovids in the sense “pertaining to the praeses” appears to be restricted to
three inscriptions, two (MAMA 8.554, BSA 59 [1964] no. 32, P25 rom
Aphrodisias, one (CIG 4573b) from Syria; all are funerary monuments. This
restriction is curious; it contrasts oddly with the regular use of fyepovids in Egypt.

The use of yeuovia for “governorship of a province,” discussed above, po 137,
relates to this sense of nyeucw.

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Military nyeuoves

The association of fyepew with military positions can be seen in the use of
hyewovia for imperium (p. 134) and in the infrequency of its application to
non-military proconsulates.

But it is important to note that the military officers involved are frequently
subordinates. This was already a possible usage in Greek (e.g. Plb. 5.4.11-13).

Typical examples in Roman contexts often suggest legati legionum, but there are
other possibilities. A clearly subordinate fyeuwr can be seen in 0 0TPATNYOS MYELOVA
npoexewploato Mapkov Tuwwy (DS 36.4.3);” Diodorus mentions nyeuoves of
Sertorius also (37.22a). Philo (Flacc. 1.5) described it as a policy of senior officials
yourdtwy Tovs hyeudvas, wa un Tas uwbopopds agaipovuevor; again the sense of
“subordination’ cannot be avoided. hyeue is common in this type of sense in
Josephus. Trajan’s father was elc 7wv fyeudvwr (B] 4.450). A chain of command
places the fyyepucv between the xtAiapxos and Caesar (BJ 5.503), clearly referring to
the legatus legionis. In the ancient epitome of book 17 of the AJ, there is a mention
of o memoTevuévos Zuplav kal ol ovv abTy iryemoves, namely the subordinates,
probably consiliarii, of the legate. Antony is called a fyepcov in Judaea (Bf 1.165]; he
was praefectus equitum under Gabinius (Plu. Ant. 3). Examples of military
subordinates in Plutarch include the nyeudvas 100 o7parevuaros brought together by
a commander (Galb. 13) and oi b’ eavr nyeuoves (Brut. 5). A nyepww
oTparnywod tdyuaros (Galb. 4) is apparently a legatus legionis, but see the
discussion of arparnywds, p. 163. Finally, in Appian (Illyr. 20.57), Agrippa, Hiero,
Lutus, and a name that is hopelessly corrupt are described as fyeudves of Augustus.
The closest sense in this case would be comites.

In literature fyeucr can also be applied to the praefectus praetorio; iyeuwr
T oTparomédw is used by Philostratus (VS 2.32.627), and Josephus speaks of the
nryepovia 7w oTparevudarwy (AJ 18.181, cf. DC 58.14.1).

Dionysius of Halicarnassus uses fryemwy for more lowly military positions,
nyepww rayparos (9.13.3) and nyeuwr omelpns (10.36.5) for the primipilaris or
princeps, nyepwr Noxwy (11.42.1) or fyemoviar éxwv Aoxwvr (11.28.1) for a
centurio.

There is then a solid tradition both in Greek and Roman contexts of using
nyeuddwr for a commander who is also under the command of another. This concept
fits closely with the later development of the Latin legatus, and is another reason to
explain its application to legates of imperial provinces and legions in an almost
technical way.

Magistrates

iryeucr and related forms are not, for the most part, applied to urban
magistrates, for which dpxwv was the technical term. But there are some examples in

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literature. Dionysius calls the praefectus of the city for the Latin festival fryeucow ™e
moONews (6.13.2); Plutarch states that oi &\\ot nyemoves abdicate when a dictator is
appointed, but not the tribunes (Pomp. 9); and Appian states that Caesar in his
consulate did not use troops but only # bmnpesia THs fyepovias (BC 2.1 18), the
“aides for his magistracy,” (though imperium would also make sense). Similarly DC
fr. 57.56, én’ ov8évos Evviuov iryepovias could mean “in no legal office” or “with no
legal imperium.” The difference between the two should not be overemphasised.

Imperium Romanum

This is a common use of fyeporia, and has clear parallels in the Greek period,
but does not correspond precisely to any sense of fyyeucwwv discussed above. Typical
examples are DS 1.4.7 (pyeuovia 1ig ‘Pwuns), IGRom. 4.661, 1195, IG 7.413.49
(nyemovia Tod Snuov TGV Pwpaiwr), SEG 15.748, Posidonius (BN Gr S Hist V87 F B
36.48 fin., Jos. AJ 20.153, Aristid. 19K 1.

Related to this sense is a use of oi fyyovuevor, meaning, as L. Robert has stated,
“les autorités romaines dans leur variété.”® Not infrequently the reference is to the
senate, as may be seen in Inscr. Priene 108.139 71oic 7¢v nyovuévwy Soypaot, and in
SIG® 704, where there is specific mention of the BovAn (H.10). The senate may be
meant in a number of inscriptions which allude to people who are friends of, or have
influence with (pomn or évrpoms), the nyoduevor (e.g. IGRom. 4.298, SIG® 761a, SEG
18.143), and in instances of embassies to the #yoUuevor (e.g. BEt. Anat. 313, 325),
Robert has further seen senators in [rois . . . P luns nyovuévows (Jahresh. 45 [1960]
Bbl. 81).°

But the point should not be pressed too far. In itself, nothing more is meant
than “our rulers;” from the context, and from our knowledge of constitutional
procedure, it may frequently be apparent that the senate is involved. But the writer
chose to use a broader terminology, including magistrates and other officials, “the
government” as it were. For example an inscription speaks of the entertainment 7¢v
ayovuevwy (SIG* 748). Those so entertained are not merely the governors, nor even
just senators, but ‘“Roman officials” or even simply “Romans, our rulers.” The Greek
writers chose to employ an imprecise term; if we can establish from external
information what precisely they meant, it is incorrect to translate or understand that
specific precise reference, for if so, the intention of the purposely imprecise wording
is lost.

18. kndeuww: curator, patron, etc.
Kknodeuwr and kndeuovia primarily refer to a guardian in civil law, covering both
tutor (émirpomos) (for children up to 14 years of age) and curator (kovpatwp) for

those 14 to 25. This sense fits in well with their usage in purely Greek contexts.

It is an easy transference from this simple sense to the metaphorical
“guardianship” exercised by the governor of a province or by the emperor.

The extension of kndeuwr to a governor may be seen in a passage in Stobaeus
(4.7.44), generally ascribed to Epictetus but also claimed by Bernadakis for Plutarch,
in which it is stated that one Agrippinus as governor used to try to persuade those on
trial before him to consider him not as moAéutos abrois, but as their émue nTns kal

KndeUO.
Many emperors are described as taking on the knéeuovia of the whole world.
Claudius is 70 ... avfpdrwy yévos eis Ty blay avadederyuérvos kndeuoviav (SEG

4.516); he also speaks of his kndeuovia of the Jews (Jos. AJ 20.133). Antoninus is
honored for 17¢ 700 KVplov MUY Tepi mavTas avlpdmovs kndepovias (BGU 372) and
Septimius Severus comes to Tnw TWY OAwv Kndeupoviar kal Pacikeiav (P. Oxy.
2476B.8). It is not clear whether kndeuovia kara v émapxeiav (IGRom. 4.1410) is
that of the emperor or the local governor, though the latter is more likely.

To this general use of kndeuwr, the word mpooTdrne provides a useful parallel. It
refers primarily to the Roman patronus, but is applied by a natural extension to both
praeses and princeps. Patronus is treated in questions of actual law by the
transliteration mdrpwv.

kndepwr is used almost as a formal title in the following cases: C. Marcius
Censorinus, special legate of Augustus and knéemww THc moNews in Sinope (AE
1906.1); Eurycles Herculanus, kndeuwr 7Hs mohews in Sparta (IG 5.1.380); Claudius
Atticus, Kndeuwr Tob €fvovs in Gythion (IG 2.23596); and Julius Laco, kndeucdr g
700 €fvovs kal TR mONews ¢uvhakis kal owrnplas in Gythion (SEG 11.923).
Kkndepovia THSs mOAews is ascribed to Lollianus, corrector in Achaea in 200 A.D., by
the Athenians (IG 2%.4217); and a metrical inscription from the colossus of Memnon
calls epistrategi @nfaidds . . . Tods 8o kndeudvas (SEG 20.681).

In all these cases the metaphor is the same; the person honoured is to his
community as a futor is to his charge. The title is purely honorific, like owrnp or
kTiotns. It should not be confused with the technical office of curator rei publicae in
various cities (which is rather later than most of the examples cited), although Groag
(PW s.v. lulius 220) feels that kndeuc points in this direction.

If kndepcdr can be regarded as the equivalent of any Roman term, patronus
comes close, covering as it does both legal guardianship, the protection offered by an
emperor to his subjects, a governor to provincials, and the relations of great
individuals like the Euryclids to their native cities. But the equation should not be
forced and breaks down if tied to specific provisions of law. kndeucdv is ultimately
not a technical word.

BEw
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19. mpeafevrns: legatus

mpeofevtns is the standard equivalent for legatus in all its senses. Forms of
mpeafevrns are generally preferred to the classical plural form mpéafPeis, except in
some literary authors for the X legati ad provinciam ordinandam (Plu. Aem. 28.270,
Pausanias 7.12.9, DS 29.11, Jos. BJ 1.538).

It is no extension for the Greek word to be used for what Broughton (MRR
passim) calls “legate, ambassador” and “legate, envoy.” It is in these senses that we
first meet mpeoBevtns in reference to Roman officials, for example II Macc. 11.34.!
The first epigraphical mpeofevrai are X legati ad prov. ord. e.g. amo TS Twv béka
mpeafevrwr ywwuns (IG 9.2.89) (147-6 B.C.).

For the more characteristically Roman assistants to magistrates, Polybius still
felt it necessary to employ the rather tautologous mpeaBevrne kai ovufovios (6.35.4),
in which he is followed by Diodorus Siculus (34/5.38.1). The earliest epigraphical
example is probably Q. Coponius (SEG 1.151) who falls around 150 B.C.2 Marius
appears as a legate of Saturninus in 99 B.C. (Inscr. Délos 1699), and legates of Murena
(SIG® 745), Lucullus (Inscr. Délos 1855-6) and Pompey (Inscr. Délos 1621) are duly
described as mpeoBevrng. It is with Pompey’s special commands that the title
mpeofevns (kai) avToTpdTnYos becomes common (SEG 20.730, SIG? 750).

mpeofevrns then became regular in Greek authors, although the difference
between a Greek mpeoBevtnc and a Roman “legate, lieutenant™ in Broughton’s terms
often made an explanation of the Roman institution necessary. Such explanations are
provided by Dionysius (11.25.3) Appian (Mith. 94.431) and Aristides (50K 85).

Once adopted, mpeafevrns kal avtiorpdrnyos quickly took on all the functions
of the Latin original; for a legatus proconsulis it may be observed in OGI 482, for a
legate and governor of an imperial province in SIG® 880 and countless other
inscriptions. Polyaenus (Strat. 8.9.1) employs orparnyuwds in place of avriorpdrnyos
in this formula. In the detailed account of the provincial system (53.13.5), even
Cassius Dio, who elsewhere avoids the term, uses mpeofBevrns.

mpeofevrne may be used alone for a legatus pro praetore of a province in both
inscriptions (IG 9.2.261) and authors (Jos. BJ 7.58, Plu. Brutus 4).

A legatus legionis is indicated by mpeofevrng in inscriptions (AE 1965.320, SEG
18.216) and literature (Plu. Otho 12). mpeofevrns alone is employed for both a
provincial governor and a legatus legionis in IG 5.1.1172, mpeofevrny émapxias
lomavias Bawrikns, mpeofevrny 1ol Zefactod Aeyrwovos v .

The verb mpeafevw is used to refer to the various kinds of legate.

“Legate, Ambassador:” Tire dpxortt kai mpeofevortt (Plu. Comp. Phil.-Flam. 3).

Legatus ducis (republican): Povrnios 6¢ émpéafever avTq(App. BC 1.38.173); doa . . .
eéni tois KwBpikois mpeofevwr émpate (App. BC 1.77.350).

Legatus proconsulis (imperial period): npeafevwr 17w matpl (Luc. Dem. 30[2.386]);

Legatus Aug. pro praetore: mpeofevoas év "Acia € €moTOANS ... Ocob ‘Adpavod
(IGRom. 3.174). It is worth noting that the verb is not apparently used for the
legatus pro praetore of an imperial province.

In spite of its wide application and technical usage, mPETLEVTNS was sometimes
avoided. The reasons for this are two: first, as already suggested (p. 147), although
mpeofevtns was in itself a perfectly good Greek word, the meanings “assistant to a
magistrate,” and “Caesar’s appointee,” as well as constructions such as TpeaBevTns
émapxias went beyond normal Greek usage; second, Greek authors wished to
distinguish between various types of officials who might be qualified as legatus.

The effects of the first reason have been examined in the chapter on fyeucv.
Dio Cassius illustrates the kind of distinctions a careful Greek author might wish to
make.

mpeafevrns is rarely employed; apart from the definition of legatus pro praetore
(53.13.5), it only occurs in contexts where Dio wishes to remind his readers that he is
referring to officials whom others call mpeoBevral (03.14.6,55.27.6).

For a governing legate, Dio employs a general term, most frequently dpxwv
(e.g., of a legatus in Cappadocia, 68.19.1).

For a legatus proconsulis in the imperial period, Dio uses Tapedpos. Its sense is
close to adsessor, and it is once used with that meaning (57.7.6); in the sense legatus
proconsulis, mapedpog is restricted to Dio, who explains and justifies the noun and the
verb mapeSpevw (53.14.6-7). Elsewhere it occurs at 55.27.6, 60.25.6, 7254
Tl S

bmoaTpaTN YOS is employed by Dio for a number of subordinate positions, from
the legati of a republican leader like Pompey to legati legionis and others who under
the empire were subject to another legatus. Republiéan legati are named with
UTooTPATNYOS in fr. 36.31 (Fabius to his son), fr. 104.1 (Fimbria), 36.23.4 (Pompey);
38.31.4 (Julius Caesar). Legati legionis are named with UmooTpATNYOS in 79.7.1
(bmooTparnywr Tob TETdpTOL Telxovs) and possibly at 72.9.2a. Although a legion is
not named, the reference in 72.11.3-4, where the UTooTpdTNY0S of Victorinus in
Germany is contrasted with his 7dpedpoc in Africa Proconsularis, is presumably to a
legatus legionis. The two vmooTparnyot Erucius Clarus and Julius Alexander who are
described as responsible for the capture of Seleuceia (68.30.2) could easily have been
legati legionis; but if, as Groag suggested (PIR? E 96), they were in fact the legates of
the provinces Assyria and Mesopotamia, then to describe them as bmoaTpdTnYOL
requires more explanation than is provided by Groag. It is possible that because they
were under Trajan’s personal command in the Parthian campaign, their subordinate
position in regard to him was being underlined by the use of bmoorpdrnyoc.

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bmooTpdTnyos is not restricted to Dio, although it is his use of it that is most
noteworthy. The title occurred in the Achaean league (Plb. 4.59.2), but there is no
need to make this the source of the Roman usage also. Josephus employs
bmooTparnyos for an official of Herod (BJ 1.172) but not for any Roman officers.
Plutarch (Comp. Ant.-Dem. 1.956, Crass. 9.548) and Appian (Celt fr. 1.8, BC
1.40.180, 5.54.229) employ both the noun and the derived verb bmooTparnyéw for
legati.

Umapxos is used as a term for praefectus especially for the praefectus praetorio in
later sources. But Galen’s acquaintance Civica Barbarus is called kara v
Meoomorauiay tmapxos (14K 613). He is certainly not praefectus, as were later
governors of Mesopotamia; AE 1958.15 reveals him as ovvamodnuos to his nephew the
emperor Lucius in the Parthian war. tmapxos should mean, if not comes, legatus. This
sense also occurs in Dio, for instance in his account of Fabius serving his son év e
ovuBovlov kai bmapxov pepet (fr. 36.31). There are a number of other places in Dio
where mapxos refers to republican legati (36.36.1, 48.14.1), and the verb bmdpxw is
likewise used by Dio as a general term for legati of various types (36.36.3, 53.15.1,
72.9.2). In Appian (BC 5.26.102) Sextius is called an imapxos of Antony in 41 B.C.,
but Broughton (MRR 2.369) argues that he was in fact an independent proconsul; in
which case imapxos must mean merely “Antony’s subordinate” without any technical
I‘CfCrCHCC.

avtwoTpdrnyoc approaches the sense legatus in certain sources; see p. 105.
nyeu is also employed to refer to legatus; see pp. 147-48.

orparnyds occasionally approaches the meaning legatus. If a man is called
orparnyos Kaloapos, “general of Caesar,” it is likely that his position was that of
legatus (e.g. App. BC 1.90.413, 1.91.421, Str. 3.2.2); but there is always the
possibility that the meaning is no more than “general of the (e.g.) Caesarian party,”
an expression that actually occurs orparnyoi g KapBwrelv oracews (App. BC
1.93.431).

ovuBovhos, whose more basic meaning is comes or consiliarius, is coupled with
mpeaBevrns by Polybius (6.35.4) and Diodorus (34/5.38.1), and with mapxos by Dio
(fr. 36.31). It occurs on its own in Appian (e.g., Syr. 21.100) and in Diodorus
(37.5.1). It is particularly suitable, with its implication of consiliarius, for the X legati
assigned to a general to arrange the affairs of a province.

brnpérns is used for legatus in Appian, bmnpérar ano s BovARS obs Kalovot
mpeofevrds (Mith. 94.431). Other examples of the word are App. BC 2.18, DC
43.51.2, Plu. Comp. Ant.-Dem. 1.956.

20. oTpaTnyos: praetor, commander

The difficulties in the treatment of the word oTparnyos lie in a conflict between
its natural, non-technical sense in Greek, ‘“general, commander,” and the specifically
Roman and technical equation with praetor.
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On first encountering a Roman official, a Greek would call him orparnyos
‘Pwpalwr, employing a term familiar from nearly all Greek states, especially the
Hellenistic leagues, whose strategoi, like Roman commanders, combined elective
political office and military command. This kind of language may be observed
frequently in Polybius. He states for example 7ov érepov Twv vmdTwr orparnyov
€taméoTethar (1.11.3), “they sent out one of the consules as commander.”
Elsewhere, the language is simpler, oTparnyods éfaméotelhov (e.g. 1.31.4, 1.36.10,
1.39.8), “they sent out as commanders.”” Polybius simply was not concerned to give
their rank, merely to state the names of the field commanders for the year; similarly,
the various Carthaginian commanders are also called orparnyol by Polybius without
his troubling to discover or record their technical title. orparnyds does not mean
consul in Polybius, even when it is obvious (as e.g. 1.36.10) that it is to consuls he is
referring. He chose in such places not to use tmaros or oTparnyds Uraroc.

The pressure to use a “technical” term becomes much greater as time goes on,
but the possibility is always there that a Greek writer will choose simply to use a
non-technical term like orparnyds, and the reader should be aware of the possibility.

oTpatnyos retains the general sense “commander” in the complex formulae,
oTPaTNyos avlumaros, oTparTnYOS abTokpdTwp, 0TPATNYOS Efamélekvs and
oTparnyos bmaros which may be found in a large number of texts, mostly from the
second century B.C. In these complex expressions, the general term orparnyds is
made more precise by the additional term, so that orparnyos tmaros is the “supreme
commander,” 07parnyos aiTokpdrwp the “commander with plenipontiary power”
and so on. Similarly the expression oTparnyds vavrikod ‘Pwualwy in Arch. Delt. 22,
1967, Chron. 247 means simply “commander of the fleet” and makes no statement
about his Roman rank.*

Once a full, formal expression, such as orparnyds tmaros had been given, it
could be abbreviated to the simpler orparnyds. This may be seen in IGRom. 1.1021;
a consul is named, in the formal manner, oTparnyds dmaros in line 12, but referred to
in passing in line 88 simply as oTparnydc. Once he had been sufficiently identified as
consul, the more general term oTparmyds was adequate. This practice was even
employed by Romans in official letters to Greek states, e.g. in a letter to the
Delphians quoted and discussed by Holleaux (Str. 159-61 ). Similarly, the examples
of orparnyos on the Delos inventories for men who were clearly Roman consuls may
be either abbreviations by the compilers of the inventories of the full title o7parnyos
tmaros on the original dedications,? or simply a use of o7Tparnyds in the general sense
of “commander.”

07parnyos is used in the same general way to describe provincial governors.
Again, this was a normal Greek practice — such figures as the Rhodian orparnyos év
76 mépav (Inscr. Lindos 151, 157) and the Ptolemaic 0TPATNYOS TNS PNaov in Cyprus

MRR 1.428, with the fleet as his province. But not 2, This is the view of Holleaux, Str. 159-161.
“praetor of the fleet,” which was not a Latin
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(OGI 84.2) indicate the natural use of o7parnyds for a governor of a foreign territory
in contemporary Greek.

The use of oTparnyds for provincial governors was probably encouraged by the
fact that praetors were specifically appointed to the command of the first provinces:

capta deinde Sardinia, mox Sicilia, item Hispania, deinde Narbonensi
provincia totidem praetores, quot provinciae in dicionem venerant, creati
sunt, partim qui urbanis rebus, partim qui provincialibus praeessent. Dig.

27597

Such oTparnyol in the provinces are named in literary sources, such as for Sardinia
oTparnyos Pwpuaiwv ael kabewrnker (DC ap. Zon. 8.19 fin.), and for Sicily ot
KATapTWrTES EML THw Yooy imarol T€ kai oTparnyol (DS 4.83.7).

But for the Greek provinces of the East, other ranks of magistrates, especially
prorogued commands, were frequently employed, and the evidence suggests that
where oTparnyos occurs, it means “commander, governor” rather than specifically
praetor. For example, M. Aquillius is 0 ‘Pwualwr orparnyds (OGI 11, p. 551), and in
the same period we meet such expressions as T00¢ 67paTnYOVS TOUS AMOGTENNOUEDOUS
ano ‘Pwuaicwv (OGI 339.21) and oi & ‘Aclav mopevouevor oTparnyol (OGI 435).
oTparnyos is used in the same way in a number of texts from Priene (Inscr. Priene
111.135, 121.22). The language in one example (Inscr. Priene 109.93) is especially
important, mpos Tov oTparnyor Mapkov Ilepmépra oTparnyor avlvmarov, i.e. “the
commander M. Perperna, who is proconsul.” The same kind of expression may be
present in Inscr. Priene 111.16, 21. To bring the sense praetor in here would be
meaningless.

Syme is therefore incorrect when he states that “orparnyds is the Greek
translation of praetor, which is the traditional and general term in Latin for a
”? in explaining the use of orparnyéw in a text from Cyprus.
Apart from the examples at Priene and elsewhere, it remains to be demonstrated that
praetor is used generally, even for non-praetorian provincial governors, sufficiently
early to explain oTparnyds in the second century.

The general sense of o7parnyds for provincial governor continued even in
inscriptions down to the Augustan age. The legate of Cyrene is referred to in the
phrase o070 . . . 0 0TpaTnYOS amopawéolw in the Cyrene Edicts (1.33). A orparnyds
in Asia is associated on a number of bases with Servilius Isauricus, proconsul in 46
B.C: (A Scuol Ak, 221331952 p 158

In the authors, 0TpaTMY0S is a common expression for provincial governors, and
lasted longer. In the fragments of Posidonius we meet Pwpaiwr orparnyos
Haugviias Kowros "Ommos (F. Gr. Hist. 87. F 36.50), and oi ano 7w émapxicv
orparnyol (F 108 a.3). It is probably as a “provincial governor” that 'Opdfios
oTpatnyos Pwuaiwv kal guhdaoowy v Afjhov (F. Gr. Hist. 87 F 36.53) should be

provincial governor,

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explained; although several Orbii are known as magistri of the Italian community on
Delos, and orparnyds Pwpalwr could conceivably be used for such a figure,
Or(o)bius has arms and authority beyond that of such a local official. Note that an
Orbius was pro praetore in Asiain the next generation, in 64 B.C.

oTparnyds is also employed in Diodorus (37.5.1) (Scaevola in Asia), Memnon
(F. Gr. Hist. 434 F 18.6), and Strabo, 7oic meumopévols orparnyois (8.5.5), though
generally in Strabo, orparnyds is restricted to an actual praetor or praetorius.
0TPaTNYOS is common in Josephus, and is used for governors of Syria, Asia and
Cyrene (AJ 14.82, 16.168-9, 17.250, 18.115). The general meaning of the word is
admirably clear in a decree of Caesar quoted in AJ 14.204, unre dpxwv unre
aTApXWY UNTE OTPATNYOS f TPEoPfEVTNS “‘no magistrate or promagistrate, governor
or legate.”” Praetor would be pointless in such a context.

oTpaTnyos is not unusual in Plutarch (e.g. Cic. 6.863, Galb 4.1054, 20.1061,
Sert. 6.570). It is the usual word in Appian, e.g. oTparnyol Ipnpias érnoiot (Hisp.
38.152), orparnyol TWv Ta Emwwvpa apfdrtwr (Syr. 51.256). Herodian names a
oTpatnyos kal nyepwr of Illyria (2.9.9), but DC 36.2.2, & Tovs 0Tparnyovs 7ny
apxny émavryayor, may be a reference to specifically praetorian governors.

The general sense ‘“governor” is acceptable in inscriptions until the time of
Augustus, in the literary texts until the early second century A.D. It was replaced
largely by nyeucw, as the essentially republican concept of an independent
commander gave way to the sense of subordination present in pyeucw.

aTPATNYOS VTATOS

0TpaTnyos vmatos remains throughout the second century the formal, technical
version of consul; firm examples run from Flamininus in the 190s to C. Claudius
Pulcher, cos 92 (AE 1967.532).* A praetor could be described by a similar complex
phrase — orparnyos ékaméhekvs in Polybius (e.g. 3.106.6), or oTparnyos karda wéAw
if he were urbanus, émi £évwv if he were peregrinus (IGRom. 1.118, SIG® 684).

In a contrast between orparnyos vmaros and orparnyos etamélexvs, it is the
second element that carries distinctive semantic weight, and hence an abbreviation
was possible, so that dmaroc for example in the Delos inventories (Inscr. Délos 439,
442, 1429)° and in Polybius may be viewed as an abbreviated version of orparnyos
vmaros. After about 125-100 B.C., Umaros alone becomes the regular technical form.
Similarly e¢améhekvs is used alone in Polybius for praetor (2.23.5).6

The specialisation of orparnyos as praetor follows a different development. In
those documents which name a orparnyoc kara wé w, the pattern of aTparnyos
Umatos suggests that o7parnyds need not have a technical sense: but a word for word
parallelism with the Latin encourages an equation of orparnysés and praetor.
Similarly, when an opposition is made between a orparnyds ¥maros and a oTPATNYO0S

owes a great debt. Examples later than his publication 6. E.g. Plb. 2.23.5; the form &tamélexkvs occurs
include SEG 2.511, 15.254, 16.255, 17.148, AE also in Diodorus Siculus (29.26) and Appian (Syr.
1967.532, Corinth 8.1.66. 15.63). See Holleaux Str. 51, and note 5; 126.
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(ordinary “commander”), it amounts to an opposition between a consul and a
praetor; then as Omaros becomes fixed as the usual version for consul, the opposition
becomes simply one between tmarog and 0Tpatnyos, consul and praetor.

Praetor

Praetors are named with orparnyds as early as 189, in a letter of Sp. Postumius
to the Delphians (see Holleaux, Str. 148-149); here, when orparnyos tmaroc is the
formal version of consul, the absence of raros in Postumius’ title tells us that he is
praetor.” The opposition of #raros to o7parnyds can be seen already in Polybius, éav
Umatos 7 oTparnyos i yeyovdds (6.53.7).% But it is advisable to make a certain
equation between oTparnyds and praetor only in the case of formal titles and
headings of letters, or where an opposition with consul is clearly indicated; in a casual
reference (e.g. SIG® 683.42 — about 140 B.C.) there is no way of being certain that
the word is not being used in a general way.®

[t is common for praetors to be named o7paryyos snuov Pwualwr (e.g. IGRom.
3.667, SEG 16.747, 20.28, Jahresh. 47, 1965, Bbl. 18), presumably to distinguish
them from local officials; this is in turn translated back into Latin, praetor p.r., on an
Ephesian bilingual inscription (ILS 8971). otparnyds ‘Pwuaiwy is also frequent (IG
14.612, OGI 501, SEG 18.557). ‘Pwu[aiww] rather than ‘Pedu[ne] should probably be
restored in IG 2.7 4206.

Apart from the epigraphical examples of kard o w and &mi £éveow for urbanus
and peregrinus, one also meets aTparnyos obpfaros (IGRowm. 3.172), oTparnyog o &v
aotet (App. Mith. 6.19) and orparnyos aorvwduos (DC 46.45.4) for urbanus, and
oTpatnyos Eevikos (DC 53.2.2) for peregrinus.

“Praetor Maximus”

This view, which sees orparnyds primarily as a general word, becoming finally
specialised as praetor, runs counter to a theory of Mommsen (StR 2.75-6, 193-4). In
this account, oTparnyds is the original equivalent of practor, and orparnyoc braroc is
the version of praetor maximus, a term used for consul in the fourth century B.C..
after the introduction of the first practors. This theory is discussed and rejected by
Holleaux, Str. 114-123. It is implausible for the following reasons: (1) it offers no
explanation for the choice of maroc rather than the more natural uéytoros for
maximus; (2) it makes the understanding of cases where a o7parnyds is clearly not a
praetor far more difficult; (3) it postulates precise and universally accepted Greek

oTparnyos avfuraros

It follows that oTparnyds av@imartos is not praetor pro consule, but simply
proconsul, just as orparnyos vmaros is simply consul, not “consular praetor.” The
Greek means, if the two words must be divided, “governor/commander (who is)
proconsul.” Roman commanders who had imperium pro consule called themselves
proconsul, not praetor pro consule, even if they were praetorians (e.g. C. Iulius
Caesar, proconsul of Asia, Inscr. Délos 1712, 1847). av@vmartos occurs alone before
we meet the complex phrase, in the grouping raros 7 avfvmaros (SIG® 683.55) (140
B.C.), to which may be compared Umaros 7 avfvmaros (SIG* 705.60) (115 B.C.).'® A
fuller version of the same type should be restored in Delphes 4.3.37b20, orparn[yos
tmaros f) avbvmaroc] 6¢ @v ... (c. 100 B.C.). In all these expressions orparnyds has
the general sense ““commander, governor.”

oTparnyos avbvmaros for proconsul lasted longer than orparnyds tmaros for
consul; the reason for this is probably the fact that oTparnyds remained acceptable in
a general sense for a provincial governor longer than it did for an urban magistracy.
The following list shows the major examples of o7parnydc avbvmaros and of
avfvmarog.

This list is certainly not complete, but it does indicate the range of each term.
The occurrence of P. Vinicius and L. Calpurnius Piso in the early years of the
Christian era is especially curious, since the distribution of examples suggests that
oTpaTnyos avfvmaros was giving way to avfvmaros by the middle of the first century.
In view of the complex prosopography of the Pisones, it might just be possible, in
spite of evidence relating to local officials, to move the Delian example earlier; but
Vinicius is less easy to remove to an earlier date. Nevertheless, on statistical grounds,
these two examples must be considered extraordinary, and any new orparnydc
avfumaros should belong prima facie in the period 150-50 B.C.'' By 100 B.C.,
avfumatos had become at least as “official” as orparnyoc avfvmaros; that the two
formations were identical in meaning may be seen in the cases where one and the
same official carries both forms of the title (Scaevola and Vinicius) or in SIG® 745,
where both terms are employed, without there being any clear difference between the
rank of the two men involved.

Colonies and Municipia

oTpatnyos is also used of the Ilvir or praetor of a Roman community, although
forms like Svavdpos are also attested. A good example is provided by the inscriptions
of Cornelius Pulcher at Corinth, orparnyos s molews Kopwbiwy (Corinth 8.1.80);
others occur in AE 1931.81 (Gerasa), IGRom. 3.1040 (Palmyra) and Acts 16.20
(Philippi). This usage is an extension from normal Greek oTparnyol in free cities,
rather than a translation of praetor, which is restricted to Italy for municipal officials.

The “leader”” may be used in a still more general way than some of the uses
mentioned above; this may be seen in, for example, oTparnyos Pwuaiwr . . . Tulhas
(Paus. 1.20.4) and in Lucian (Zeux. 3, Macrobioi 12).

The praefectus praetorio is called oTparnyos owparopvhdkwr by Josephus (AT
19,207

Dionysius of Halicarnassus makes Appius Claudius, Xvir leg. scrib. in the
Verginia episode, a orparnpyds (11.32.1, 11.37.5). A very general sense such as
“leader” may be all that he intends; but it is possible that it refers to his apparent
command of the troops left in the city, or (much less likely) because his position in
legal proceedings resembled that of a practor. Dionysius appears to mean something
specific, but his exact meaning is not recoverable.

Derived forms: (a) oTparnyéw

Of the praetor at Rome: oTparnywv kard molw, éml févwr (IG 9.21.2.242);
oTparnynoas é&v ‘Puup (IG 2.* 3261); éoTpatnynkws is used for praetorius by Dio
Cassius (43.25.3, et al.).

Of the Tlvir of a colony: oTparnynoas é&v emdnuig . . . 'ANeEavSpov (IGRom. 3.1033).

Of a provincial governor: A good example is 6oot Kpnrne kal Kvpnrns orparnyotow
(Cyr. Ed. 1.37). Less clear is Opusc. Arc. 6.31 (= AE 1953.167), a Cypriot inscription
naming Obe\iov 7oL aTparnynoartos Tns émapxiac katl Aevkiov ObeAiov Tob avfumdrov.
Here is the only possible meaning for orparnynoas is the “‘ex-governor” as opposed
to avfumaros ‘“‘the present proconsul;” avfvmarevw probably was not yet created.
Among the authors, oTparnyéw for provincial governors is found in Josephus (A]
14.279, BJ 1.224) Appian (Mith. 105.495) and Plutarch (Marius 40.429).

Of a legate: Appian (BC 4.42.175) states that a Metellus ovveorparevero Kaloapt kai
eoTparnynkeL mepl 70 "AkTiov; he may have been legate, though other interpretations
are possible. The interpretation legatus is also probable in BC 4.46.197, éorpariynoe

0 TOD OTPATNYIKOD TAYUaTos fryeuy is the title given by Plutarch (Galb. 4.1054)
to Titus Vinius, an officer of Galba in Spain. From Suetonius we learn (Galb. 14) that
he was a legatus (see pp. 147-48). But what is the orparnywor rdyua? Clearly not the
emperor’s praetorian cohort, though this would have been an acceptable meaning for
orpatnytkds. Nor is Vinius likely to have been merely the commander of the
praetoria cohors of the governor, since 7dyua in Plutarch is used for legio (see be-
low), and the position is too minor for a praetorian legate. The phrase must mean
“legate of the legion of the strategus i.e. the governor,” corresponding to a use of
0Tpatrnyos that is common in Plutarch. The expression then would have the effect of
stressing Vinius® position as subordinate to the governor, what Dio would have called
UToOTPATNYO0S (see p. 154). This is the only reasonable explanation, but it remains an
unparalleled and somewhat awkward use of oTparnykds.

21. taypa, Takiapxos: army units and their officers

The terms employed for the army and its officers in papyri and in inscriptions
include both Greek words adapted to a Roman context, and transliterated Latin
words. Both methods enjoy considerable popularity.

Aeywwp is the standard form in documents for legio; but for cohors, both kodprn
and omeipa are found, and likewise for centuria both éxarovrapxia and kevTupla. In
these cases, the non-Latin forms are slightly more common. For the officers,
Xthapxos is the only regular expression for tribunus militum, but exkarovtapxos and
KePTUpPiwY compete on approximately equal terms as versions of centurio.

Literary usage is more varied, and avoids the Latinisms; eyt does not occur,
but is replaced by rdyua or Tdkis. omeipa is usual in literary authors for cohors. For
the officers, words of the type of ékardvrapxos and xihiapxos compete with the less
precise Aoxayos and Taétapxns (-0g).

Tayua is the standard literary term for legio, as in the following examples: DH
20.1.4, Nic. Dam. (F. Gr. Hist. 90) F 130.28, Lucian Hist. Conscr. 31, Plu. Galb. 27,
Jos. A] 14.48. Only rarely can it possibly refer to a cohort, as in 7a 76w
VUKTOQUNGK v Tayuara (Jos. BJ 4.645).

Ta¢c is less firmly attached to any one Roman unit, and occurs in a number of
senses. Legio should be understood in BGU 114, orparevoduevos eire év Tafel eite
év omelpg, and probably in App. Illyr. 25.71. The sense cohors may be observed in
Appian, Tois ‘Apelots kal mévte aN\aws Taseow (BC 3.67.274, cf. BC 4.7.26). It is not
clear in Philo (Flacc. 11.86) where a centurio is described as rapalafwr TS UTNKOOV
Tafews, whether a centuria is meant, or simply “‘the unit under him.”

7éNog is the technical term for legio in Appian; its meaning is established by its
application to numbered legions (BC 2.76.317, 5.87.365). It also occurs in Josephus
(A 14.469, BJ 1.346) and Plutarch (Ant. 18.923).

Certain other terms (0TpdT€Vua, OTPATOTEDOV, TELXOS), when they occur in Dio,
are shown by a qualifying phrase or by their being numbered to mean legio.
oTparémedov occurs in Polybius also (1.16.1, 1.26.6).

In the authors xo\iapxos and similar formations may be replaced by oxayos
and Taklapxos, words without their precision of reference, but respectable from the
literary standpoint. The exacter words belonged originally to the Persian, and hence
to the Macedonian armies; it has been recently argued that they are in fact
loan-translations from Iranian.' This foreignness was probably enough reason for their
rejection by literary stylists in an archaizing era. Instead, terms from the less complex
armies of the classical poleis were employed; but as there can have been little or no
comparison between the tribal army of Miltiades and the legions of Marius, the use of
such Attic terms led only to confusion.

That Noxayds and its derivatives mean centurio is established by Plutarch (Pomp.
71) awdpcv ékarov elkoot hoxaywv and by DC 52.25.6-7, where the same persons are
called Aehoxaynkdres and éxarovrdpxar. But éxarorTdpxai kal Aoxayol are also
found together (Plu. Crass. 27.7.561); unless there is intentional pleonasm, Aoxayos
must indicate some other, probably higher, rank (? trib. mil, primus pilus).

In the case of ratiapxos the confusion is still greater, corresponding to the wide
range of meanings assigned to 7d{ts. In Appian (Samn. fr. 4.17) when Taéwdpxat stand
between quaestors and Xt\iapxot among those captured at the Caudine Forks, the
meaning legatus is suggested by Livy’s account (9.38.8), although the presence of
legati at this point of history may be anachronistic.> A position in a chain of
command likewise suggests legatus in Josephus (BJ 3.87) and in Appian (Hann. 19),
where rafiapxot and xt\iapxot are described as amo 17s fovAfs; the only rank that
can be distinguished from trib. mil., and also enjoy senatorial dignity must be legatus.

In cases where Aoxayol and Tatiapxot are grouped together (e.g. Jos. BJ 3.83,
DH 5.41.5, App. Celt. fr. 1.11, Plu. Pomp. 6.621), the most natural sense for
ratiapxos is tribunus militum. This sense also applies in Appian’s expression 0 TOU
Téhovs Taglapxos (Mith. 50.201).2

When Plutarch reports aravras amékrewar Tovs Tafidpxovs (Caes. 20.717), the
Latin text of Caesar (BG 2.25), quartae cohortis omnibus centurionibus occisis,
confirms the version centurio. Similarly the ralapxos of Mul. Virt. 22.258 is known
to have been a centurion from Livy (38.24). Other presumed centurions may be
found in Caes. 29.722, and Ant. 64.945.

Similar difficulties are associated with the unit i\n and its commander, {Aapxos.
Phonetic similarity, and the fact that both erms relate primarily to cavalry, points to
an equation with ala, for which i\n is common in simple, non-literary documents. But

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there are problems: Polybius uses iAn to refer to a smaller unit, the turma, which in
the later army was simply transliterated. As a result it is never clear in a reference to
the pre-Marian army by a later writer if he means the Polybian turma, or is applying
the terminology of his own day to the army of the second century or earlier.

{An and derivatives were also applied to the units of aristocratic Roman cavalry,
even in the later period; and as a final point of confusion, Appian applies it to the
company of young knights who accompanied Scipio (Hisp. 84.365), the basis, as
Mommsen observed, of the later cohors praetoria.* The confusion is increased by an
uncertainty about spelling; both €i\- and i\- are well-attested.

{\n in the literary authors tends to mean little more than “a unit of horse” and it
is up to the reader to deduce the Roman unit involved.

22. Umaroc: consul

The choice of the adjective dmaros to designate the chief magistrate at Rome is
curious. Unlike the majority of Greek words adopted to the Roman context, such as
avtokpdTwp and oTparnyds, it had not been part of the Greek language of
administration. That it was unfamiliar to the Greek reader of Dionysius’ day may be
seen from his explanation of the term (4.76.2):

Similar explanations occur in Plutarch (Quaest. Rom. 9.1 [1007 ¢]) and John the
Lydian (Mag. 1.30).

A vparallel might be drawn to a Ptolemaic official in Cyprus, oTparnyos
abrokparwp Kal vmép[Taroc] (Inscr. Délos 1528);' but this is dated to the period
145-110, later than the first orparnyos dmaros. It is extremely valuable as a further
example of formations with Umep- used as a mark of political rank, but it does not
entirely explain Umaros. Dionysius’ point is that vmaros is an archaic term; and the
examples of Umaroc show that this particular superlative form of bmép had religious
and poetic associations; a typical usage is the cult of Zevs Yraros mentioned, e.g., in
[Dem.] 43.66.1072. ¥maros is applied to Zeus in Homer and Pindar. This association
of the consular title and a cult-title of Zeus was understood by the author of
[Apuleius] De Mundo 25 (p. 161 Thomas):

might be older than this inscription.

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nec ambigitur eum (lovem) praestantem ac sublimem sedem tenere et
poetarum laudibus nomen eius consulum et regum nuncupationibus
praedicari.

The original poetic sense was not lost, and may be observed in Athens, where the
sophist Isaeus is called dmaros goplas (IG 2.2 3632), and Q. Trebellius Rufus Umarog
Kawewnhvots (McCrum-Woodhead 129). The cult of Drusus Umaros in Athens (IG 2.2
1724), while presumably honoring him as consul, derived support from the existence
of Ymarog as a cult-title in that city.

Plutarch in his life of Marcellus quotes an epigram of Marcellus from Lindos,
giving Posidonius as his authority (Marcell. 30.316):

enTdre Tav Umdray apxav év "Apnt puhdgas

The inclusion of two proconsulates draws an explanation from Plutarch, to whom
such a usage must have been unfamiliar.2 In this epigram, Umaros can still be
translated as “highest™; and an epigram is the right kind of poetic context for the idea
of applying dmaros to the Roman consuls to be first conceived. Clearly, we cannot
state for certain that this epigram is in fact the origin of #maros in Greek: but it, and
others like it if they existed, provide a middle ground between a Homeric and Athenian
Zelc tmatos and the relatively mundane (07parnyot) Umarot of the second century
B.C. and later.?

In the formula oTparnyos tmaros, dmaroc quickly moves from an adjective to a
substantive, meaning consul; and once orparnyos vmaros becomes obsolete around
100 B.C. (the last firm example appears to be C. Claudius Pulcher, cos 92 [AE
1967.532]) Umaros for consul is a fully naturalised Greek word.

Once bmaroc is considered a substantive, derivatives such as bmareia and
tmarwos could be formed. But the origin of marog as an adjective was not forgotten
in literary sources.

tmaros apxn, vmaros Tyun and the like, which for Polybius were the only method
of expressing consulatus,* became elegant literary variations of Umarwn apxn and
brareia at the hands of later authors.

One effect of this continued use of Umarog as an adjective alongside its normal
use as a noun, was that similar words, but ones with a different history, were given
the same freedom of variation. Not only avfvmaros, but even StkTarwp and ETapX0S
oceur with apxn and &fovola in an adjectival function that is obviously patterned on
the distinctive behavior of dmarog.

The continued use of ¥maros as an adjective was partly for the purpose of
variety. Diodorus, with repeated dating by consuls, avoided monotony by a variation
between tmaros apxn and brarwn apxn.’

poetic nature of Ymaro¢ but does not look for a vrarwn aoxn DS 11.38.1, 14.103.1, 15.95.1 etc.
‘“poetic” origin.
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Umatos apxn is also common in Dionysius (6.1.1), Appian (Celt. 5, BC 3.82),
Philostratus (VS 2.1.8 [556]), Herodian (2.3.4, 2.6.6) and Dio (43.46.2, 44.22.1).
Umaros é&fovoia occurs in Dionysius (7.1.1), (meaning simply consulatus, not
necessarily imperium consulare) and ¥maroc Tun in Josephus (BJ 7.82). It will be
noted that it is precisely in the phrase tmaroc apxr where it was possibly first
employed, that tmaros survives longest as an adjective.

There is a difference to be observed between the various authors. For Diodorus
and Dionysius, ¥maros and dmarwds are in free alternation. In Philostratus, bmarikdc
does not occur, and was probably consciously avoided.

In ¥maros apxn, Umaros can be construed as meaning UTaTikoS, consularis; hence
Umaros became a possible version of vir consularis, with or without the noun arnp.
Hence maros could be used to describe a man, and mean both consul and consularis.
This confusing situation can only be explained by a desire on the part of certain
authors to avoid the neologism brarikds.

In Plutarch (Cic. 19.869) imaro rpeic avaipeiobar, the very number shows that
consulares must be meant. arnp maros is found in Appian for vir consularis (BC
2.87.367); it is recorded that Cato, as a praetorian, would not take command
TaporTwy ardpwv vmarwr. In Galen, both Umaroc and bmarikos occur: in one place
his friend Boethus is avnp traros Pwpaicwr (2K 215), in another 7i¢ 7w brarme
avdpwv (19K 13). Similarly in one passage (14K 613) occurs a Severus Umaros uév ¢
and a Flavius bmarikos &w kai abroc.

The use of ¥maros for a vir consularis is regular in Philostratus. imaros avnhp (VA
5.35, 7.18, VS 1.8.1, 1.19.2, 2.25.2) and simple $raroc (VA 8.7.14, VS 1.25.5,
2.1.8) apparently refer to consulares; in other cases (VS 1.8.3 [490], 1.25.1 [530], 2.6
[576]) consularis is a possible interpretation. In each case, the interpretation must be
based on external information.

Umaros is used in certain metrical documents apparently for proconsuls. 8is &
vmatos ‘Aclas PRotos (SEG 4.467.15) and Mdfwos "Aoins Uraros (AP 7.564) are
typical examples, both apparently from the third century A.D. Here the word still
retains its sense ‘‘highest” including both consulates and proconsulates, that it had
had in the Marcellus epigram.

A passage in the Suda, s.v. €lowbpnoe (attributed to Aelian) states that o
K\éavdpoc éNotdopnoe Tov Urarov thc év AlyimTe apxic. Here Umarog may be used
in its oldest sense “highest”; but it is more likely that it is an error for tmapxos which
is used for the praefectus of Egypt by Arrian (Anab. 3.5.7) and Aristides (50K 75).

[n a number of documents from the provinces, dates are given €mi (70D Selvog)
700 Aaumporarov Umdrov (IGBulg. 907) or mention a man known to have been the
governor as bmaros (e.g. IGRom. 3.1368, of alegate 166-168 A.D.). It is tempting to
consider that ¥maros stands for bmarwkos, consularis provinciae, but they are probably
cases of a consulate held in absentia while still governing the province.®

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In the expression of dates, not only are such natural Greek formations as ém(
brdrwr (ILS 6460) to be found but also Latinisms such as the use of the dative
brdrois to express an ablative absolute (e.g., Sherk 27.3); the dual dmdrow also occurs
(IG 14.830).

In general Umaros was so distinctively Roman that further qualification was
unnecessary, but (o7parnyos) vmaros ‘Pwpaiwy does occur, e.g. in the bilingual
miliaria of M’. Aquillius (IGRom. 4.264, 270, 880), in the inscription honoring
Claudius Charax by the city of Patrae (SEG 18.557) and in a letter to Ptolemy
(quoted in I Macc. 15.17).

The distinction between ordinarii and suffecti is not usually made in documents,
either Latin or Greek. Two dmarot cpdwdptot are known from the middle of the third
century A.D. (IGRom. 1.137, OGI 568). Dio was interested in the process of
suffection, and provides an account (48.25.2-3), distinguishing outkpéTepos and
pdTos Umaros. oukpoTepos does not occur outside this passage, but mpwrog is
found in other places in Dio (43.46.6, 69.1.2, 74.15.4). Other methods are to employ
verbs such as ar@ap®, Epatp, avti- and émuwabiornue for suffection, or periphrastic
expressions such as oi & 70 émetra matot or bmaTevew €is TO Em(AoLmOV TOU ETOUS

NPMMEVOS.

Derived forms: (a) brateia

brarela, like all derivatives of maros, is not yet found in Polybius, but is
established by the end of the republic. An early example is Tvxwv bmazeias 70
¢Bopov (DS 37.29.3). Later it is found in Dionysius (e.g., 5.18.1), Memnon (F. Gr.
Hist. 434 F 24.3), and the Res Gestae (Mon. Anc. Gr. 3.9). Afterwards, the form is
reasonably standard in Appian, Epictetus and Plutarch.

In Appian’s account of how, in the case of one Aemilius, ‘Pwuaiot Tapélvoav
THe oTparnylas e kai vmarelas (Hisp. 83), bmareia is taken to mean proconsulatus in
most dictionaries.” Aemilius is certainly proconsul in sources that reflect Livy (Per.
56, Orosius 5.5.13), but this may mean no more than that Livy considered Aemilius’
imperium had been prorogued, while Appian and his source did not. It is more likely
that Appian made an error in history (misplacing an event by one year) than that he
used bmarela in an unparalleled way to indicate proconsulatus. This sense is
acceptable only for ¥maros when combined with a noun in the archaic manner, not
for the neologism vmareia.

Herodian has a special form amo bmareiac which he employs to indicate
consularis (7.1.9, 7.11.3, 8.2.5). The same form is used in indications of date,
especially after Diocletian, amo vmarias (tob dewos). Earlier examples are IGRom.
3.711, 1132, 1213. Note also the dating formulae in SB 7366, v’ érovs KAdpw
bmarelas (B 30) and mpo €’ €ib6r Noeufpiwr Pakkdve kai KAdp bmrareias (C 37),
from the year 200 A.D.

brarevw first occurs in Posidonius (F. Gr. Hist. 85) F 36, the Athenion episode
at Athens, Mavws "AkvA\ws 6 dmarevkdds and F 110 TiBépros Tpdyxoc v vios
TBepiov Tov dic bmatevkoros. It is impossible to assert that the verb was invented by
Posidonius, but it is not likely to be much older. It is well established by the end of
the republic, in Diodorus (e.g. 11.37), Dionysius (1.74.5) and in the laudatio of
Augustus for Agrippa (ZPE 5, 1970, p. 227). Josephus uses the participle in formulae
for dates, the singular bmaredovros with two names in AJ 14.4, 389, 487, and the
plural bmarevévrwr in AJ 14.66. The same dating system is employed by Phlegon of
Tralles (F. Gr. Hist. 257 F 36.6). In Dio Cassius, the perfect bmarevkds is regular for
consularis (e.g., 43.25.3). In inscriptions, tmarevw is used in formulae for dates, amo
abtokpdropos Kaioapos vmarevovtos 76 Swéékaror érovs vy (AE 1901.64, cf.
IGRom. 3.137). These examples are Augustan; a later (third-century) occurrence of
this pattern is a lead weight dated bmaredovros T. Tov\. Kharriov (IG 14.2417).

Distinguished men may be honoured in Greek cities during their consular year:
Germanicus is honored while imaredwr by Corcyra (IG 9.1.724); a former proconsul
is honored by the province of Macedonia ‘Tovwior avfvmarov i) oA vmarevovra (AE
1965.309); and the first consul from Ephesus is honored by his home town as mp&rov
vmarevovta 'Egeaiwr (Jahresh. 46, 1960, Bbl. 92, no. 19).

In a number of inscriptions of the third century, bmaredw means not “Umarog
sum’’ but “bmarwkos, consularis, sum” of a province. The following examples illustrate
the usage: Umarevovtoc THc Opakwr émapxias (SEG 3.509 cf. IGRom. 1.722,
IGBulg. 616, 618, 641, 1374, 1515); vmatevovtoc 'Tovhiov Zeovnpov (IGRom.
3,1277).

Derived forms: (c) brarikds

The first examples of this word appear to be in Diodorus (20.91, 11.38.1), but
the term is so well established in Augustan sources that it must have been an earlier
creation. Diodorus also used vmarwkds in reference to the consules of the Italian
confederacy (37.2.6). The standard use of the term, for vir consularis, may be seen in
kAnpovofw ék mavrwy Ty vmatikey (Cyr. Ed. 5.107) and ovykabnuévwy
OUYKANTIKOY €ikoat, bmaTiky 8€ kal €€ (Act. Alex. 4 Aii 7).

Strabo’s use is typical; in outlining the government of Spain he speaks of an
imarkos mpeafevrns (3.4.2) and in his general account of the provinces speaks of the
brarkal émapxiat, Africa and Asia (17.3.25). Gabinius is 7t bmarikwr (12.3.34), but
consular governors may be described simply as ¥marot (17.3.25).

Even authors such as Lucian, who may avoid Latin neologisms, employ bmarikds
(Demonax 30 [2.387]). It may also qualify abstract nouns such as agiwua (Plu. Aem.
4.257) or Yngogopia (Plu. Marcell. 4.299). A striking example of bmarikds as a title
of a vir consularis may be seen in ILS 8836:

Initially, the official titulature of imperial legates made no distinction between
those of consular and those of practorian rank. The authors do speak of imarikos
TpeoPevTnc as in Strabo (3.4.20) and Josephus (AJ 18.88, 18.150).° In inscriptions,
[brarwov mpeaBev]rny has been restored for Memmius Regulus (IG 2. 4174), but
does not in fact appear until the second century, in the following examples, émi
K avdiov Zeovnpov [imlarikod mpeafevt[ol ZefaoTol avtiJoTparnyov (SEG 7.844 —
115 p.) and nyeuww vmarkos Iavvovias s avw (ILS 8830 — an inscription set up
by the sophist Damianus about 170 p.) Cf. OGI 559.

Around 130 A.D. vma7tkds comes to be used alone for the legate of Syria, as in
the following examples: &ardypart MapkeXhov kai Twv €ins vmarwcwr (AE
1931.54); dwyndioparwy mapa [—] kal Bpovrriew Ilpatoevtt kai TovAiewy M[--]
imarikoic (AE 1938.137). Other imarwkoi of Syria are named in AE 1909.137
(154/5 p.), IGRom. 3.1179 (Avidius Cassius), IGRom. 3.1276 (187 p.); AE 1933.206
(198 p., of the divided province).

From about the middle of the second century, bmarikds occurs for the legates of
other provinces, as in ILS 8824 a (Britain and Germany), SEG 19.476 (Moesia), ILS
8841 (Britain, Moesia, Dacia, Spain), IGRom. 3.6, 32 (Bithynia), AE 1909.19
(Pontus). In the time of Elagabalus, we meet the formula diémwr v émapxiav
bmatikos at Histria (AE 1961.86) (see p. 131).

Minor officials in the provinces identify themselves simply as Bonfds
KopvikovAapiov vmarikot (IGRom. 3.1008 [Syria, 195 p.]) or [(evepikidaptos)
bmarweod (AE 1927.59 [Moesia, after 212 p.]). This may be paralleled somewhat
earlier in a letter in which the writer claims he asked the dmarucoc Claudius Severus to
make him his librarius (Smallwood, 2.307 b, dated to March 107 p.). If this is C.
Claudius Severus, the first legate of Arabia (PIR? C 1023), the meaning must be
consularis provinciae, as in the Syrian examples (see Bowersock, ZPE 5, 1970, pp.
41-42). But if so, this would be prior to his consulate (in 112); can consularis be used
for a non-consular governor this early? Later cases in Arabia cause the same problem.
For example, L. Attidius Cornelianus is called dmaricée (IGRom. 3.1369, AE
1930.101), but is known to have been leg. pr. pr. and cos. designatus in 151 A.D.
(IGRom. 3.1353, AE 1930.100). It may be preferable to suggest that he held the
fasces in absentia while still in office in Arabia, and that there was sufficient time
before he finished his administration for dedications to be made to him as consularis.
A similar problem arises in the career of C. Allius Fuscanus (AE 1935.84). In all these
cases, including Claudius Severus, a solution which does not force vrarkds to be

The correctores of Achaea around the year 200 A.D. carry the title brarikds (IG
4%.1.694, 7.91, 7.2510). Lollianus is termed dmarikds alone, without reference to his
position as corrector, in one text (IG 7.2511).

T. Flavius Philinus, previously known from IG 7.1866 with a career up to a
proconsulate of Lycia in the second century is termed in a Delphic inscription (Bull.
Corr. Hell. 76, 1952, p. 627 no. 3) 1ov kparorov vrarwor. The commentary on the
stone indicates that the editor, C. Dunant, thinks that vmarikds refers to the
governorship of Lycia, a praetorian proconsulate. The examples produced above show
that bmatikds is used only for legates, and almost certainly only for those of consular
rank; it is far from a general title for “governor.” As a result, Dunant fails to consider
the question of Philinus’ consular year, and his career is misinterpreted.®

In the third century, consulares were appointed to special positions at Rome; the
following are examples of the application of bmarikds to these offices: bmarikds &mi
Twv vacw (IG 14.1045); bratikos (T&v) iepddv vawv (IGRom. 1.74, 103).

The reading voucwr bratikds in AE 1907.42, to describe the jurist Licinius Rufus
is an error for éumeporaros vouwy, vmards (see L. Robert, Hellenica 5.30).
